	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj:


	Carpet session 2: PSRN      CT/HLTA
Obj: Say and use number names in order in familiar contexts. Count reliably up to ten everyday objects.
Warm Up: Practise sending off a rocket by counting down. Create a rocket from ten boxes, large to small, piled to create a tower of boxes that decrease in size up to the smallest on top. Place a 10 card on the top box, and start counting down the boxes, adding each number on the next box as you go down. When each box has a number, count down to Blast-off!Ask different pairs of chn to ‘perform’ this in front of the class.
Main Teaching Session: Hang 1-20 cards on the line in this order: 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 9, 8, 10, 11, 12, 14, 13, 15, 16, 17, 18, 19, 20. Muddles is learning to order numbers. He put these on the line this morning. He’s almost got it right. Ask chn to whisper to a neighbour what is wrong. Choose a child to help Muddles put his no.’s in the right order. Take them off, and repeat, each time swapping two or more no.s.

Obj: Recognise numerals 1 to 9.

Use developing mathematical ideas and methods to solve practical problems.
Warm Up: Give each child a 1-20 card. Count along the washing line from 1 to 20. Chn close their eyes whilst you turn round 3 cards. Chn open eyes & hold their card if they think it’s missing & explain where it is on the line. Rpt.
Main Teaching Session: 

Introduce chn to the rhyme ‘Racing Rockets ‘, and use this as an OMS to develop recognition and number order. 9 rockets have a race. Flying down to Earth from space. Ready, steady, get, set, go! 9. Drop some  of rockets on go) Are any missing, how do you know?
	Carpet session 2: PSRN     CT/HLTA
Obj: Recognise numerals 1 to 9. Find one more or one less than a number from one to ten.
Warm Up: As Monday: Practise sending off a rocket by counting down.
Main Teaching Session: 

Show ten cards with a rocket on each (ITR 21 screen 3). Each of these cards has a number from one to ten on the other side. We are going to do a ‘count-down’, so we need to find ten first!
Ask a child to click on a card to reveal the number. If it is 10, leave it showing and say the number together. If it is not, click on it to hide it. Continue until 10 has been revealed. Repeat to find 9, and so on and then count down from 10 to 1, clicking on the numbers as children say them. [

Obj: Sustain attentive listening, responding to what they have heard with relevant comments, questions or actions. Use language to imagine and recreate roles and experiences.

Read Whatever Next by Jill Murphy. Look carefully at what Baby Bear uses to create his rocket and his space helmet. How does he launch his rocket? Who does he take? Discuss the story. Does Baby Bear really go to the moon? Talk about how he imagines he does. What does he use as a space helmet? What does he use as a rocket? Relate this to children’s own experiences of playing. Have any of you ever played travelling to the moon? What did you take? What things did you use while you were playing?
	Carpet Session 4: CLL      CT/HLTA
Obj: Use talk to give new meanings to objects and actions, treating them as symbols for other things. Listen with enjoyment, and respond to stories, songs and other music,

rhymes and poems and make up their own.
Display the poem See My Rocket (ITR 21 screen 2). Read the poem to the children. Teach them the actions. Read the poem a second time, encouraging children to join in with the words and the actions. Repeat another couple of times until most children know the rhyme. The actions should help them remember the lines.  Ask some children who are confident saying the poem See My Rocket to perform the poem, with your help, in front of the rest of the class. Then display the poem and click on ‘rhyming words’. This will highlight all the rhyming words. Discuss each pair of rhyming words, adding to the pair if possible. Brainstorm several other words that rhyme with ground.
	Carpet Session 4: CLL   CT/HLTA
Obj: Attempt writing for different purposes, using features of different forms such as lists, stories and instructions. Use their phonic knowledge to write simple regular words.
Re-read Whatever Next? by Jill Murphy. Read up to the part where

Baby Bear gets into the box to take off. Discuss what Baby Bear takes with him, and make a list of all the things: teddy, honey, tin of beans, etc. Write the list vertically, demonstrating how we can write each thing that Baby Bear takes in a list.

Encourage children to suggest the initial sound in a word, to help you write it. They can also suggest the last sound. Can they hear any of the sounds in between?

AIA: Show the chn the space pictures and talk about what can be seen. Discuss colours, stars, planets and rockets. Work with the chn to create the gloopy paint and talk about how the paint behaves. How is this different to our usual paint? Provide time for the chn to feel the paint and use their senses as appropriate to talk about the texture. Invite chn to use their imagination to create large scale space painting using their hands as tools. (C5)
	Physical Development –

Rocket to the Moon: Use the PE apparatus to make a rocket/space craft. Chn help decide where to arrange benches, mats, play tunnels, ladders, movement tables, etc into a super space craft. Small groups of space explorers climb into their space craft and move around from area to area carefully climbing over and under the equipment. They help each other through the obstacles faced as they move around the spaceship. (PD1)
Rush to the ship! Imagine that we are all in space. We are going for a bounce around in space and then have to get back to our ships before the air in our space suit tanks runs out!  Either place 7 large circles of paper around the floor or draw 7 circles of chalk. Each of these is a rocket and it holds 3 crew members.  Play space music. When the music ends, chn have to get back to a rocket. Anyone not in a rocket has run out of air and has to sit on the side until the next game. After each go, remove one ship.  (PD1, 2, 4)

Introduction to space PLC using a variety of texts and poems, focusing particularly on rocket travel to the moon. Using two poems as a starting point, chn compare The Owl and the Astronaut with Owl and Pussycat. The idea of travel into space is introduced and discussed – what is space like? Discuss owl’s dreams and chn write what they might dream of in space. (L4, 5)

Discuss journeys into space. What is in space? Planets, suns, moons. What does it feel like to be in space? No air, no water, no gravity. Why do we want to travel into space? Very briefly review where people have sent rockets and probes in space – which planets. (K8, 9)

Obj:  Support / develop children’s individual reading.

Listen to the opening soundtrack of 2001 A Space Odyssey or Holst’s The Planets suite. Ask chn to talk about what it makes them think of. How would they move to the music? If they were going on a trip to the moon, how would they start off – quickly or slowly? How would they move when they were on the moon?
