	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj:

Warm Up: Sit chn in a circle. Count round the circle, chn raise their arms as you do in a Mexican wave, then count back again. (1’s, 2’s 10’s)
Practise ordinal numbers by singing The 12 days of Christmas
Main Teaching Session:

Show 2 Christmas trees on IWB and dispaly 5 baubles under the trees. Explain, Chrissy the Christmas Elf is going to split these 5 baubles onto the trees. She might put 4 baubles on one tree and 1 on the other. 
 Record 4 and 1 = 5. 4 and 1 makes 5. Decide whether app to introduce abstract symbols. Stick the baubles onto the 2 treees. How else might she do this? Take different ideas and ask chn to move the baubles onto the trees as appropriate. Record the additions for each.
	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj:

Warm Up: Use the 1-100 grid to support counting to 100. Choose a child to identify a multiple of 10 where we start the count. Stress the 5s by waving hands. 

Practise ordinal numbers by singing The 12 days of Christmas
Main Teaching Session: 
Chn work in talking pairs. Ask each pair to show you 5 fingers altogether, so for example one child might show 4 and the other might show 1. Now ask them to do this in a different way. Rpt. Write 5 + 0 = 5, 4 + 1 = 5… 0 + 5 = 5 on cards and bring chn out in pairs to match each card. Point out chn who show 4 and 1 and 1 and 4 have the same nos. but in a different order.

Obj:

Warm Up: Play finger aerobics. Shuffle a pack of 1-10 cards. Chn put their hands behind their backs. Show a card, chn quickly bring out hands and show that number of fingers. Inc questions relating to 1 more/ 1 less.
Practise ordinal numbers by singing The 12 days of Christmas
Main Teaching Session:

Show 5 pegs on a coat hanger. Partition into 4 and 1. Turn the coat hanger round to show that 4 and 1 makes 5 and so does 1 and 4. Write the matching addition. Rpt for 2 and 3. Chn close their eyes whilst you hide 1, 2, 3 or 4 pegs with a cloth. Chn open their eyes. Show me 5 fingers. Now show me how many pegs you can see on the coat hanger. How many fingers are folded down? That's how many are hiding! Remove the cloth to check. Rpt hiding other nos. of pegs.
	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj:

Warm Up: Shuffle a set of 1-10 cards. Show one. Chn say the next number and then carry on counting until you say stop. Rpt counting on from other nos.  
Main Teaching Session: Sing songs 5 mince pies in a bakers shop. Give each child a real coin, incl. all denominations. Hold up a copper coin and ask chn who have a coin of the same colour to hold it up. Look at the number on your coin. These are one penny and two pence coins. Rpt for silver coins. Discuss the numbers on them. Do you think you will be able to buy more with a copper coin or a silver coin? Why? All the copper & silver colour coins are pence. We use them to buy cheaper things like a piece of fruit, yoghurt, chocolate bar, crisps and tins of food. Hold up a gold coloured coin. Chn do likewise. These are £1 and £2 coins; we use pounds to buy more expensive things. Also show a £5, £10 and £20 note, discuss these and suggest items that these could be used to buy to give chn a sense of the value of each note.

Obj:

Explain that you are going to tell the chn a story that is special for Christians which comes from the bible. Show them the bible and explain that it should be handled carefully. Explain that you are going to tell them the story of the very first Christmas when a special baby was born. Can anyone tell me what this baby’s name was? What do we know about the story so far? Tell the story of the Nativity using the story props/ costumes.  Explain to the chn that it is because of Jesus’ birth that we celebrate Christmas to remember his birthday. How do you celebrate your birthday? 

Explain that Dec 25th is not the actual date of Jesus’ birthday as nobody is really sure when it was (approx 2000 years ago) – opp to discuss past/ present. In some countries Christmas is celebrated in January. Show  PPT Christmas Around the World.

Obj:

Re-read/ re-tell The Christmas Story using an alternative version or/ watch It’s a Boy Discuss why we give each other presents at Christmas – to celebrate Jesus’s birth, to have a festival in winter which ‘lightens’ the dark days and gives us something to look forward to, to show our families how much we care, to make people happy, etc.  Point out that it is not the amount of money that a present costs which makes it a ‘good’ present. It is whether it is something that a person really wants, and whether it is given with love.

	Carpet Session 5:
What is Christmas about? Tell story of Christmas using Interactive/ picture book account.. Explain that we celebrate the birth of Jesus by giving things to those we really love. Talk about GIVING presents. What makes a good present? Something the person wants or needs – not necessarily something we want or like! Ask chn to share their own experiences of celebrating Christmas.

Write ‘Dear Father Christmas’ on the f/c.  Discuss with chn why we write to him. Model writing the next sentence. ‘For Christmas I would really like…’ Stress that ‘I’ is written with a capital letter.
	Carpet Session 6: Discuss time leading up to Christmas. Who has an Advent calendar?  Talk about how this prepares us for & helps us remember true meaning of Christmas. Talk about other ways Advent is celebrated, e.g. lighting candles. Show a clock & a calendar. Talk about time. How many days to Christmas? How many days in a week? How many weeks until Christmas? How do we keep track of the date throughout the year? Explore examples of different calendars/ diaries and talk about their purpose.
