	Carpet session 2: PSRN  CT/HLTA

Obj: Recite no names in order, continuing count forwards & backwards. Count in tens.
Warm Up: Ask chn to count from 0 to 20 then back. Show chn 200 grid. Ask them to count beyond 20 as you point out the no’s. Repeat counting forwards and backwards in 10’s to 100. EXT Y1: Count in 10’s from any 2 digit no.
Obj: Use lang such as circle/ bigger to describe the shape and size of solids. Begin to name solids e.g. cube, cone, sphere & cylinder.
Main Teaching Session: Remind chn of 3D shape family. Hold up diff shapes and ask chn to name them. Show and read labels. Ask ind to match label to correct shape. Ask chn to sort all the cuboids. Explain that all of the other shapes are not cuboids. Repeat with other shapes – labelling groups as appropriate. 

Remind chn of the various properties of the shapes e.g. number of faces, straight/ curved sides, hollow/ solid shape. Ask chn to work with a LP. Explain that when you say the name/ describe a shape you want the chn to find and hold it up.

Ask chn to recall events in shared text through Q’s. Who can recall the names of the different fruits? What words were used to describe the colour and shape of the fruits in the story? 

Where was Handa going? How did Akeyo feel when Handa arrived? Why was Handa surprised? 

Re-read the story of Handa’s surprise with chn. Read each line for the children to echo back to enable Y1’s to become familiar with text.

Y1: Children create a fruit basket with the fruits they will carry in their shopping bag to their friend.  Write a list of the fruits using descriptive words.  EYFS HA: Children draw 3 fruits that will be used in their story and label with adjectives. EXT  – write the sentence Will she like …..?

Obj: Shows an understanding of the elements of stories, such as sequence of events & openings. Attempts writing for a variety of purposes, using features of different forms. 

WALT: I can write a story.
Remind the children that they are going to be writing their own version of Handa’s Surprise. Discuss the pattern and what happens – an animal steals a fruit.  Will she like ___ , ___ banana etc.  
Read Sophie’s surprise.  Model creating a story mountain and verbalise the story.

Discuss with the class how they can change parts of the story i.e. different fruits and animals, food left in basket, names of characters etc.
Model writing the beginning of a story using the frame and with help from children eg How should I start? Think the sentence, say the sentence, write the sentence.
