	1. Interact with others, negotiating plans and activities and taking turns in conversation.

2. Enjoy listening to and using spoken and written language, and readily turn to it in their play and learning.

16. Show an understanding of the elements of stories, such as main character, sequence of events, and openings, and how information can be found in non-fiction texts to answer questions about where, who, why and how.

17. Attempt writing for different purposes, using features of different forms such as lists, stories and instructions.

18. Write their own names and other things such as labels and captions and begin to form simple sentences, sometimes using punctuation.

19. Use a pencil and hold it effectively to form recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed.

What does Jambo mean?
	Focus Text for CLL: We all went on Safari: Laurie Krebs/ Bringing the Rain to Kapiti Plain: Verna Aardema and Hidden Hippo: Joan Gannij
· Read and share the focus texts to develop chn’s understanding of reading, sequencing and writing own stories through using texts which are built on simple repetitive and patterned text. (L3, 5, 7, 13, 16, 17, 18)
· Ask developmentally-appropriate poster-related questions to encourage listening, observation and extension of vocabulary, for example, ‘Can you name the animals you can see in this country? It is called Australia’, ‘What is an ocean?, Can you name some creatures that might live in one?’. Introduce the word ‘map’ and discuss the children’s experiences of maps. What information does this map give us? Point to the words on the map as you read them aloud, encouraging the children to sound out regular words such as ‘Africa’ and ‘America’. (L1, 3, 5)

What animals would we see on Safari?
	Focus Text for CLL: We’re Going on A lion Hunt/ Visual texts: Lion King/ Madagascar.

· Share focus text and use the repetitive patterns in the language to help chn read and write own versions of the text. Talk for writing: Which animal would we hunt for?  (L1, 4, 13, 16)

· Display the ‘On Safari poster’ on the IWB. Invite children to think of appropriate words related to the movement and appearance of the elephants, for example, ‘stampeding’, ‘plodding’, ‘heavy’, ‘huge flapping ears’, ‘tiny eyes’. Do the same with the tiger. Contrast the appearance of the fierce tiger with the calm zebras. Ask children to describe how they might feel if they came face to face with these animals on safari. Make up a story together about the poster images, for example, travelling by jeep to visit the Maasai tribe, spotting elephants and zebras on the way, and returning in a hot-air balloon. Arrange laminated image cards in order to help recall the story events. (L1, 2, 5, 8)
· Take to the road: Show children pictures of people on safari. Talk about their clothes and the type of vehicles they travel in. Explain that a safari is a journey to spot and photograph wild animals, such as lions and elephants. Traditionally, they take place in Africa but explain that people also go on wildlife safaris in India or the Amazon. Explain that they can work in groups outside to play ‘Going on safari’. They will need to make themselves a safari vehicle to travel in and wear special clothes as camouflage so that they don’t scare the animals. Make boxes, blocks and chairs available for this. Remind them to take their cameras and binoculars! Model playing different roles (driver, guide and passengers), place toy animals around the area and hand out animal books for spotting! (L7)
· Share books about African animals with the children, then invite them to create a miniature African landscape. Discuss different features, such as a rainforest, savannah, desert and jungle, and decide how these could be recreated using the available resources. Encourage the children to supplement resources with their own ideas. When the children have created their landscape, introduce the African animals, naming them one by one. Recap on previous PLC exploring camouflage. Give each child a copy of the Who’s hiding?’ activity cards. Ask them to find and identify the hidden animals. (L5, links with PS8 and K9)
· Find out about wild animals and make your own group book. Share some pictures and books about wild animals and encourage children to describe the animals that they see. Write up some of their describing words on a flip chart or board. Ask each child to pick an animal (each child needs to choose a different one) then think of one or two words to describe it, such as ‘tall giraffe’, ‘fat, grey hippo’ or ‘slithery, scaly snake’. Invite children to paint or draw their chosen animal and encourage them to write the caption for it underneath or scribe, as appropriate. Compile the children’s pictures into a group big book to enjoy. MA: Encourage children to write longer captions for their animals, such as: ‘The slithery, scaly snake lives in the bushes’. (L18)

 ‘I spy… on safari’, Activity Sheet 7 ; pictures of safari Jeeps; khaki coloured or camouflage patterned clothes and hats; toy cameras and binoculars; animal identification books; cardboard boxes; wooden blocks; chairs; toy steering wheel; toy animals.

Tuff spot or builder’s tray; leaves; dry grass; sand; twigs; small-world African animals; books about African wildlife, such as African Animals ABC by Philippa Alys-Browne (Barefoot Beginner) and Kidogo by Anik McGory (Bloomsbury).

Books, posters and other sources (such as CD-ROMs and the internet) that show wild animals; materials to make a large book – paper, card, staples; paints and brushes or colouring materials.


	Observation and assessment

Look, listen and note
Listen to the children’s talk as they play. Are they able to pretend an object is something else, a plastic plate as a steering wheel, for example? Do they reflect upon their experiences, ideas and feelings?

Next steps
Make your own animal identification cards by printing pictures of safari animals onto card and laminating them.

Look, listen and note
Do children make use of their phonic knowledge as they write their captions? Can they use words other than colour words to describe the animals?

Next steps
Play circle games that encourage children to use descriptive language. For example, pass round a bag of objects and invite each child to pull out an object, say its name and use a word to describe it, such as ‘shiny coin’ or ‘soft toy’.

What clothes do they wear?
	Focus Text for CLL: Non fiction books about houses and homes.
· Read and share the focus texts to develop chn’s understanding of the features of non- fiction and creating own examples of non fiction texts through writing labels and captions to match photographs and diagrams. (L3, 5, 7, 13, 16, 17, 18)
· Help chn to complete the sentence ‘My home is...’ Write the sentences on strips of card and display them with the children’s paintings of homes (See CD MTP). (L11, 18, 19)
· Make a group big book of The House that Jack Built in the shape of a house. Encourage children to provide the illustrations and to write their own names for the cover. Look at features on a real book such as the author, illustrator, information on the back cover and bar code. As a group, ensure that all these features appear on your book. (L3, 4, 18)
·  Start collecting words for a display on Houses and Homes Around the World. Enc chn to think of the initial and final sounds of the words, and to help with writing them. Display the words with the collection of pictures of different types of homes. (L5, 9, 18)

Would food would we eat on our African adventure?
	Focus Text for CLL: Handa’s Surpise/ Handa’s Hen
· Read and share the focus texts to develop chn’s understanding of reading, sequencing and writing own stories through using texts which are built on simple repetitive and patterned text. (L3, 5, 7, 13, 16, 17, 18)
· Explore real examples of the fruits from Handa’s basket and read the descriptions of them, for example, ‘spiky-leaved pineapple’. Discuss what these words mean, how they sound and what they tell us about the fruit. Invite the children to make up their own descriptions. Use the descriptive cards associated with this activity (‘Fruit descriptive words’) and arrange them beside the appropriate fruits for others to read. (L5, 17, 18)

· Set up an African fruit and veg market stall in the home corner area. Chn should take turns to be the customers and the shopkeeper. Involve the chn in creating notices and playing in role using money, opening times, shopping lists etc. (L2, 7)

· Involve chn in responding to discussions about their favourite fruit. Enc. them to draw their favourite fruit and write ttheir own sentences  I like…… because……….. Use writing to create a class book and enc chn too read each other’s work in the reading area. (L18)
