	Early Learning Goal


	Children listen attentively in a range of situations. They listen to stories, accurately anticipating key events and respond to what they hear with relevant comments, questions or actions. They give their attention to what others say and respond appropriately, while engaged in another activity.


	Children follow instructions involving several ideas or actions. They answer ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions about their experiences and in response to stories or events.
	Children express themselves effectively, showing awareness of listeners’ needs. They use past, present and future forms accurately when talking about events that have happened or are to happen in the future. They develop their own narratives and explanations by connecting ideas or events.
	Children read and understand simple sentences. They use phonic knowledge to decode regular words and read them aloud accurately. They also read some common irregular words. They demonstrate understanding when talking with others about what they have read.

	Children use their phonic knowledge to write words in ways which match their spoken sounds. They also write some irregular common words. They write simple sentences which can be read by themselves and others. Some words are spelt correctly and others are phonetically plausible.

	Resources/ Links:

	· Collaboratively create a dinosaur archaeological thematic role play area in the classroom and enjoy using it as they undertake and negotiate a variety of roles and experiences. Plan a trip to the dinosaur valley - What will you take? What will the weather be like? Where will you stay? Map making. Dinosaur Adventure: Listen to sounds, look at pictures etc, go through nature walk to imagine we are searching for dinosaurs. Write sentences to describe the journey. (LA30-50a links with PSED MR30-50c,d; 40-60a; ELGi, ii; S40-60b)

Which animal am I? Where do I live?


	Focus Text for CLL: I love Animals - Flora McDonnell, Dear Zoo – Rod Campbell
Continuous Enhanced Provision:

· Retelling stories, language development through role-play and small world play, recognising rhyming words, 

· Sequencing Stories using props, pictures, puppets

· Writing speech bubbles for characters – writing in different genres: letters, menus, diaries, captions

· To listen to stories with sustained concentration and be able to recite repetitive phrases.  

· To be able to identify the main characters and setting for stories.

· Read and share the focus text to develop children’s understanding of reading, ordering and writing simple sentences. Through simple focused text, chn explore pets and describe animals. They find their favourite animals and make their own version of the book. (LA30-50a; ELGi, ii; R30-50d, p; 40-60e; 40-60h, I; ELGiii links with PD MH40-60k)
· Start an animal/dinosaur alphabet that can be added to as the PLC progresses. On large sheets of paper write each letter of the alphabet in lower case. Invite chn to suggest animals that begin with each letter and to choose one of the animals/dinosaurs suggested as an animal that they would like to find out more about. Use session to generate questions which the chn would like answering and as a focus for their research. Chn to draw a picture and write a label/ caption of their choice for their chosen research animal. (LA40-60a; ELGi, ii, iii; R40-60d; W40-60f, h, i)
· Share focus text to generate discussion and writing on pets & animals. Chn focus on reading & writing animal names and recognising initial sounds. Chn develop their understanding of graphemes through exploring alphabetical order. They use the text as a stimulus for writing a group letter to the zoo – asking for a pet and for making their own lift-the-flap concertina books. (LA30-50a; ELGi, ii; R30-50d; links with PD MH40-60k)
· Use cardboard boxes to make an interactive display of soft toy animals. Help chn to write a caption for their toy to explain what it is. Stick the captions the chn have written onto door flaps and enc. different chn to read the captions and make predictions about which animals are inside. (LA30-50a links with PSED MR30-50c & SCSA30-50e; ELGii; W40-60h, I; ELGiii)
· Dinosaur Diary: Talk to the children about the imaginary dinosaur expedition. (See UtW)  What did they enjoy most?  Explain that we are going to make a diary of the expedition.  Talk about the sequence of events such as packing, setting off, spotting the first dinosaur, eating, setting up camp and coming home.  Ask children to draw pictures of what happened during the expedition and write a caption to go with the picture.  Compile pictures and captions into a group diary. (S40—60b, d; W40-60h, i; ELGiii)

Continuous Enhanced Provision:

· Retelling stories, language development through role-play and small world play, recognising rhyming words, 

· Sequencing Stories using props, pictures, puppets

· Writing speech bubbles for characters – writing in different genres: letters, menus, diaries, captions

· To listen to stories with sustained concentration and be able to recite repetitive phrases.  

· To be able to identify the main characters and setting for stories.

· Naming a variety of dinosaurs: Give each child a board and space the sets of cards on the table, face down. Explain that they are going to take it in turns to turn a card over and see if the dinosaur on the card matches any of those on the board in front of them. Each time they find a matching picture they place it on their board over the picture. The first child to find all their pictures says ‘lotto’. As children turn over each card, encourage them to try and name the dinosaur and describe it, for example ‘It has a long neck’, ‘It has spikes on its back’ or ‘It is tall/short’. LA: Ask leading questions about the different types of dinosaurs. HA: Encourage children to ask questions about the types of dinosaurs on their boards to extend their knowledge. They could play a game of snap with the picture cards. MA: Look at pictures of different dinosaurs and make simple comparisons. (U30-50c; ELGi, ii; S40-60a; ELGii)
· Sing new dinosaur songs together: Invite children to a quiet corner or carpet area to sing some new songs and rhymes (from the ‘Dinosaur rhyme time’ activity sheet). Introduce the rhyme or song by saying it first and then ask them to join in with you. Repeat the songs and rhymes so that the children get used to them and enjoy joining in. LA: Help the children to gain confidence by inviting them to dance and sing with an older child or adult helper. HA: Invite children to sing their own songs to a small group of children. MA: Encourage the children to sing joyfully and provide CDs and tapes of favourite rhymes and songs for children to listen to. (R30-50d, e; LA ELGi; W40-60h)
	Download and copy ‘Dinosaur lotto’ Activity sheet 3, one for each pair of children, which have been cut in half to provide two boards; copies of the sheets pasted onto card and cut up to match the boards.
Download the ‘Dinosaur rhyme time’ Activity sheet 8.


