	Early Learning Goal


	Children sing songs, make music and dance, and experiment with ways of changing them. They safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.
	Children use what they have learnt about media and materials in original ways, thinking about uses and purposes. They represent their own ideas, thoughts and feelings through design and technology, art, music, dance, role play and stories.

	Resources/ Links:

	· Involve the chn in setting up and resourcing the themes role play area - Dinosaur Archaeological Exploration: Play alongside children who are engaged in the same theme. Talk about personal intentions, describing what they are trying to do. Go into role as expedition leader.  Check everyone has got their pretend backpacks and discuss with children what they decided to bring along.  Talk about different roles such as leader, cook, first aider, photographer, map reader, diary keeper or lookout.  Explain to children they will need to follow slowly pushing aside the plants and creepers.  Encourage them to look around and keep quiet for dinosaur sounds (use recording)  Help children to tick off the ceatures on their lists.  Set up camp, cook food, sing songs and go to sleep.  (BI4060b; ElGi, ii)
· Jurassic Park & Walking through the Jungle – Small world play scene where children interact with a dinosaur and Jungle world.  Begin with a story such as, Rumble in the Jungle etc.  See 50 ways to use a Builders Tray – p4.
· Split pin jungle characters – moving monkeys, lizards and snakes.  Create maps using different colours for jungle, water and desert.

Which animal am I? Where do I live?


	Music:

· WALT: Add music to a story and learn a new song. Read the story of ’We’re Going on a Bear Hunt; Discuss where and how we could add music when we tell the story.  Children choose instruments to demonstrate ideas.  Choose some ideas.  Re-read story with sound effects. Teach song Animal Fair from Sing Up 1 or 2 lines at a time.  Sing through as a class.  Record. Playback. (BI30-50b, c, d;  ELGii; EMM30-50b,f; 40-60a, b; ELGii)
Being Imaginative/ Exploring an Using Media ad Materials:

· Chn to be encouraged to use books, photographs or plastic animals to make observational drawings and paintings concentrating on what they see and trying to put it down on paper. Children to be exposed to a wide range of resources in which to sketch their picture. (BI30-50j; 40-60a, c, d, e; ELGi; EMM ELGii)
· Dinosaur masks – AIA: Photocopy the mask activity sheet and invite children to make a textured collage dinosaur mask by cutting out the basic shape first. Look at the colours of material available and feel the different textures. Ask questions such as, ‘Which colour would you like to make your dinosaur?’ ‘Which fabric is rough like the skin of a dinosaur?’ and ‘Which material colours remind you of different types of dinosaurs?’ Show how to manipulate the materials to get different effects, for example scrunching, quilling and fraying. Once it is finished, attach elastic through a hole in each side so the children can wear the mask in the role-play corner or outside. LA: Help children to cut the material. HA: Encourage children to make a 3D collage effect, creating raised or padded parts on their masks for noses, horns or eyes. MA: Help children to explore their sense of touch by feeling and comparing a range of materials.  (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
· Alternatively chn use two paper plates to make a Stegosaurus mask (see resources). Allow chn to cut/stick independently. Shapes should be photocopied onto coloured paper allowing chn to focus on cutting skills or onto white paper allowing chn to be creative and choose their own colours. Keep the masks in a safe place for chn to use in role play. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
· Create a dinosaur land in small world play – AIA: Invite children to a table and explain that they are going to fill the tray to make it into a dinosaur land to use with the plastic dinosaurs. Take children outdoors to find different things that they could use in the tray. Fill up some containers with shingle/stones, mud, grass/turf, twigs and leaves. Once they have collected a selection of natural materials, come back inside and ask them to create a mini dinosaur land in the tray using the materials they have found. Ask them to think about where dinosaurs lived. Was it muddy? Was there grass? How did they drink water? Were there any trees? Encourage them to create an exciting miniature world for their plastic dinosaurs. LA: Help children when thinking about what natural materials would be useful in the tray. HA: Make small trees to add to the dinosaur land. Support children in expressing their opinions and introduce language such as ‘like’, ‘dislike’, ‘prefer’ and ‘disagree’. MA: Help children to design and create a dinosaur land using their own ideas or developing the ideas of others.  (BI ELGii; EMM ELGii) See also Little book of small world play pp 6

Download ‘Dinosaur mask’ Activity sheet 4 elastic; felt-tipped pens; material (felt, cotton sheets, leather pieces), tissue paper.

A large tray; natural materials from outdoors, for example, turf, mud, sand, pebbles, pine cones, leaves, twigs and sticks, shingle; scissors; reuseable adhesive; sticky tape.


