What does Jambo mean?
	· Explain the meaning of ‘ocean’ and use the poster to identify creatures that live there. Enc children to play with model sea creatures in a water tray, search for web images, or look in books such as Under the sea (Lift the Flap series, Usborne) to extend their knowledge. Show the children where they live on the poster and ask them to choose another country on the map. Join the two countries with string and talk about how they would travel between them. Repeat this process for other countries the chn have visitied/ heard of. Then explain that we are going to find out about Africa, ask chn to locate Africa on the map and discuss what types of transport we would need to use to travel to Africa. (K1, 9)
· Look again at map of Africa with savannah shaded. Point out that this is a MASSIVE area. It covers many countries & diff types of place – cities, towns, countryside with villages. We All Went on Safari shows us how to count in the language used across the African Savannah – Swahili. Although many people living in/around the savannah speak different languages in their own countries, they mostly all speak Swahili as well so that they can all talk together even when they come from different countries. · Read Jambo Means Hello by Muriel Feelings. Say the words, discuss what they mean. Look at the pictures as you go through the book. Discuss what they tell us about daily life in these parts of Africa. Look at pictures of what people are doing in Jambo Means Hello. Have 3 words written on cards – Hodi, Jambo and Karibu. Explain that, in these parts of Africa, when someone comes to your home, they call out ‘Hodi!’ & you reply ‘Karibu’ When you meet someone you know in the street, you say ‘Jambo’ & shake hands or hug them if you know them very well. What animals would we see on Safari?
	· Display the ‘On Safari poster’ on the IWB. Identify the two ways of safari travelling on the poster and discuss the merits and disadvantages of each. For example: a balloon would be quiet so that animals would not be disturbed, but the view might be obscured by trees, whereas a noisy jeep might frighten animals but could get closer. Have the same discussion about a walking or boating safari. Examine the jeep image and a model jeep and talk about why these vehicles are used for safaris, for example, they have open tops which offer clear views, four-wheel drive to negotiate rough terrain and camouflage colour. Make own models of jeeps including large scale example for role play area and large scale African animal models to enhance the role play area. (K4, 5, 6)
· Create own small-world safari park. Share books about wild animals. Where do the animals live? Are there trees, rivers, grass, bushes? If any children have been to a safari park, ask them to describe what they saw when they were there. Tell children that they can make their own safari park in the sand pit (or in a large tray or on a playmat). Provide animals, vehicles and a range of reclaimed materials and objects and let children design their own park. They can add to it over time, making boats and Jeeps out of reclaimed materials and adding twigs, leaves and so on. Encourage them to think about the environment they are creating. Is there enough for animals to eat/hide in/explore? Challenge children to make four kinds of habitats, such as desert, grassland, forest and lake. (K9)
· Cut out a small circle from each different animal picture showing just the pattern of the coat. Laminate the circles to make cards. Laminate the remaining images showing the whole animal. Put the patterned circles face down in one hoop and the animal cards face down in the other. Invite a child to turn over a circle and a card. Talk about the pattern. Does it match the coat of the animal on the large card? If it does, leave the cards upturned alongside one another, otherwise turn them back over. Take turns until all small cards have been matched with large cards. Recap on the importance of camouflage for these animals.(K3)

Two images each of different safari animals with distinctive coats, such as a lion, leopard, tiger, giraffe or elephant (use the ‘Animal patterns’ poster from PLC3),two hoops.

Do all African people live in mud huts?

What clothes do they wear?
	· Walk around local area looking at different types of houses. 2Count-house types using tally

from house survey. (See Maths MTP) Investigate building materials and make model homes – building with bricks and mortar. (K9, 10)
· Talk to the children about different types of homes. Use the pictures of different types of homes. Encourage children to think about why they are suitable for particular people or places. Help children to be aware of the materials from which the homes are made. (K3)

· Explain that some people have family members that live in other countries, and sometimes they have homes that are very different to our own. Share the pictures of the different types of homes from around the world. Help the children to compare and contrast the homes in the pictures with the ones that they are familiar with. Explain using visual sources that African homes vary from mud and dried straw baked huts in village communities to apartments and houses in large towns and cities. (K11)

·  Invite the children to make a model home of their choice, using all the materials that are available to them. Have a ‘show and tell’ session where the children can share the homes that they have made with the rest of the group. AIA: Show the children pictures of homes. Explain that they are going to make models of homes. Talk about the different types of homes that they might like to build. Invite children to look at the boxes and other materials and to select the items they feel would be useful. Help children to construct the homes.  If children want doors and windows cut out, ask them to draw the shapes before you do the cutting. When the homes have been constructed, encourage children to paint the outsides of their models, taking care to leave no gaps.  (K5, 6)
· Use large wax crayons and paper to make rubbings of safe, outside walls. Encourage children to use magnifiers to observe the different patterns made. Ask parents/carers to help their child to do a rubbing at home and bring it in to add to a display. (K3)

