What does Jambo mean?
	· RE SoW: Special People – see separate planning

· SEAL Sessions– see separate planning  Chn will participate in a SEAl session at least once a week. This may be in whole class situations or small groups. SEAL topic for this half term is ‘Good to be me’ 
· Explore the ‘Interactive My First World Map’ together, asking the children to point out countries that they have visited, or would like to visit. Encourage them to talk about their memories, or what they might do on an imaginary visit. Invite the children to take turns to look at the poster in pairs and make a list of a specific category of items, such as buildings, animals or environmental features. Encourage them to share their lists with the rest of the group.(PS2, 3, 6)

What animals would we see on Safari?
	· RE SoW: Special People – see separate planning

· SEAL Sessions– see separate planning. Chn will participate in a SEAl session at least once a week. This may be in whole class situations or small groups. SEAL topic for this half term is ‘Good to be me’ 
· Display the ‘On Safari poster’ on the IWB. Focus on the image of the hot-air balloon and discuss what the occupants might see from the basket. Ask children what they think it feels like to float in the air. Create a role-play balloon basket from a large cut-down cardboard box and provide binoculars, cameras and telescopes for an imaginary safari journey. Make comparisons between the appearance of the Maasai woman in the poster and photographs of familiar people in the children’s lives, for example, skin and hair colour, hairstyles, beards and moustaches, decoration such as hair ornaments, necklaces and earrings, spectacles, facial expressions. Discuss similarities and differences sensitively. (PS2, 5, 12, 13, 14)

· Use the On Safari circle time card: What will you pack? Tip the objects into a large box. Invite children to sit around the hoops and ask for their help with packing a bag for an African safari. Explain that one hoop is for objects you will be packing and the other is for objects you will not need. Take turns to choose something from the box and put it into the correct hoop. When the box is empty, remove it along with the unsuitable items and hoop. Pass the rucksack around, asking each child to put something from the remaining hoop into it. Talk about how each object will be used. (PS8, 12)
· Make African animal masks for a safari parade. Tell the children that you would like to have an African animal parade and that they can make masks to wear. Let them choose which mask they would like to make from the templates provided and help them to cut out and colour or paint the masks. Fit the masks by punching holes at the sides and threading through elastic or string. Hold an animal parade, moving like the animals to some African or safari music. (PS12, 13)

repellent, water bottle; unsuitable objects such as a scarf, flippers, dustpan.

African masks (if available); pictures of African masks (in books or online); download ‘Animal masks’ Activity sheet 4, which has been enlarged and copied onto card (enough for each child); scissors; colouring materials or paints; thin elastic or string; hole punch; African or safari music (such as The Rough Guide to African Music for Children).

Look, listen and note
Do the children make comments and show interest in discussions? Do they talk about the ways in which they celebrate and dress up?

Next steps
Talk about the ways in which the children celebrate with their own families. Do they dress up, have parties and so on?

	· RE SoW: Special People – see separate planning

· SEAL Sessions– see separate planning  Chn will participate in a SEAl session at least once a week. This may be in whole class situations or small groups. SEAL topic for this half term is ‘Good to be me’ 
· Look at pictures of homes including flats, houses, caravans, castles, tents, boats and igloos. Include examples of pictures depicting homes around the world, focusing particularly on the different countries in Africa. Talk about a home as a place where people feel comfortable and like to live. Encourage children to describe their own homes and to say why they like to live in them. (PS2, 5)

· Share the story of Miss Brick the Builders’ Baby by Allan Ahlberg (Puffin). Talk about how it would feel for someone to break the model you have made. Discuss the need to handle other people’s possessions sensitively and with care. (PS5, 9, 10)

Would food would we eat on our African adventure?
	· RE SoW: Special People – see separate planning

· SEAL Sessions– see separate planning  Chn will participate in a SEAl session at least once a week. This may be in whole class situations or small groups. SEAL topic for this half term is ‘Good to be me’ 
· Encourage children to take turns as they participate in this group game. Invite a small group of children to sit in a circle around the basket. Explain that it is Handa’s basket. Pass around the seven fruits one by one, naming them and talking about them, before putting them into the basket. Take turns to remove a fruit while the opposite child covers his/her eyes and then opens them to try to guess which fruit has disappeared. Return the fruit after each turn. Match the ‘Handa’s fruit’ circle-time to the fruit in the basket and use the key word prompts to further discussions. (PS2, 8)
	Basket and one of each of the fruits in the story – banana, guava, orange, mango, pineapple, avocado, passion fruit (substitute other tropical fruits if any of these are unavailable).

· SEAL Sessions– see separate planning  Chn will participate in a SEAl session at least once a week. This may be in whole class situations or small groups. SEAL topic for this half term is ‘Good to be me’ 
· Discuss and show images/ videos of the following African Festivals: Kwanzaa, Timkat and 

Ku-omboka. Do they remind us of any festival that we celebrate? How are they similar/ different? Does anyone in the class celebrate any other festivals?  (PS5, 13, 14)
· TBA: Involve the chn in a variety of activities that will widen their understanding and experience of  what a festival/ carnival is and how these are celebrated in different areas of Africa. (PS1, 2, 5, 6, 13, 15) See also MTP for KUW/ CD/ PD/ CLL/ MD

Activities to include:

· Sending Kwanzaa cards
· Preparing and creating traditional Kwanza recipes.

· Playing  traditional Kwanzaa games

· Making up Rain dances

· Exploring and making own bead work and African masks.
