	30-50 months:

	Early Learning Goal


	Children play co-operatively, taking turns with others. They take account of one another’s ideas about how to organise their activity. They show sensitivity to others’ needs and feelings, and form positive relationships with adults and other children.


	Children are confident to try new activities, and say why they like some activities more than others. They are confident to speak in a familiar group, will talk about their ideas, and will choose the resources they need for their chosen activities. They say when they do or don’t need help.


	Children talk about how they and others show feelings, talk about their own and others’ behaviour, and its consequences, and know that some behaviour is unacceptable. They work as part of a group or class, and understand and follow the rules. They adjust their behaviour to different situations, and take changes of routine in their stride.

Which animal am I? Where do I live?


	· RE SoW: Special Places - WALT: Talk about a place that is special to me 
Talk about places where the chn feel safe. Favourite places and why. Talk about the homes that we live in. What is special about the home? Look at books and pictures showing a variety of homes, ask chn which ones they would like to live in and why. 

AIA: Drawings of favourite places. (SCSA40-60a; ELGi, ii)
CIA: Ind activities to include small world house and role play

· During circle time, show chn a variety of pictures/ small world toys of different animals. Collaboratively sort the pictures into ones which chn might have as pets and ones that are found on farms/ in the wild etc. Ask them to identify them and think about where they might live? Where have we seen these animals? What would their homes be like in the natural world? (MR40-60a, b; ELGii, iii links with C&L LA40-60a; ELGi)

Which animals lived on Earth a long time ago?
	· RE SoW: Special Places - WALT: Talk about what is special in the natural world                      Go on a walk around school with digital camera, draw chn’s attention to new growth as well as an opportunity for chn to look for and observe minibeasts within their own environment. Discuss likes and dislikes of the environment (informal assess for EYFSP). This can be further developed during continuous prov in the outdoor area. Share the book Wonderful Earth by Nick Butterworth and Mick Inkpen and discuss. (SCSA40-60a; links with UtW PC30-50e; ELGiiii)
· Make a paper mache dinosaur – AIA: Provide a large dinosaur sculpture modelled from wire mesh. Ask children what sort of dinosaur they think it is. Talk about whether it is tall with a long neck and tail or short with spikes on its back. Explain that you are going to let them put lots of newspaper all over it using a special paste which will make it go hard. Let the children paste pieces of the newspaper onto the wire structure, smoothing them down to form a skin over the wire mesh. When the paper mache has completely dried out, invite small groups of children to paint it and add features such as eyes, nose, ears, mouth, horns, spikes/prickles and so on. Encourage children to talk to each other about how they would like the dinosaur to look and what features to add. Let the children decide amongst themselves what materials to use for the features. When the dinosaur is dry, place it outside or in your role-play area as part of the dinosaur land role play landscape. LA: Encourage children to express their ideas and take turns. HA: Plan activities that require further collaboration as a team. MA: Encourage children to explore and talk about what they are learning, valuing their ideas and ways of doing things. (SCSA40-60a; ELGi, ii)
· Land of the dinosaurs- Bring the world of dinosaurs alive! AIA: Invite children to recreate the land of dinosaurs in your role-play area. Ask them to think about how a world inhabited by dinosaurs would look. Where did they live? What did they eat? Encourage the children to make 3D scenery with junk modelling materials, for example trees from large cardboard tubes. Provide plastic dinosaurs and dinosaur masks so that children can act out and retell stories about dinosaurs in their play. Allow time for children to explore the area and play. LA: Give children extra help when setting up the role-play area. HA: Invite the children to make their own resources and props such as dinosaur masks. MA: Involve children in simple ‘helping’ tasks when setting up the role-play area.  (MR ELGi; MFB40-60b; ELGii)

Wire mesh; balloons; newspaper; wallpaper paste; paint; paint brushes; junk modelling materials such as bottle tops, tubes and yogurt pots.

Role-play area with soft toys or plastic dinosaurs, drapes for background drops, dinosaur masks, props, resources for trees.


	Look, listen and note
Encourage children to explore and talk about what they are learning while creating the model, valuing their ideas and ways of doing things. Make a note of how they use the materials provided for the activities to structure their ideas and how they work together in a team. Do they communicate with their peers? How do they express their ideas?

Next steps
Plan additional activities that require further collaboration as a team.
Look, listen and note
Observe how pretend play and stories are developed through the children’s role play. Make a note of language they use in their play and the way they act in role.

Note how children form and develop relationships with each other as they play alongside each other or co-operatively.

Next steps
Provide more varied props for role play and encourage the children to extend their play in the role of dinosaurs. Suggest they make up a story to support their role play.

Why do animals have patterns? Why do some animals change colour?


	· During a circle time introduce the week’s PLC. Hide 5 soft toys around the room where they can be seen from the circle but are not immediately visible. Talk about why animals hide and how it might feel to be found. As a group find the animals. (MR30-50d; ELGi, ii; MFB40-60b; ELGii)
· Use a variety of animal prints and attach these to the lids of six boxes. Put a matching soft toy or model animal into each box and invite children to guess which animal is inside. Invite children to examine the cards closely. Ask if they would like their skin to be patterned, furry, rough or tough? What do they like about their own skin? (MFB ELGii; MR ELGiii; links with links with UtW PC30-50e; ELGiiii)

Do all baby animals look the same?

Which animals make good pets?


	· RE SoW: Special Places - WALT: Know about the Christian story of Creation
Read the story of Creation from the Lion Bible and act it out.

· Show chn pictures of a variety of animals. Talk about how we should behave around animals. Little Miss Muffet – Sing the song and talk about what Little Miss Muffet was frightened of.  Discuss the fear of spiders and other insects and talk about how we could overcome them.. How do chn think they would feel if they were an animal meeting a human for the first time? Discuss the importance of being quiet and gentle near animals. (MFB40-60b; ELGii; links with PD HSc 30-50f; ELGii)
· Looking after pets – Discuss the needs of animals and the things we need to do to look after them and keep them happy.  Write instructions for how to look after a pet e.g. dog, cat, rabbit, hamster etc. (MR40-60a, b; ELGii, iii links with C&L LA40-60a; ELGi)

At home with parents

· Invite children to create a dinosaur mask, then make up a story about dinosaurs to act out while they are wearing the masks.

· Take the children outside and pretend the natural environment is ‘dinosaur land.’

· Visit your local library together to look at dinosaur books. Talk about where dinosaurs lived, what they ate, and so on.

· Make a small world dinosaur land in a seed tray. Take children for a walk around the neighbourhood or park and collect natural materials in a bag to bring back and use.
