	PE SoW: See separate planning - 

· Dance: BBC Let’s Move – The Greedy Zebra (Links with C2, 5)

· EYFS: Ball Skills and/ Multi Skills
· In the outdoor area create a role-play ship from a variety of construction resources and provide home-area resources for a voyage. Hang maps inside to help the children to plan ocean-going journeys around the world. Discuss the information that the map conveys and suggest creating a pictorial map. Spread a large roll of paper along the floor, tape it securely and provide children with mark-making equipment, glue, collage materials and magazine pictures of animals and buildings.

What animals would we see on Safari?
	· Display the ‘On Safari poster’ on the IWB. Ask children to dramatise an imaginary safari journey through movement, for example, riding in a jeep, bobbing over rough ground while trying to take photographs, and joining a Maasai jumping dance.  (PD2, 3)
· Explore the Maasai woman’s necklace and earrings together. Provide children with a selection of natural and recycled materials, such as twine, pasta tubes, foil and sweet wrappers to create their own necklaces. (PD7, 8)
· Put the images face down in the centre of the circle. Ask children how they think they would travel on safari. Talk about how it is important to be quiet when watching animals and suggest that a hot air balloon might be ideal for this. What might be the advantages/disadvantages of walking, or travelling by boat or Jeep? Turn over an image to decide how you will travel on a role-play safari. Move round in a circle, pretending to use this mode of transport. Encourage children to imagine things that they might see and events that could happen, for example, quietly observing black rhino by a river, or avoiding a herd of stampeding elephants. (PD1, 3)
· Learn about animal footprints. Look at the animal tracks on the activity sheet and talk about which animals might have made them. Explain that you are going to make tracks and prints of your own. Ask children how they might do this, for example making imprints in sand, pressing hands and fingers into dough, printing with paint. Provide wet sand, dough and paints and allow children time to explore the materials. AIA: Suggest that children make some prints with sand or paint and then challenge a friend to guess what objects they used to make them. They may like to make prints with a range of objects, such as small toys, toy animals and vehicles. (PD8)

Do all African people live in mud huts?

What clothes do they wear?
	· Encourage children to enjoy building homes with construction toys. (PD8) See also KUW MTP.
· http://www.teachingdrums.com/School%20Activities.htm 
· Make model African huts using wide tubes and cones for the roof.  Add raffia or twigs for the thatch.  Paint the walls with African animals or symbols.  Use these to create a small world African village or compound in the small word/ sand tray.  Use a large sheet of cardboard as the base, use papier-mâché to mould hills, rocks, river banks etc.  Make huts as above and arrange in a small circle, join together with cardboard walls to make a compound.  Include a well or borehole, washroom and toilet (pit-latrine).  Make fence for the garden using corrugated cardboard and tissue for the vegetables.  Make village accessories using coloured clay (or paint grey clay when dry), for example buckets, pots, fire wood, African drum, fruits and vegetables. Would food would we eat on our African adventure?
	PE SoW: See separate planning - 

· Dance: BBC Let’s Move – The Greedy Zebra (Links with C2, 5)

· EYFS: Ball Skills and/ Multi Skills
· Invite children to make a fruit salad using African fruits that Handa and Akeyo would enjoy. Prepare the fruit, discussing the importance of fruit in a healthy balanced diet as the children watch. Slice the pineapple and remove the rough covering, halve the avocado, guava and passion fruit, peel and stone the mango. Provide each child with a board, knife, teaspoon and bowl to chop, slice, scoop and segment the fruits into bite-size chunks and put into their bowls. Demonstrate safety rules for using knives. Tip the fruit into the large bowl and stir in the carton of fruit juice. (PD5, 7, 8)

· Make salt dough and use it to model the fruit. Paint and decorate using close observation skills. Use it to enhance the African market role play area. (CD1, 3, 8)

What might we do during the day?
	PE SoW: See separate planning - 

· Dance: BBC Let’s Move – The Greedy Zebra (Links with C2, 5)

· EYFS: Ball Skills and/ Multi Skills

· Play some traditional African games: Talk to children about their favourite playground games. Tell them that all around the world children play games. Explain that you are going to teach them some African games to play. For example: Snake: Two children join hands; they are the head and tail of a snake. They must run around and tag the other children. If a child is tagged by the head of the snake they join hands and become the new head, and if they are tagged by the tail, they join hands and become the tail. The game is over when all the children are part of the snake. Catch a tail: Divide into teams of four or five. The children hold hands and the last in line tucks a scarf into their clothes. The teams chase each other trying to catch each other’s tails. Once your tail is caught, your team is out! The team with all the tails wins! Who am I?: A child is chosen to cover their eyes. Another child is chosen and must lie down on the playground where an adult draws round their outline with chalk. The hider comes back and has to guess the identity of the child from the outline drawn! (PD4)
· Enjoy learning a range of African chants and use them as part of playing traditional games http://www.canteach.ca/elementary/africasong.html (PD2, 4, 6)
· Make African musical instruments.  Shakers; fill plastic cups or tin jars with rice or barley, seal and decorate with coloured electrical tape.  Make African tambourine, dumbek drum and djembe drum (PD7, 8)
	A large open space; a book about African games (optional) such as Ebele’s Favourite – A Book of African Games by Ifeoma Onyefulu (Frances Lincoln); scarves.


	Observation and assessment

Look, listen and note
Are the children able to move in a controlled manner around the designated space? Can they change direction and dodge others?

Next steps
Invite parents to come in and talk about traditional playground games that they used to play.

What festivals do African people celebrate?
	PE SoW: See separate planning - 

· Dance: BBC Let’s Move – The Greedy Zebra (Links with C2, 5)

· EYFS: Ball Skills and/ Multi Skills
· Make up rain dances. Look at the images of the Masai jumping dance. What are the people wearing? Listen to your chosen music and explain how African tribes sometimes make up dances to encourage rainfall. Invite the children to handle the fabrics and swathe them round their bodies. Ensure that they are securely fastened and do not restrict movement. Encourage the children to make up dances to the music. Provide drums, rainmakers and maracas for the children to play to accompany the African music. (PD1) Links with (PS1,CD4)
· TBA: Involve the chn in a variety of activities that will widen their understanding and experience of  what a festival/ carnival is and how these are celebrated in different areas of Africa. (PS1, 2, 5, 6, 13, 15) See also MTP for KUW/ CD/ PD/ CLL/ MD

Activities to include:

· Sending Kwanzaa cards

· Preparing and creating traditional Kwanza recipes.

· Playing  traditional Kwanzaa games

· Making up Rain dances

· Exploring and making own bead work and African masks.
