	· Set up a role-play travel agents/ explore how to adapt current jungle role play area into an African Safari role play area – What will we need?
· Use interactive My First World Map chn find out where Africa is?

· Use story ‘Around the World in an Afternoon’ to introduce chn to flags of the world. Work collaboratively to create a large scale collage flag of Africa Language - Simple greetings and counting to 10 in Swahili.
	· Use atlas and globe to locate Kenya and use Geography songs to help chn learn about the size and physical features of East Africa e.g. Great Rift Valley and Mt Kilimanjaro.
· Share books about African animals with the children, then invite them to create a a small world African landscape.
· Find out about wild animals and make your own group book.
· Explore and make African animals masks for a safari parade
· Develop sounds to represent different types of safari transport and animals.
· Explore patterns on Safari animals and compare these with animal patterns explore in PLC3.
· Make own models of jeeps including large scale example for role play area and large scale African animal models to enhance the role play area.
· Learn about animal footprints and create own prints using a variety of resources and materials.
· Explore the Maasai woman’s necklace and earrings together. Provide children with a selection of natural and recycled materials, such as twine, pasta tubes, foil and sweet wrappers to create their own necklaces.
· Language – Learn some of the Swahili names of animals from Tanzania. e.g. Simba (lion), twiga (giraffe), tembo (elephant), mamba (crocodile) nyoka (snake) and popo (bat).
	· Read and share the focus texts to develop chn’s understanding of the features of non- fiction and creating own examples of non fiction texts through writing labels and captions to match photographs and diagrams. Find out about how extended families live in different countries and explore their cultures

· Look at different types of homes from around the world. Use visual sources to learn about the variety of African homes. Make own models using different resources.
· Exploring the patterns on African clothing. Creating own tie-dye designs for small world toys.

	· Set up an African fruit and veg market stall in the home corner area.
· Explore an African market using visual sources.
· Let the chn feel, taste and smell a range of fruits.
· Use the digiblue/ visualiser to explore a range of seeds, plant some and watch them grow.
· Explore changes through cooking a variety of recipes using the fruits and vegatables explored e.g. banana/ plantain bread/cakes, mealie meal, butternut soup.
· Saltdough fruits
	· Share text ‘Masai and I’. Use to explore cvulture of Masai tribe.

· Read ‘Emeka’s Gift’ Discuss the photos and information it tells us about life in an African village. 
· Explore using visual sources and artefacts to discuss what they tell us about life in different areas of Africa.
