	Carpet session 2: PSRN  CT/HLTA

Obj: Use dev maths ideas & methods to solve practical probs.
Warm Up: Shuffle pack of 1 to 20 cards. Show one. Chn count on from that number until you say stop. Rpt. Match price tags to the pets & put them in price order.  Put the priced pets in a feely-bag. Take out four of them & put them in price order (N6)
Main Teaching Session: 

Revisit each coin and its value. Count to £1 in 1ps, 2ps, 5ps, 10ps Give each pair of chn a real 2p, 5p and 10p coin. Ask chn to look at 2p coin. Point out the 2 on it. Explain that this coin is worth the same as two pennies. Model on IWB.Rpt for 5p and 10p coins. Point to line of five pennies. Which coin is worth the same as this number of pennies? Show me! Chn hold up the correct coin. Rpt for lines of 2 and 10.

Obj: Use dev maths ideas & methods to solve practical probs.
Warm Up: Re-read the Great Pet Sale. Choose two pets & say which costs more/less. Discuss which pets cost more than 6p and which cost less.  Sort the pets into two sets of those costing more/less than 6p. 
Main Teaching Session: 

In advance write a letter from the boy in the story to the class saying that he wants to buy a rabbit for 6p. The shopkeeper doesn’t have any change, but there isn’t a 6p coin. What should he do? Give pots of 1p, 2p & 5p coins to each pair. Ask chn to find at least one way of making 6p. Collate the diff ways on f/c, e.g. 1p + 1p + 1p + 1p + 1p + 1p = 6p and 5p + 1p = 6p. Some chn might even have found 2p + 2p + 2p = 6p or used combinations of 2p and 1p coins.

Obj: Use dev maths ideas & methods to solve practical probs.
Warm Up: I’ve got a coin in my pocket. It’s worth the same as five pennies. What is it? Show a purse. Say you have 4p in it. You will give a sticker to anyone who can tell you what three coins you have in the purse. Give chn some 1ps & 2ps to play with in groups of 4. Allow time to experiment and think. Can anyone suggest what coins you have? Open purse!
Main Teaching Session: 

Give chn 1p, 2p, 5p and 10p coins. Show chn three purses. Have 3 diff soft toys on the table. One purse is teddy’s, one is Grandpa Muddles and one is Walts.. Now show three 1p coins, three 2ps, three 5ps. Explain that you want to share out this money between the three purses.  Ask how you will do this.  Take suggestions. Which is the only fair way? Suppose you have four 5ps and one 10p. How can these coins be shared fairly?

Share story. Choose two pets. Start with the price of one & count on the value of the second to find the total. Choose a total. ‘What 2 pets could you buy for a total of 8p? Are there any others?’ ‘If you had 10 pennies & bought the gecko, how many pennies would you have left? What if you bought a tortoise instead? Would you have enough pennies left to buy the rat as well?’ (links toN5.8)

Place two each of 1p, 2p, 5p and 10p coins in a bag and lots of pennies in tray. Chn take it in turns to take out a coin without looking into the bag. They say how many pennies it is worth and take this number of pennies from the tray. If correct they keep the pennies. Continue until there are no coins left in the bag. Who has least/ most pennies?

Obj: Sustain attentive listening, responding to what they have heard by relevant comments, questions or actions
Introduce We’re Going on a Bear Hunt, looking at cover for clues as to what the story may be about. Make chn aware of cover format: title, illustrator, author, etc. Take a picture walk through the book, introducing the sounds/ actions used for each of the obstacles.  Read whole story, chn join in with repeating parts using approp expression! Point out the capital letters in WHAT’S THAT? IT’S A BEAR! Why are these sentences in capital letters? 
Talk for Writing: Involve children in a dramatised retelling of the story. In pairs decide what was the first obstacle in the journey. Has the story is re-told, place images of the obstacles in the correct sequence to create a story line.

Obj: Show an understanding of the elements of stories, such as main character, sequence of events, and openings. Attempt writing for different purposes, using features of different forms such as lists, stories and instructions.
Re-visit shared story using Michael Rosen re-telling on you tube, encourage chn to join in repeating parts with approp expression! Ask chn to predict how long the bear hunt took and what they think the bear will do next. How did the bear feel? What do you think he might have said? (opportunity to revisit speech bubbles!!!!)
Shared Writing: Ask the children to help you write a list of the physical features found in the text in the correct or der. As you write, think aloud and involve the children in the decisions you make (see Unit 2, Developing Early Writing).

Obj: Show an understanding of the elements of stories, such as main character, sequence of events, and openings. Write their own labels and captions and begin to form simple sentences, sometimes using punctuation.
Shared Reading: Re-read the text with the children. Choose children to read selected parts of the text. Focus on the predictable and repeated patterns by encouraging the children to predict what the next page will read. Encourage the children to predict the next place that the characters go through in search of the bear
Shared Writing: Use the pictures and arrows to make a story map. Involve the children in writing the captions for the physical features – recapping on those from yesterday’s list.

Obj: Attempt writing for different purposes, using features of different forms such as lists, stories and instructions.
Talk for writing: Which animal would we hunt for? Take the chn on a walk around the school environment to look at, collect and observe a variety of minibeasts. Talk about where the minibeasts lived and use the repetitive patterns from the shared texts to write group and own stories beginning with ‘We’re going on a minibeast hunt. Under a log we found ….’ Continue with details of all places where the chn looked and the types of creatures that were found.

Guided Writing: Change the type of hunt the children are going on. If they went on a tiger hunt would the obstacles be different? Suggest what these could be, e.g. a deep, dark jungle, crocodile infested river etc. Write a list of ideas for obstacles for a variety of different hunts, e.g. polar bear hunts, whale hunts, pig hunts, on large paper.

Chn make simple storybooks about an animal hunt using pre-made A5 books. They think about/ discuss the environment of the animal & appropriate obstacles that characters may encounter on their journey to seek this animal. They create front cover, title & author.  Chn then plan 4 events & start writing. Each event uses some of the repeating phrases in Bear Hunt so chn can use the repetition from shared reading.

	Outdoor Act:

Chn take turns to act out moving across the playground in the style of an animal, e.g. being scary like a snake, fierce like a lion or jumpy like a kangaroo.

	Mini-beast hunts – Groups of children to search the outdoor area for mini-beasts and collect a few using pooters, soft brushes and bug pots.  Concentrate on where the insects are found, what they look like, how they move etc.  (See also CLL MTP/ PSED Continuous/ Enhanced Provision)
