	LC1 and LC2: How do we find out what the weather will be like today?

· Enjoy singing ‘Here we go round the mulberry bush, on a cold and frosty morning.’ Change the words to include a range of weathers and appropriate actions for the chosen forecast. (e.g. ‘This is the way we splash in the sea on a warm and sunny morning.’) (C4, 5)

· Enjoy singing a repertoire of songs and rhymes that mention the weather. Invite the chn to select percussion instruments to represent the weathers. (C4)

· Paint pictures to show how people use the wind, rain and sun. (C3, 5)

· Make different weather landscapes inside shoeboxes. Provide a variety of materials for chn to choose from. (C2, 5)

	LC3: How does the weather change throughout the year?

· Make model environments to match different seasons. Recap on work you have done each of the four seasons. Ask chn to talk about what they would expect to see/might do in each season. What would the weather be like? Model using various techniques and materials to create a shoebox seasonal environment e.g. For Spring, create a pond; for Summer, seaside scene, Autumn, wood etc. (C2, 3)
· Talk about colours associated with each season and choose particular colours for painting pictures e.g. a winter picture could have white, brown, green and grey, for spring introduce yellow, summer red and blue and autumn, orange. Undertake collaborative group collage of seasonal scenes. (C2, 5)
· Make a seasons wheel with each child. Encourage them to use a variety of collage media and appropriate colours to represent each season. (C2, 3)
· Observe real/images of flowers/plants from each season. Encourage chn to look closely at them, count the number of petals/leaves. Use paint or junk modelling equipment to create own representations of these. (C1)

	LC4: How do we know when it is Summer?

· Provide large paper circles and red and yellow paints. Model how to mix a variety of oranges. Enjoy covering the circles in orange dots. (C3)

· Make shadow puppets by cutting out images from various birthday cards etc and attaching them with tape to lolly sticks. Use them outside on a sunny day to make up stories and support the re-telling of familiar ones. (C5)

· Encourage chn to think about the sounds they hear during the summer: lawn mowers, ice-cream vans, insects buzzing, birds singing, sea sounds or perhaps even a thunderstorm. Recreate these sounds using percussion instruments, body sounds and ICT equipment. (C1, 3)

· Provide the chn with large sheets of paper, brushes, paint or bright pastels and encourage them to make a picture of themselves carrying out a favourite summertime activity. (C1, 2, 5)

· Make a sunshine collage. Provide wool, paper, scraps and curls, dyed pasta or wood shavings, fabric scraps etc, all in bright reds, yellows and oranges. Stick them on to round shapes pre-cut from yellow paper or card. (C3)

	LC5: What is a Harvest Festival?

· Chn to make baskets from paper bun cases/ using weaving techniques. Add a paper strip handle. Fill the baskets with harvest gifts made from scrap materials or dough or by cutting out pictures from magazines. (C2,3)

· Make up a dance showing the change from seed to harvest (C5)

· Learn harvest songs to sing in an assembly. (C4)

	LC6: Who climbed up the waterspout?

· Paint pictures on easels with watery paints. Talk about how the paint behaves. (C3)

· As a group make a collage of a rainy sky. Make a collection of rain coloured papers. Tear clouds from the papers and glue them onto grey paper. (C3)

· Choose a rainy day to talk with the children about whether they became wet on their journey to school and how water drips and drops and runs down coats, faces and shoes. Create rainy day pictures with the children by watering down some coloured paint and brushing it across the top of a sheet of paper. Next, hold the sheet of paper up so that the thin paint runs down the page in drips. Now put this background aside to dry. On a separate piece of paper encourage the children to paint themselves wearing their raincoat. When dry, cut these pictures out and place them onto the drip painting. Cut out umbrella shapes from translucent materials such as tissue paper and acetate and put them on top of the drips of rain as well. As the children make these pictures, draw the KUW content out of the activity by talking about how more water can make paint more and more runny/thin and pale in colour, and the thinner the paint the more easily it will run down the paper. Also talk about the clothes we wear to try to keep dry, the types of fabric they are made of, as well as the fact that tissue paper and acetate allow some light to pass through them. (C1,  3)

	LC7: How are the trees changing?

· Use powder paints to make paintings of Autumn. Encourage chn to mix their own Autumn colours. (C3)

· Start a collaborative display of a tree in Autumn. Leaves can be made by drawing around chn’s hands on Autumn coloured paper and cutting them out. (C2, 3)

· Use Autumn leaves to make pictures of animals seen in the Autumn. (C3)

· To the tune of London Bridge is Falling Down, sing ‘Autumn leaves are falling down’. Further verses could include, ‘As we walk we rustle the leaves,’ ‘With a rake we gather them.’ Encourage chn to mime to the words or provide percussion sound effects. (C5)

· Make a role play tree house – see CLL plans. (C4)

· Make rockets from cardboard tubes to hang from the ceiling. (C2, 3)

· On black paper, make splatter pictures of exploding fireworks. (C3, 5)

· Talk about colours which show up well at night. Cover card stars on both sides with glitter, shiny paper; sequins etc and hang them up. C2, 3)

	LC8: What does it feel like when the wind blows?

