	Early Learning Goal


	Children listen attentively in a range of situations. They listen to stories, accurately anticipating key events and respond to what they hear with relevant comments, questions or actions. They give their attention to what others say and respond appropriately, while engaged in another activity.


	Children follow instructions involving several ideas or actions. They answer ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions about their experiences and in response to stories or events.
	Children express themselves effectively, showing awareness of listeners’ needs. They use past, present and future forms accurately when talking about events that have happened or are to happen in the future. They develop their own narratives and explanations by connecting ideas or events.
	Children read and understand simple sentences. They use phonic knowledge to decode regular words and read them aloud accurately. They also read some common irregular words. They demonstrate understanding when talking with others about what they have read.

	Children use their phonic knowledge to write words in ways which match their spoken sounds. They also write some irregular common words. They write simple sentences which can be read by themselves and others. Some words are spelt correctly and others are phonetically plausible.

	Resources/ Links:

	Once Upon a Time poster: Display the poster in a cosy corner, enhance with appropriate books, puppets and props to inspire interest in traditional stories. Alternatively, stimulate child-initiated ideas by displaying the poster alongside play opportunities, such as small world, creative resources and story-related role play.

	Focus Text for CLL: The Three Little Pigs

Continuous Enhanced Provision:

· Retelling stories, language development through role-play and small world play, recognising rhyming words, 

· Sequencing Stories using props, pictures, puppets

· Writing speech bubbles for characters – writing in different genres: letters, menus, diaries, captions

· To listen to stories with sustained concentration and be able to recite repetitive phrases.  

· To be able to identify the main characters and setting for stories.

· Read and then talk about the story with the children: Who are the characters? What does each character do? Why did the pigs build their different houses? Why did the wolf want to blow them down? How did he feel when he had blown down the first house? Where did the pigs live before? Does the wolf have a brother or sister? What is their favourite game? Encourage these character profiles to grow and develop through discussion. Role play the story using masks, taking it in turns for children to be different characters. (LA30-50b, ELGii; S40-60c)
· Hot-Seating: Explain to the children that you are going to pretend to be one of the little pigs. Sit on a ‘special’ chair away from the children and stay in your pig character role. Ideally ask another adult to join you to model how the children might ask you questions. Encourage the children to ask you set questions at first: Who are you? How old are you? Did you build a house? Answer their questions as the pig and try to use a character voice! Give detailed responses to the children. Invite a child to sit in the special character’s chair and take on a role. Support the children in asking the new character some questions and help children answering, as required. (LA30-50b, ELGii; S40-60c)
· Support children to complete the sentence ‘My home is….’ Write the sentences on strips of card and display them with the children’s pictures of homes - See EA&D MTP. (W40-60g, h, i, ELGi, iii, iiii; links with PD MH40-60k)
· Start collecting words appropriate to the Houses and Homes PLC. Encourage children to think of the initial and final sounds of the words, and to help with the writing. Scribe these onto house shaped templates. Display the words with a collection of pictures of different types of homes. S40-60a; R40-60b, c; W40-60d, h, i; ELGiii)
· Read The True Story of the Three Little Pigs! by Jon Scieszka (Puffin Books) as an alternative to ‘The Three Little Pigs’ story. (R40-60g; ELGiiii)

	Download the story of ‘The Three Little Pigs’ ; paper and crayons or whiteboard and pens; pig and wolf masks or puppets; a chair.

	Look, listen and note

What kind of buildings did people live in a long time ago?
	Focus Text for CLL: Animated Tale - Mouse Quixote and traditional Tales: The Princess and the Pea, Sleeping Beauty, Beauty and the Beast.
Continuous Enhanced Provision:

· Retelling stories, language development through role-play and small world play, recognising rhyming words, 

· Sequencing Stories using props, pictures, puppets

· Writing speech bubbles for characters – writing in different genres: letters, menus, diaries, captions

· To listen to stories with sustained concentration and be able to recite repetitive phrases.  

