	· Play with children. Encourage them to explore, and show your own interest in discovering new things.

· Help children as needed to do what they are trying to do, without taking over or directing.

· Join in play sensitively, fitting in with children’s ideas.

· Model pretending an object is something else, and help develop roles and stories.

· Encourage children to try new activities and to judge risks for themselves. Be sure to support children’s confidence with words and body language.

· Pay attention to how children engage in activities -the challenges faced, the effort, thought, learning and enjoyment. Talk more about the process than products.

· Talk about how you and the children get better at things through effort and practice, and what we all can learn when things go wrong.
	· Provide stimulating resources which are accessible and open-ended so they can be used, moved and combined in a variety of ways.

· Make sure resources are relevant to children’s interests.

· Arrange flexible indoor and outdoor space and resources where children can explore, build, move and role play.

· Help children concentrate by limiting noise, and making spaces visually calm and orderly.

·  Plan first-hand experiences and challenges appropriate to the development of the children.

· Ensure children have uninterrupted time to play and explore.

	· Support children to choose their activities – what they want to do and how they will do it.

· Stimulate children’s interest through shared attention, and calm over-stimulated children.

· Help children to become aware of their own goals, make plans, and to review their own progress and successes.

· Describe what you see them trying to do, and encourage children to talk about their own processes and successes.

· Be specific when you praise, especially noting effort such as how the child concentrates, tries different approaches, persists, solves problems, and has new ideas.

· Encourage children to learn together and from each other.

· Children develop their own motivations when you give reasons and talk about learning, rather than just directing.
	· Children will become more deeply involved when you provide something that is new and unusual for them to explore, especially when it is linked to their interests.

· Notice what arouses children’s curiosity, looking for signs of deep involvement to identify learning hat is intrinsically motivated. 

· Ensure children have time and freedom to become deeply involved in activities.

· Children can maintain focus on things that interest them over a period of time. Help them to keep ideas in mind by talking over photographs of their previous activities.

· Keep significant activities out instead of routinely tidying them away.

· Make space and time for all children to contribute.

	· Having their own ideas

	· Use the language of thinking and learning: think, know, remember, forget, idea, makes sense, plan, learn, find out, confused, figure out, trying to do.
· Model being a thinker, showing that you don’t always know, are curious and sometimes puzzled, and can think and find out. Enc open-ended thinking by not settling on the first ideas: What else is possible? Always respect children’s efforts and ideas, so they feel safe to take a risk with a new idea.
· Talking aloud helps children to think and control what they do. Model self-talk, describing your actions in play. Give children time to talk and think.
· Value questions, talk, and many possible responses, without rushing toward answers too quickly.  Support children’s interests over time, reminding them of previous approaches and encouraging them to make connections between their experiences.  Model the creative process, showing your thinking about some of the many possible ways forward.
· Sustained shared thinking helps children to explore ideas and make links. Follow children’s lead in conversation, and think about things together. 

· Encourage children to describe problems they encounter, and to suggest ways to solve the problem. Show and talk about strategies – how to do things – including problem-solving, thinking and learning. 

· Give feedback and help children to review their own progress and learning. Talk with children about what they are doing, how they plan to do it, what worked well and what they would change next time. Model the plan-do-review process yourself.
	· In planning activities, ask yourself: Is this an opportunity for children to find their own ways to represent and develop their own ideas? Avoid children just reproducing someone else’s ideas.
·  Build in opportunities for children to play with materials before using them in planned tasks.
· Play is a key opportunity for children to think creatively and flexibly, solve problems and link ideas. Establish the enabling conditions for rich play: space, time, flexible resources, choice, control, warm and supportive relationships. 

· Recognisable and predictable routines help children to predict and make connections in their experiences. Routines can be flexible, while still basically orderly.
· Plan linked experiences that follow the ideas children are really thinking about.
· Use mind-maps to represent thinking together.
· Develop a learning community which focuses on how and not just what we are learning.

