· RE SoW: Special Places
· SEAL sessions – Children will participate in a SEAL session at least once a week.  This may be in a whole class situation or small groups.  SEAL topic for this half term is ‘Going for Goals’.


	Continuous/Enhanced Provision.
	· Jungle role-play area: Encourage taking turns, sharing, playing fairly etc.

· Work as a team to make a den in the jungle.

· As part of enhanced continuous provision, introduce chn to a variety of animal homes and habitats.
· Mini-beast hunts – As part of outdoor provision - Discuss and demonstrate to children how to collect and release insects.  Emphasise the need to be gentle and always put living creatures back where they were found.  Children will create a poster to explain the rules of catching mini-beasts.  
· Additional focus this term on self-care, independence and organisational skills. Encourage children to complete tasks independently, get changed for PE, put coats on and do the zips up in a good time. E.g. For PE get changed to the length of one song we have been learning for our animal PLC.

Which animal am I? Where do I live?


	· SEAL sessions – Children will participate in a SEAL session at least once a week.  This may be in a whole class situation or small groups.  SEAL topic for this half term is ‘Going for Goals’ Each child to set themselves a goal and display it: look again at end of the term. Have you achieved your goal? How do you know? Use stories for example ‘Giraffe’s Can’t Dance’ and ‘The Hare and the Tortoise’– to develop an awareness of self-esteem and not being afraid to set ourselves challenging goals.

· RE SoW: Special Places - WALT: Talk about a place that is special to me 
Talk about places where the chn feel safe. Favourite places and why. Talk about the homes that we live in. What is special about the home? Look at books and pictures showing a variety of homes, ask chn which ones they would like to live in and why. 

AIA: Drawings of favourite places. (PS2)

CIA: Ind activities to include small world house and role play

· During circle time, show chn a variety of pictures/ small world toys of different animals. Collaboratively sort the pictures into ones which chn might have as pets and ones that are found on farms/ in the wild etc. Ask them to identify them and think about where they might live? Where have we seen these animals? What would their homes be like in the natural world? (PS3)

Which animals can we find in the jungle?


	· SEAL sessions – Children will participate in a SEAL session at least once a week.  This may be in a whole class situation or small groups.  SEAL topic for this half term is ‘Going for Goals’ Each child to set themselves a goal and display it: look again at end of the term. Have you achieved your goal? How do you know? Use stories for example ‘Giraffe’s Can’t Dance’ and ‘The Hare and the Tortoise’– to develop an awareness of self-esteem and not being afraid to set ourselves challenging goals.
· RE SoW: Special Places - WALT: Talk about what is special in the natural world
Go on a walk around school with digital camera, draw chn’s attention to new growth as well as an opportunity for chn to look for and observe minibeasts within their own environment. Discuss likes and dislikes of the environment (informal assess for EYFSP). This can be further developed during continuous prov in the outdoor area. Share the book Wonderful Earth by Nick Butterworth and Mick Inkpen and discuss. (PS6)

Why do animals have patterns? Why do some animals change colour?


	· SEAL sessions – Children will participate in a SEAL session at least once a week.  This may be in a whole class situation or small groups.  SEAL topic for this half term is ‘Going for Goals’ Each child to set themselves a goal and display it: look again at end of the term. Have you achieved your goal? How do you know? Use stories for example ‘Giraffe’s Can’t Dance’ and ‘The Hare and the Tortoise’– to develop an awareness of self-esteem and not being afraid to set ourselves challenging goals.

· During a circle time introduce the week’s PLC. Hide 5 soft toys around the room where they can be seen from the circle but are not immediately visible. Talk about why animals hide and how it might feel to be found. As a group find the animals. (PS7, 8)
· Use a variety of animal prints and attach these to the lids of six boxes. Put a matching soft toy or model animal into each box and invite children to guess which animal is inside. Invite children to examine the cards closely. Ask if they would like their skin to be patterned, furry, rough or tough? What do they like about their own skin? (PS12, 13, 14)

Do all baby animals look the same?

Which animals make good pets?


	· SEAL sessions – Children will participate in a SEAL session at least once a week.  This may be in a whole class situation or small groups.  SEAL topic for this half term is ‘Going for Goals’ Each child to set themselves a goal and display it: look again at end of the term. Have you achieved your goal? How do you know? Use stories for example ‘Giraffe’s Can’t Dance’ and ‘The Hare and the Tortoise’– to develop an awareness of self-esteem and not being afraid to set ourselves challenging goals.
· RE SoW: Special Places - WALT: Know about the Christian story of Creation
Read the story of Creation from the Lion Bible and act it out.
· Show chn pictures of a variety of animals. Talk about how we should behave around animals. Little Miss Muffet – Sing the song and talk about what Little Miss Muffet was frightened of.  Discuss the fear of spiders and other insects and talk about how we could overcome them.. How do chn think they would feel if they were an animal meeting a human for the first time? Discuss the importance of being quiet and gentle near animals. (PS9, 10)
· Looking after pets – Discuss the needs of animals and the things we need to do to look after them and keep them happy.  Write instructions for how to look after a pet e.g. dog, cat, rabbit, hamster etc. (PS4)
