· Encourage chn to work as a grp as they make and cook gingerbread men. (PS8)
· Ensure chn wash their hands and understand the importance of keeping surfaces clean as they participate in food preparation and baking activities. (PS11)
· Involve chn in a Fairy Tale Circle Time Session: Organise chn into a sitting circle and hand out masks to each child. Ask each chd to introduce their character. Pass around a ‘golden ball’ and each character says what they have done to help someone that week and something that they have done that got them into trouble. Discuss good and bad things the different fairy story characters have done. Discuss ways of making bad things good again. Ask some of the fairy story characters to talk about how they corrected their behaviour.  (PS10)
