Obj: N30-50 Recites numbers in order to 10, continuing count forwards and backwards.  N40-60 Selects the correct numeral to represent 1 to 5, then 1 to 10 objects. Begin to recognise none and zero when counting.

Warm Up: Count up to 10 using fingers. Then count back from 10. Repeat using different starting and stopping no’s.
Main Teaching Session: WALT Count on and back up to10.
Shuffle large numeral cards. Choose one: What is this number? How do you know? Can you see this number anywhere in the room? Repeat using diff cards. Which number comes first? Give out cards to ind. Who has 0?Ask chn to come out in order & stand at front. This is a number line. our number line starts at 0 and goes up to 10. Recite the no’s from 0 to 10 together pointing to each no as you count. Which number comes before 3? Which number comes after 9? Which number comes between 5 and 7?
