· Chn to choose one character form Renoir’s painting to explore in more detail and recreate a relief portrait.
· Talk to the chn about how plants need water to grow. Growing plants investigation.

·  Use ICT sound clips to listen to a range of sounds that water can make
	Which animals live in water?
· Children can use non-fiction texts, CD-ROMs or the internet to find out about different types of animals that live in the sea. Compare these to animals that live on the land.
· If possible, visit a pond at a local park or garden and explore pond dipping.
· In the tuff tray area, make a large blue paper pond.
· Make fish glove puppets.
· Use empty tissue boxes to make fish tanks.
· Textiles focus - construct a huge Dorset button and experiment with different ways of making buttons
· Talk about salt water and fresh water, sea and river life.
