What is the weather like?

Weather/ Seasons


	What does it feel like when the wind blows?

· Explain that wind is moving air. Although we cannot see the wind we can see what the wind does.

· Observe effects of the wind by tying ribbons onto branches.

· Investigate where the windiest paces around school are. 

· Explore and create windmills, kites, streamers, windsock and wind chimes.
· Using instruments to recreate wind sounds.

· Explore pictures & music of stormy weather

· Paint pictures to illustrate the Beaufort Scale.

· Talk about how all snowflakes are different.
· Look at the shapes that make up a snowflake

· Make a snowflakes mobile

· Silhouette pictures

· Explore different white textures.
· Winter walk: What can we see that tells us that Jack Frost has visited?

· Observe frost patterns in icing sugar

· Making own snow storms

· Weighing snowballs.

If snowing:

· Making and investigating own icebergs.
	How do we keep warm in winter?

· Explore clothes and find out which parts of the body they keep warm.

· How do Inuit people keep warm?

· Discuss dangers of snow and ice.

· Melting and freezing: experiment to see which household objects freeze

· Compare lengths of scarves

· Patterns on scarves

· Design own woolly hat
	Reflection & Presentation
· Bringing it all together – planning a winter fair
· Making winter soup

· Making Snowflake biscuits

· Making decorations

· Making salt dough fridge magnets

· Preparing games to play at the winter fair e.g. winter wishing well, pin the nose on the snowman (collage), Guess the number of white bonbons (snowballs) in a jar, throwing snowballs (table tennis balls into a bucket), find the treasure game
	Reflection & Presentation
· Write a group poem that explains how the weather is used.

· Learn new songs about different weather types for an assembly
· Collaborate to make a group collage and assembly to show what we have learned about the weather so far.
