Play ‘minute races’ eg. how many cubes can they join, how many beads can they thread, how tall a tower can they build, how many numbers can they write, how many shapes can you draw in a repeating pattern, how many times can they write ‘the’? etc. Choose up to 4 children for a race. Try a race with a 3 minute timer. What difference will it make? Why?
