	Home Corner/ Role Play
	Model playing alongside chn in the seaside role play area.  Choose a shopkeeper who will operate the till, take the money and give change if necessary. Tell chn they can buy more than one item, e.g. …. wants to buy three postcards. How much will three postcards cost? 3p. ….. hands over three pennies for his shopping – the shopkeeper checks he has been given the right amount of money. Chn take turns to select items and add the amounts together. ……..has bought some flip-flops for 10p and a pair of sunglasses for 5p. How much does she spend?
In the home corner, Encourage chn to role play preparing for a day at the beach. What will they need to pack? How will they get there? Where will they go? What will they do when they arrive? How will they need to dress the babies to stay safe in the sun. Model and play alongside the children as they dress the babies in appropriate sun wear, apply sunscreen. Talk about drinking water and wearing a sunhat. (LA30-50a; ELGiii; S40-60b, d, e; ELGiii; links with MR30-50c; SCSA 30-50e; ELGii)