	Look, listen and note
Observe whether children are able to speak clearly and confidently and show awareness of the listener.

Next steps
Make time for children to discuss shared experiences and talk to each other. Ask them to think of questions that they could ask each other about dinosaurs to find out more.

Look, listen and note
Observe children’s responses to rhymes and songs. Do they enjoy listening to them? Do they try to join in with them? Do they show an interest?

Next steps
Encourage an interest in musical instruments by introducing them and getting some children to play them as others sing the songs and rhymes.

Why do animals have patterns? Why do some animals change colour?


	Focus Text for CLL: Mixed Up Chameleon: Eric Carle and Rumble in the Jungle - Giles Andreae
Continuous Enhanced Provision:

· Retelling stories, language development through role-play and small world play, recognising rhyming words, 

· Sequencing Stories using props, pictures, puppets

· Writing speech bubbles for characters – writing in different genres: letters, menus, diaries, captions

· To listen to stories with sustained concentration and be able to recite repetitive phrases.  

· To be able to identify the main characters and setting for stories.

· Share focus texts to generate oral work, including sequencing and retelling the story. Discuss why the chameleon changed colour at the start of the book and talk about why some animals are camouflaged. Encourage chn to look closely at the pictures to identify the various animals and use to revise reading and writing animal names, focusing on initial sounds. They write descriptive phrases for animals and do work on a traditional rhyme. (LA30-50a, ELGi, ii; R30-50d; ELGi, ii, iii, iiii; S40-60d; ELGi, iii)
· Read poems from Rumble in the Jungle. Which are the chn’s favourite poems? Re-read poems missing out the animal. Can the chn guess the animal from the description? (A40-60a; ELGii; R30-50d; ELGi, ii, iii, iiii
· Use animal print visual and poster cards for work on description. Create simple word cards to describe the skins and patterns on the cards, for example, ‘soft’, ‘fur’, ‘spot’, ‘bumpy’. Challenge more able readers with words such as ‘rough’‘tough’, ‘wrinkled’. Spread the poster cards on the carpet and encourage children to read the word cards and arrange them next to the relevant image. (S40-60a; W40-60h; ElGi)
· Invite children to think of a word starting with ‘s’ to describe each poster image, for example, ‘stone’, ‘stripes’, ‘soft’, ‘spotty’, ‘scales’. Make up sentences together using these words, for example, ‘An elephant’s skin looks like a stone’. (S40-60a, d; W40-60g, h; ELGi, ii, iiii)

	Focus Text for CLL: We’re Going on  a Bear Hunt by Michael Rosen
Continuous Enhanced Provision:

· Retelling stories, language development through role-play and small world play, recognising rhyming words, 

· Sequencing Stories using props, pictures, puppets

· Writing speech bubbles for characters – writing in different genres: letters, menus, diaries, captions

· To listen to stories with sustained concentration and be able to recite repetitive phrases.  

· To be able to identify the main characters and setting for stories.

· Share focus texts and use the repetitive patterns in the language to help chn read and write their own versions of the texts. Talk for writing: Which animal’dinosaur would we hunt for? Take the chn on a walk around the school environment to look at, collect and observe a variety of minibeasts. Talk about where the minibeasts lived and use the repetitive patterns from the shared texts to write group and own stories beginning with ‘We’re going on a minibeast hunt. Under a log we found ….’ Continue with details of all places where the chn looked and the types of creatures that were found. (LA30-50a; ELGi, ii;  links with PSED MR30-50c, d; 40-60a; ELGi, ii; R3050d, f, h, in n; 40-60h; ELGiii)
· Baby Animal Book – Look at a variety of fiction and non-fiction books about baby animals e.g. Spot, Can’t you Sleep Little Bear and Whose Baby? I don’t want to go to bed/ Little Tiger’s Big Surprise by Julie Sykes. Through questioning and discussion, help chn to notice how the young animals were looked after by their parents. How is this similar/ different to humans?  .  Make a book about baby animals using a repeated phrase e.g. A baby cow is called a calf etc.  Baby animal pictures to be on velcro so that they can be placed throughout the book. Leave book on display for children to look at and read the repeated phrases independently.  (LA30-50a; ELGi, ii; R30-50d, f, h, i; ELGiiii)
· Pet Instructions – Children to write a set of instructions on how to look after a pet such as a dog, cat, rabbit, hamster etc. (R30-50f, I, n; 40-6h; ELGi, ii, iii, iiii; W40-60h, i)