	Can pupils: suggest suitable instruments for sound effects?  Justify choices?  Join in when learning a new song?

Look, listen and note
Observe whether children are able to select appropriate materials for their mask. Note whether they are able to use scissors and other tools correctly with good control.

Next steps
Provide a variety of different textured materials and dinosaur templates for children to experiment with during free play. Put up the children’s work around the setting or create a dinosaur display.

Look, listen and note
Provide appropriate materials and extend children’s thinking through involvement in their play. Note what materials the children use and the effects they can create with them. Do they get involved with their peers? Do they suggest ideas and share them with their peers? Do they use suitable tools to create things?
Next steps
Provide and organise resources and materials from the natural environment more regularly so that children can make their own choices to express their ideas further in art and craft activities. Further support children in expressing their opinions and introduce language such as ‘like’, ‘dislike’, ‘prefer’ and ‘disagree’.

Which animals lived on Earth a long time ago?
	Music:

· WALT: Explore sounds of animals using instruments. As a whole class, Using Rumble in the Jungle, create a list of animals that appear in the book with the sounds they make, or sounds that can represent them.  Discuss which animal can be represented by high / low sounds.  Introduce PITCH – i.e. high / low sounds.  Children choose instruments that could represent high / low animal sounds.  Which instruments give best most appropriate sounds? (timbre / volume) (BI30-50b, c, d;  ELGii; EMM30-50b,f; 40-60a, b; ELGii)

· Dinosaur music: Show chn some percussion instruments. Chn take turns to play them & listen to diff sounds (loud, soft, fast, slow, light, heavy). Discuss how the same instrument can make diff sounds (small light taps, firm bang). Chn work in groups with only one instrument & take turns to make a diff sound on the instrument. Chn create music to represent movements of diff dinosaurs. Record the compositions of each group as they could be used later. (EMM ELGi; BI ELGii)
Being Imaginative/ Exploring an Using Media ad Materials:
· Paper-plate dinosaur: AIA- Invite children to design and make a paper-plate dinosaur. Encourage them to look at different pictures of dinosaurs and decide which one they would like to design. Show how to cut a paper plate in half and use one part of it as the dinosaur’s body. If they want to make a fat dinosaur, leave the plate whole. Next ask them to draw body parts such as tail, legs, feet and head onto the strips of paper. Once they have drawn the features, cut them out and attach them to the paper plate where they think they should go. While children are drawing, encourage them to look at their chosen dinosaur picture and talk about features such as its long neck or tail, the spikes on its back or horn on its head. LA: Help children to secure the features to their plate dinosaur.  MA: Draw simple shapes on to cardboard to represent parts of a dinosaur.  HA: Encourage children to add extra features like spikes on its back or a horn on its head. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii; links with PD MH40-60g; ELGii)
· Design and make fossils from clay: AIA: Look at the photographs and fossils together and allow time for each child to select a picture or fossil that they would like to represent in clay. Introduce the various tools and model how they can be used. Give the children some clay and encourage them to spend time trying out the tools and techniques at first. Model manipulating the clay to create flat shapes so they can make a fossil shape in the middle using their tools. Encourage children to talk as they work about what they see in their chosen picture or fossil and about how they are creating the shapes, textures and patterns they need. LA: Work with individual children where necessary, giving extra help where fine motor or physical skills are not strong. Simplify language and questioning. HA: Encourage more independent working and problem solving. Challenge children to evaluate and refine their fossils as they work and to represent greater detail. MA: Look at photographs of different types of fossils with children. Say the names of different fossils and discuss where they might have been found. (EMM40-60f, h, j; Egii)
· Making dinosaur head: Chn make a BIG T.rex head to hang from the ceiling. Show some T.rex pictures (see resources). Sort recyclable materials into groups for diff parts of the head (jaws, teeth, scales, etc). Identify materials and make a plan to refer to. Use papier mâché techniques, collage materials, paints, etc to make him look fierce and realistic. Take photos at diff stages. Display work. (EMM ELGii; BI ELGi)
· Dinosaur glove puppet: Using the sheet provided (see resources) chn make a steg-oh-sock-a-saurus glove puppet using an old sock.  With help from an adult they sew on old buttons for eyes and stick on Stegosaurus plates.  In pairs or threes chn make up their own dinosaur stories and put on a short puppet show for the rest of the class. (EMM ELGii; BI ELGii)

	Percussion and instruments made by chn

Green paper plates; strips of green card or paper; scissors; glue.