Would food would we eat on our African adventure?
	· Look at picture of an African market in Kenya – see weblinks. Talk about what we can see on sale here. Look back at picture of Savannah. What things will grow? Show some fruit/vegetables. What will people eat? Link to Swahili names for these. Ask chn to work in pairs or 3s to act out a scene of two friends meeting at the market, one inviting the other to visit, &then one visiting the other. In their scene chn buy something in the market using your fruit/veg, & they use the 3 words: Hodi, Jambo and Karibu.
· If possible, arrange a visit to a fruit and veg shop. Photograph the visit  and use the pictures to make a whole class book with simple sentences to match photographs.
· Let the chn feel, taste and smell a range of fruits. Can they name the fruit? What colour is it? What shape is it? Is  it juicy? Do we peel it before we eat it? does it  have pips or seeds? Cut the fruit in half and show the inside of the fruit. Use a magnifying glass/ digi blue to look more closely. Cut of small pieces for the chn to taste. Discuss what the fruits taste like and which one they like bests. As the fruit is cut, point out the seeds. Plant some and watch them grow.(K2, 3, 4, 7)

What might we do during the day?
	· Share the story, ‘One Child, one seed’ as a starting point for finding out about different African crops. Have a look at images of different crops grown by African farmers – do you recognise any? Show bananas and corn (maize) and name. Plant dry corn kernels in a jar with a screw lid – predict what they think may happen (K1, 2, 4)

· Thought shower all the things we use water for. Q – Do all countries have safe, clean water? Use www.guardian.co.uk/katine/virtualvillage to show the water situation there. Ask children to think what it must be like.  Tell the story of Napoga (Wateraid) who lives in Ghana and discuss what her life must be like. How does it compare to their lives? Q- is there anything we can do to help? Discuss the work of Wateraid www.wateraid.org and Oxfam http://www.oxfam.org.uk/education/resources/water_for_all/water/gettingstarted.htm
· Explore changes through cooking a variety of recipes using the fruits and vegatables explored e.g. banana/ plantain bread/cakes, mealie meal, butternut soup. (K3)

Reflection and presentation.

What festivals do African people celebrate?
	· Info about variety of African festivals: (K2/11) http://goafrica.about.com/od/africafestivalsandevents/African_Festivals_and_Events.htm 

· Learn about African beadwork and create colourful bead designs. Look at the images of beadwork together and talk about the colours, patterns and styles. Explain that the colours that the Maasai women use when making their jewellery have special significance. For example, the colour blue signifies the sky that gives water; green signifies the land that provides health through food and red can mean bravery, danger and unity. Provide a selection of beads and encourage children to explore them, sorting them according to colour, size, shape and material. What are the beads made of? Chn choose some beads with which to design a piece of jewellery of their own. Encourage them to think about what the colours and shapes mean to them and to choose beads and colours accordingly. (K1)
· Show children some pictures of African masks. Explain that traditional African masks are carved from wood alternatively, an African mask can be made from clay as a wall

decoration. Talk about the shapes and patterns on them and explain that masks are worn for many occasions in Africa, for example ceremonies, celebrations and parades. What do the children wear for special celebrations that they enjoy at home? Do they ever wear masks when playing? Tell the children that you would like to host an African festival and that they can make masks to wear. Let them choose which mask they would like to make from the templates provided and help them to cut out and colour or paint the masks. Fit the masks by punching holes at the sides and threading through elastic or string. Wear the masks as the chn participate in and learn some traditional Masai dances. (K5, 6, 11) Links with(PS12, 13)
· Discuss and show images/ videos of the following African Festivals: Kwanzaa, Timkat and 

Ku-omboka. Do they remind us of any festival that we celebrate? How are they similar/ different? Does anyone in the class celebrate any other festivals? (K11) Links with (PS5, 13, 14)

· TBA: Involve the chn in a variety of activities that will widen their understanding and experience of  what a festival/ carnival is and how these are celebrated in different areas of Africa. (PS1, 2, 5, 6, 13, 15) See also MTP for KUW/ CD/ PD/ CLL/ MD

Activities to include:

· Sending Kwanzaa cards, Preparing and creating traditional Kwanza recipes, Playing  traditional Kwanzaa games, Making up Rain dances, Exploring and making own bead work and African masks.