· Compose a stormy piece of music. Sit in a circle with the percussion instruments in the centre. Show the group the picture of the storm. Talk about the wind, rain, lightning and thunder. Has anyone heard thunder? How does rain sound when it is falling quickly? Ask each child to select an instrument, and place it on the floor in front of them. Invite each child in turn to play the instrument. Does it sound like the wind/rain/thunder? Can the sound be made louder/quieter/quicker? Say that when you point to someone they must play their instrument to make a steady tapping noise like rain and that they must keep doing it until you point again. Point at the chn in turn until they are all tapping, then point one by one until all is quiet. Say that the music was like a stormy night when the rain becomes heavier and heavier and then gradually stops. To make it more like a storm though windy sounds and thunder are needed (e.g. flapping stiff card, blowing, a drum) Repeat the stormy music with the added sound effects. Finally record the piece of music composed using ICT equipment. (C4)
· Provide blue. Black and white paint for the painting of stormy pictures on grey paper. Encourage the chn to think about how the wind blows and to show movement within their paintings. (C3, 5)

· Use bright coloured finger paints and black card to make swirling, stormy patterns. Repeat techniques using marbling inks to create swirling patterns. (C3, 5)

· Make windmills. Show the chn the example windmill. Demonstrate how the sails can turn and how they are made. Ask the chn what they think would happen to the sails on a calm day when there was no wind. Then ask what would happen on a windy day. Explain that the harder the wind blows the faster the sails will turn. Watching the sails can tell people how hard the wind is blowing. Give each child a windmill base on which to draw windows, a door, flowers etc. Support the chn in folding and gluing the sails. When complete, take the windmills outside to test the wind strength. (CD3)

	LC9: What colours and patterns can you see in Winter?

· Provide white card hexagons for the chn to decorate with glitter and shiny materials. As a group, arrange the hexagons to make a frosty patchwork. (C2, 3)
· Paint self portraits of chn in outfits for playing in the snow. (C3, 5)

· On a frosty day enjoy looking at ice crystals outside. Look for spider’s webs that sparkle with frost. Back inside use glitter paint to record the sparkling webs. (C1)

· Provide black paper and white paint/ chalk to make night-time snowy scenes. (C3)

· Use white and black wax crayons/candles and watery paints to paint snowy landscapes. Model drawing a snowman with white wax crayon and a fir tree with the black. Show the chn how when watery paint is painted over the paper it does not settle where the wax is. Remind chn of the saying, ‘Red sky at night, shepherd’s delight. Red sky in the morning, shepherd’s warning.’ Explain that they are going to paint winter landscapes to show a red night or morning sky. Ask them to draw houses, people, trees and other things they want in their scenes with white and black crayons. Then provide the watery paint for the sky. (C5, 6)
· Use runny paint to ‘blow’ winter trees. See PD LC8. Model changing the direction of the blowing to produce forks in knobbly branches as the Winter trees grow. (C2)
· Prepare pictures for a group Winter book – see CLL planning. (C5)

	LC10: Where do animals go during the winter?

· Make snowy spatter pictures using white paint on blue/black backgrounds. And old toothbrushes. Model dipping the brushes into the white paint and then spattering the paint onto the paper wither by using a flicking motion or by running a finger towards themselves along the bristles. Add interest and detail to the picture by collaging images of arctic animals on them/ painting penguins / alternatively use them for mounting the rectangular igloo pictures from MDev activities. (C3)

· Make a snow and ice collage with picture from magazines, or found materials such a foil, sweet wrappers etc and using ‘cold’ colours (white, blue, silver, purple) (C3, 5)

· Make footprints/ animal tracks in the snow/ talc with white/silver paint on white/blue card (C3, 5)
· Make arctic animal masks/polar puppets. Show the children some pictures of polar bears and penguins. What colours are they? Do they have fur? What colour is the penguin’s tummy? Invite the children to explore the materials on the table. What do the feel like? Talk with them about which would be best to make a polar bear and which for a penguin. Explain to the children that they can have a go at making puppets of these animals. Help them choose which animal they want to make and show them how to stick the animal shape onto the lollipop stick using double sided tape. Ask them to think about what fabric they will need. The penguins need a beak as well. Help them to stick on eyes. When their puppets are finished they could do a little puppet show! Children could cut their own animal shapes out. They can take their finished puppets into an Ice Cave role play area and do a polar show. (C2, 3)
· Use simple percussion instruments to talk about sounds which remind chn of cold, icy weather. Use metallic instruments such as triangles, Indian bells and glockenspiels to compose a collaborative icy symphony or penguin song. (CD4)

	LC11: How do we keep warm in Winter?

· Making Snowflake biscuits – Prepare an icing sugar mix which needs to be fairly wet but not too runny. Model how to use tsps to drop some of the mix onto a rich tea biscuit. Before the icing dries, show chn how to use a dropper to allow just one or two drops of food colouring onto the icing. Ask chn to observe and describe the snow flake patterns that appear as the colouring soaks into the icing. (C3)

· Make up a dance to the music from The Snowman. (C5)

· Learn to sing and use actions for Jingle Bells and other Christmas carols/ songs. Explore using appropriate percussion instruments as accompaniments.  (C5)
· Encourage chn to think about words they could use to describe the appearance of trees on an icy or very frosty morning. Use images to support discussions. Provide chn with real twigs or large twig shapes pre-cut from dark paper and a selection of scraps of white, sparkly and shiny materials. To use to decorate their own frosty branches.(C3)

	LC12 & 13: Reflection and Presentation: The Weather Day

Bringing it all together – planning a winter fair

· Making winter soup

· Making decorations

· Making salt dough fridge magnets

· Preparing games to play at the winter fair e.g. winter wishing well, pin the nose on the snowman (collage), Guess the number of white bonbons (snowballs) in a jar, throwing snowballs (table tennis balls into a bucket), find the treasure game

· Write a group poem that explains how the weather is used.

· Learn new songs about different weather types for an assembly

· Collaborate to make a group collage and assembly to show what we have learned about the weather so far.