· To be able to identify the main characters and setting for stories.
· Children share a simple re-telling of the Don Quixote story, and then learn this and practise retelling using ‘story-pegs’. They create character profiles for knights and princesses and read other traditional tales involving these characters. Children use their re-tellings as the basis for generating their own versions of Don Quixote. They write and publish these, and then express opinions, comparing the different stories read this week and last. (LA30-50b, ELGii; S40-60c; R30-50f, g, h, i; 40-60f, g; ELGiiii; W40-60g, i; ELGi, ii, iii, iiii)
· Take the children to the library to find out more about castles and knights. Look for books such as Castle and Knight (Eye Wonder series, Dorling Kindersley). Discover more about the individual castles depicted on the poster using non- fiction books and information from the internet. (R30-50n, 40-60g, h; ELGiiii)
·  Introduce new vocabulary to the children and point to examples on the poster such as battlements, portcullis, moat, turret, tower, knight and so on. Encourage them to use new vocabulary as they label their own castle pictures and paintings. (S40-60a; W40-60h; ELGi)
· Tell the children about the legend of St George and the Dragon, when George, the patron saint of England, saved the king’s daughter from being eaten by a dragon. Ask the children to find St George and the Dragon and invite them to retell the story using the poster to stimulate descriptive language. (LA30-50b, ELGii; U40-60d; ELGii)
· Encourage the children to imagine that they are castle inhabitants and make a castle-shaped books to portray this. Decide upon a focus title for each page, using the poster as a stimulus, for example, ‘What will you eat?’,‘What jobs will you do?’, ‘Who will live with you?’ and ‘How will you protect your castle?’. Let the children draw the pictures and use their phonic knowledge to scribe words and captions to match their pictures. (W40-60h; ELGi, ii, iii, iiii)

	Focus Text for CLL: Handa’s Surprise and Handa’s Hen
Continuous Enhanced Provision:

· Retelling stories, language development through role-play and small world play, recognising rhyming words, 

· Sequencing Stories using props, pictures, puppets

· Writing speech bubbles for characters – writing in different genres: letters, menus, diaries, captions

· To listen to stories with sustained concentration and be able to recite repetitive phrases.  

· To be able to identify the main characters and setting for stories.

· Read and share the focus texts to develop chn’s understanding of reading, sequencing and writing own stories through using texts which are built on simple repetitive and patterned text. (LA40-60a; ELGi, ii, iii; S40-60a, b; R30-50f, h, i, n; 40-60h; W40-60h, I; ELGiii)

· Look at the picture of ‘Spaceship Earth’, a visitor’s attraction at the Epcot Centre in Orlando, Florida, where tourists travel through a sphere by rail to view the history of communications. What might it be like to travel through this? Will there be windows or doors? Suggest that the children draw imaginary spaceships using the picture for ideas. Scribe their descriptions and make a book about fantasy buildings. (U40-60d; ELGii; S40-60a, c, d; W40-60g, h, i)
· Sit on a ‘magic’ carpet and make up a story about visiting the buildings on the poster, for example, stopping for tea in the beach hut with rectangular windows, and travelling through the ‘Spaceship Earth’ sphere. (U40-60c; ELGii; S40-60b, d)
· Invite the children to look closely at the communication tower and explain that it has a restaurant near the top. Can the children imagine what they might see from the windows? What do they think they would expect to see from the top of a country castle, a lighthouse or a city tower? (U40-60d; ELGii; S40-60a, c, d; W40-60g, h, i)
· Share books together that feature tall buildings, such as the traditional story of ‘Rapunzel’. (R40-60g; ELGiiii)

	Focus Text for CLL: Jack and the Beanstalk/ Jim and the Beanstalk/ Jasper’s Beanstalk 
Continuous Enhanced Provision:

· Retelling stories, language development through role-play and small world play, recognising rhyming words, 

· Sequencing Stories using props, pictures, puppets

· Writing speech bubbles for characters – writing in different genres: letters, menus, diaries, captions

· To listen to stories with sustained concentration and be able to recite repetitive phrases.  

· To be able to identify the main characters and setting for stories.

· Read or tell the story of Jack & the Beanstalk, ask chn to describe what the giant looked and sounded like. Write the words on a large boot shaped piece of paper. (LA30-50a; links with MR30-50c; SCSA30-50e; ELGii; W40-60h, i)
· Ask the chn to recall what Jack took from the giant and in what order as part of sequencing activities. (R30-50f, h, i)
· Ask chn to pretend to be Jack and model how to write a note/ message in character to tell his mother where he has gone. (S40-60b; W40-60h, i)
· Support the chn creating wanted posters of the giant to develop use of descriptive language of the giant. (LA30-50a; links with MR30-50c; SCSA30-50e; ELGii; R30-50f, I, n; 40-60h; W40-60h, I; ELGiii)
· Provide books made from folded A4-sized paper for children to make garden catalogues. Encourage children to include trees, flowers, play equipment and garden furniture and to label/write the words using phonic knowledge. (W40-60h, I; ELGiii)
· Make a group alphabet book of flowers, minibeasts and made objects found in gardens. (W40-60h, I; ELGiii links with PD MH40-60k)