What kind of clothes do we need to wear when it rains?
	· Introduce chn to the Renoir’s Painting, The Umbrellas. Introduce and talk about the artist. Ask open questions to initiate talk, such as: What do you see/ hear/ smell /touch?; Where are these people? What tells you this?; 􀂃 What is happening?;  What might have caught the attention of the little girl and the woman on the left of the painting?; What do you know about these people?; What do you want to know? Explain that we will be using the painting by Renoir to create some of our own art work throughout the PLC.
· Paint rainy day pictures. Ask chn to first wet the paper thoroughly. Add drops of paint and watch them spread. Use straws to blow the paint. (EM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
· Make rain sticks. AIA: Show chn a rain stick and listen to the sound it makes. Explain they are going to make their own. Provide each child with a tube. Help them to tape up one end securely with a card or plastic circle. Put a small amount of rice inside and listen to the sound it makes when shaken gently. Listen to the real rain-stick again. Notice that the sound is sometimes interrupted when the seeds get stick. Help chn to push cocktail sticks through their tubes at different angles to form obstacles for the rice to fall against. Snip off sharp ends of sticks with scissors and cover with tape. Seal the open end. Decorate the outside of the tube with paint. Use the sticks to accompany some rainy rhymes e.g. I hear thunder. Key vocab: Rain-stick, shake, turn, drizzle, pour. (BI40-60b; ELGi, ii)
· Put metal trays and foil containers in the water tray. Use sieves, colanders, funnels and pots with holes to make raindrops. Which sounds most like rain? (B30-50j; 40-60a; ELGi; EMM ELGii)
· Sing water-themed songs such as ‘I hear thunder’. Encourage the children to join in with the songs and to add their own musical accompaniments. (EMM30-50b, f; 40-60a, b; BI30-50b, c, d)
	Various sized cartridge paper – different shades of blue and green paint.
Rain- stick instrument, long cardboard tubes; cocktail sticks; scissors; masking tape; rice; thick card or plastic circles to seal ends; paint.

14.1.2013
How do we use water?
	· Make bubble shakers. Half- fill small transparent plastic bottles with coloured water. Add a squirt of washing-up liquid and a couple of small beads or buttons. Fasten the lids securely. Use to accompany watery songs. (BI30-50b, c, d; ELGii; EMM30-50b, f; 40-60a, b; ELGii)
· Add bubble mixture to the paint and make some bubble prints. WALT – Make a careful print using a delicate ‘print block’. Recognise circular shapes and understand how they can be made into an image.  AIA: Provide ready mix paints, washing-up liquid, water, a shallow container, large plastic straws, paintbrushes and sheets of white paper. Half-fill a mixing pot with paint and a half teaspoon of washing-up liquid. Mix well and if necessary, add one extra teaspoon of water at a time to produce a consistency that will blow into bubbles easily. Ask the chn to each use a straw to blow into the mixture and produce a surface of coloured bubbles. Mix a selection of colours and encourage chn to enjoy blowing bubbles in each. To make a print, hold he outside edges of the paper over the bubbles, keeping it level and straight. Lower the paper down to touch the top of the mixing pot, bursting the bubbles on the way. Explain and model how the bubbles burst to make the print. MA: Cover the paper with a base bubble print, wait until it is dry before super imposing 2 or more single bubbles in a darker colour. Talk about the chn’s experiences of blowing bubbles. Discuss how the bubbles pop onto the paper, leaving a darker ring with a blotchy centre. Talk about the sizes, shapes and colours of the bubbles created. Key vocab: pop, burst, print, colour, shades, pale, dark, round, circle, lower, down, higher, straight, spherical, curved. (EM40-60c, d,  e; ELGii)
· Begin constructing own umbrellas using papier mache. Mould coloured tissue paper onto balloons, dry then cut out carefully.  Use drinking straws for the handle and attack all completed umbrellas onto one large umbrella to work as a mobile. Also make own rain drops using cling film, paint and sequences ironed together. (EMM30-50j, k, l, m; 40-60g, h, I, j