Clay modelling tools; clay; pictures of fossils or real fossils.


	Can pupils: say whether an animal would be represented by a high or a low sound?  Choose suitable instruments?  Justify choices?  Say which instruments are the most appropriate?  
Look, listen and note
Observe the way in which children use tools to construct, how they handle them and if they have a controlled and steady hand. Listen to their ideas about features they are going to add to their dinosaur.

Next steps
Provide a range of left-handed tools, especially scissors, to support those children who need them. Offer children a variety of tools to help them explore and steady their hand and eye co-ordination. Make a variety of materials available, so the children can achieve their desired effects.

Look, listen and note
Teach children how to cut and join clay, and demonstrate finishing techniques. How do the children use the tools? At the end of the activity, ask children to recall and talk about the process. Can they do this independently?

Provide the clay tools on a subsequent occasion for children to use independently with clay or dough. Have the children mastered their use?

Next steps
Provide opportunities for children to practise skills, such as handling tools, and give them time to plan their own simple project to design and make different animals using modelling clay or dough and the tools.

Why do animals have patterns? Why do some animals change colour?


	Music:

· WALT: Listen to music for animal representation. Show our ideas through movement. Children listen to Carnival of the Animals – Tortoise.  Children move around as the animal they think the music represents.  Justify decision.  Talk about tempo.  Compare with Wild Asses.  Repeat with The Swan.  How does the music make them feel? (BI30-50b, c, d;  ELGii; EMM30-50b,f; 40-60a, b; ELGii)

Being Imaginative/ Exploring an Using Media ad Materials:

· Show chn pictures of animals that have brightly coloured patterns. Explain that camouflage is not the only way animals protect themselves. Many animals use their bright colours and stinky smells, nasty taste and stings to keep them from harm. Explore the colours and patterns of a variety of butterflies and explain how they are all unique in their amazing markings. Chn draw an outline of a butterfly and print camouflage flowers and leaves for enhancing the jungle display and role play area. (EMM30-50j, k, l, m; 40-60g, h, I, j;ELGii; BI ELGi, ii)
· Look at pictures that show a variety of animal patterns such as the stripes of a zebra, or the spots of a leopard. Provide each child with a large pre-drawn template of a tiger, zebra, snake, leopard, cheetah, jaguar or giraffe. Use sponges, rollers and ready-mixed paints to produce the animal patterns. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)

· Display the poster cards in the creative area and invite children to try and recreate the patterns in three dimensions on sheets of A4 card, for example, creating elephant hide by spreading a mixture of grey paint, paste and sand over the card and marking it with a clay tool, or using wax resist methods to draw the pattern of a giraffe’s coat with a candle and then washing it with watery brown paint. Use wax crayons to create the same patterns in two dimensions. Discuss which method is more effective, 2D or 3D. Make masks by painting the appropriate animal skin patterns onto paper plates. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)

Which animals make good pets?


	Music:

· WALT: Listen to music for animal representation. Show our ideas through movement. Listen to Carnival of the Animals – Lion.  Children move in response to music.  Discuss which animal they think it might be.  Compare with Birds.  Repeat as with ‘lion’.  How does the music make them feel?  (BI30-50b, c, d;  ELGii; EMM30-50b,f; 40-60a, b; ELGii)

Being Imaginative/ Exploring an Using Media ad Materials:
· Children re-create a dinosaur habitat as a small group collaborative 3D version inside a cardboard box using collage/ media techniques developed throughout the PLC.  Recreate 3D structures of a dinosaur using construction, junk modelling and malleable materials. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii; BI40-60b; Eli, ii)
· Weaving for a dinosaur: Make a weaving card by cutting a piece of card/old birthday card along top & bottom edges in a zigzag. Wrap string around it in the dips of the zigzag & secure (see resources). Provide raffia, string &/or wool for chn to weave. Demonstrate to chn & discuss pattern: over, under, over, under, etc. When the weaving is finished, remove from the card. Either hang a tiny plastic dinosaur from it or attach a small colour dino pic to make a small hanging. Display chn’s weavings. (EMM ELGii; BI ELGii)

	Can pupils: move to music in appropriate way?  Say how music demonstrates loud / quiet?  Say how the music makes them feel?  




At home with parents:

· Design and make dinosaurs or fossils using modelling or salt dough.

· Use different tools to make the textures and mould the shapes of the fossil.

· Make a paper mache dinosaur over several days. Once dry, the children can paint it in small groups and add features such as spikes and horns.

· Use 3D recycled junk modelling materials to make a dinosaur.