Who needs water to stay alive?
	· On a dry day, use large paintbrushes and paint the floors and walls outside with water. Help chn to notice what happens to their pictures when the sun shines. (EM40-60c, d,  e; ELGii)
· Sing ‘Jack and Jill.’ Ask chn to find a partner and act out the rhyme. (EMM30-50b, f; 40-60a, b; BI30-50b, c, d; 40-60b; ELGi, ii)
· Use pipettes to draw up coloured ink and then carefully drop some onto blotting paper, one drop at a time. Encourage the chn to watch and talk about the patterns they see as the ink spreads. What different shapes can you see? Can you add lines and turn the blots into lowers or animals? What else could you turn you picture into? (BI ELGii; EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
· Ask chn to choose one character form Renoir’s painting to explore in more detail. Model and support chn selecting from a wide variety of tools and media to recreate their relief portrait. E.g. Paint and collage; pastels. As chn work ask them to talk about the materials they have chosen and to describe the character, imagining who they might be, how they might be feeling and where they might be going. Once completed, design and make own gold frames for the portraits using collage materials and gold paint. (BI ELGii; EMM ELGii)

28.1.2013
Which animals live in water?
	· Ask chn to draw an underwater scene using white candles/ wax crayons. Cover with watery blue paint wash. Encourage the chn to describe what happens as the wash is added to their picture. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
· Make fish glove puppets. AIA: Show the chn an example of a fish glove puppet and how it moves with your hand inside it. Let each child chose a template to draw round with chalk. Help chn to cut out two matching fish shapes in either foam or felt and decorate with shiny scales and gel pens. Support the chn to either sew or staple the two pieces together, leaving it open at the tail for their hand to go inside. Encourage the chn to use their puppets in imaginative play to retell and re-enact familiar shared stories. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii; BI40-60b; ELGi, ii)
· Use empty tissue boxes to make fish tanks. Widen the opening and cover with cellophane. Use blue/ green paper to line the outside of the box and cut out fish and other creatures from shiny paper. Put shells and pebbles on the floor. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii; BI40-60b; ELGi, ii)
· Use plastic pots and bottles to make hanging fish. Model and support chn attaching an empty plastic pot to the end of plastic bottles to create the base model. Then cover the model with strips of newspaper and PVA glue. On the final layer, cover with absorbent kitchen roll and PV glue. When the models are dry, paint and decorate them and add coloured cellophane for fins and tails. (EMM30-50j, k, l, m; 40-60g, h, I, j
· Textiles focus. Using the zoom feature on the National gallery website, draw chn’s attention to the various buttons which can be seen on the clothing of people in Renoir’s Umbrellas painting. Explain to the chn that over the next couple of weeks we shall be exploring and learning about how to make different buttons. Model and work with the chn to construct a huge Dorset button and experiment with different ways of making buttons e.g. heating plastic carrier bags onto straws to make curly buttons, cut shapes in wood and paint them and make papier mache style buttons using PVA and tissue paper. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii; BI40-60b; ELGi, ii)

4.2.2013
How can we travel on water?
	· Construct boats from off-cuts of soft wood, straws and card. AIA: Show chn toy boats and talk about the shapes and different parts they can see.  Invite chn to make boats. Show the group all of the resources available. Ask chn to shut their eyes and imagine what they are going to make. Ask them to describe what they are planning to do. Make suggestions where necessary to help with any unlikely construction problems and encourage children to help each other. When all he boats are completed, arrange a launching party and float them in the water tray for everyone to admire. Key vocab: Bow, stern, sail, hull, funnel. (EMM30-50j,  k, l, m; 40-60g, h, i, j; EGii)
· Encourage chn to draw a simple outline of a boat onto a mall polystyrene tile. Use rollers to cover the picture with paint. Press the tile face down on blue paper to print the boat. (BI ELGii; EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
· Choose a piece of music about the sea e.g. Four Sea Interludes by Britten. Ask groups of chn to paint pictures of the sea as they listen. (BI40-60b; ELGi, ii)
· Make a storm using musical instruments. Begin with a few raindrops on the maracas or triangle. Get louder adding the rain-sticks made in LC1, tambourines and drums. Help chn make the sounds die away. Show them the musical symbols for getting louder (crescendo <) and quieter (diminuendo >). Chn can take turns in conducting small group of musicians. (BI40-60b; ELGi, ii; EMM ELGii)

How do we work and play with water?
	· Look at famous paintings of the sea by artists such as Tuner or Hokusai and encourage the chn to paint their own picture using similar colours and textures. (BI ELG ii; EMM ELG ii)
· Drop marbling inks on the surface of a shallow tray of water. Comb the water to make a pattern. Help chn to dip a sheet of paper onto the water, remove and leave to dry. (EMM4060 c, d, e; ELii)
