	Physical Development :  KM
Talk briefly about how the Earth spins and this is what creates day and night. What other objects spin? Explore using spinning hoops and a variety of sized balls appropriately and with confidence. (PD7)
Warm up: Repeat Rush to the ship! from PLC 1 and 2. Enc chn to find different ways to travel around the moon to music before it’s time to rush to the ship.
Space games In pairs, chn play throwing/catching games. As there is no gravity on the Moon the ball would float away unless we jump really high to catch it. Child throwing throws ball high so their partner has to jump up to catch it. In 4s play Martian football, taking turns to carefully kick the ball to each other. What would they need to look out for? Lay out a series of hoops (craters) different distances away. Chn take turns to throw their beanbags into the craters – who can reach the crater furthest away? (PD7)

	Carpet session 2: PSRN  CT/HLTA
Obj: Begin to use mathematical names for solid 3D shapes & flat 2D shapes & mathematical terms to describe shapes (40-60mths)
Warm Up: AFL: Give each child a triangle, circle, rectangle or square. Make a puppet slide one of these shapes up from behind a ‘wall’. Chn hold up their shape if they think it’s theirs. Ask the name of the shape. Rpt with all 4 shapes. 
Main Teaching Session:  Show chn a cube and a cuboid. Number each face, 1, 2, 3…6 and then discuss the shape of each face. Ask chn to say what is the same and what is different about a cube and a cuboid. Give each child a shape including lots of cuboids, cubes and spheres. Grandpa Muddles hides a cube in a bag and describes it to the chn. Chn hold up their shape if they think the shape in the bag is like theirs. Rpt for sphere, cuboid, and other shapes. Reinforce the names of cube, cuboid, sphere.
	Carpet session 2: PSRN  CT/HLTA
Obj: Use language such as ‘circle’ or ‘bigger’ to describe the shape and size of solids and flats shapes. (40-60 mths) Sort familiar objects to identify their similarities/ differences, making choices & justifying decisions. (40-60 mths) Warm Up: Give a rocket to a child. They hold it low. Together count back from 10, then shout blast off. The child makes the rocket rise up. Rpt, giving the rocket to different chn. Main Teaching Session: Give each child a 3D shape: include packaging, shapes with flat faces, curved faces and some with both. Label 3 hoops ‘roll’, ‘stack, and ‘both’. Several chn at a time come and place their shapes in the correct hoop. Do the rest of the class agree? Afterwards look at the shape in each of 3 hoops and discuss them. Discuss how some shapes are good to stack on supermarket shelves and some are not! Reinforce the names cube, sphere and cuboid. Do chn recall what is special about a cube?
	Carpet session 2: PSRN  CT/HLTA
Obj: Say and uses number names in order using a variety of contexts. (40-60 mths) 

Main Session obj: As Yesterday

Warm Up: Play Ping-Pong. Throw a bean bag to a child saying one. They reply two as they throw it back. Throw it to another child saying three on and so until 20. Interrupt the counting occasionally to say ping, the child replies pong. Repeat, this time counting backwards from 10… from 20. Main Teaching Session:  Take the chn into the hall and put out some PE mats. Give each child a 3D shape including cubes, cuboids and spheres. Chn jog around the hall between the mats until you bang a drum. Anyone who has a shape with a square face, go and stand on a mat. Briefly discuss some of the shapes chn have on the mats. Chn jog around again, call out different instructions e.g. stand on a mat if you have a shape which will roll, is a cube, has 6 faces…
	Carpet session 2: PSRN  CT/HLTA
Obj: Use lang such as more/ less to compare 2 numbers. (40-60 mths) Use language such as ‘circle’ or ‘bigger’ to describe the shape and size of solids and flats shapes. (40-60 mths) Sort familiar objects to identify their similarities/ differences, making choices & justifying decisions. (40-60 mths)
Warm Up: Peg 1-20 astronauts on the washing line. Whilst chn close their eyes, swap a pair of cards. They open their eyes and look for which 2 are in the wrong place? Rpt.
Main Teaching Session: 
Give each pair a cuboid box, e.g. food packaging. Label 2 hoops ‘all rectangle faces’ and ‘some square faces’. Ask each pair to look at the faces of their cuboid and count the squares and then count the rectangles. Each pair come and put their cuboid in the correct hoop. Do the rest of the class agree? Were there more cuboids with all rectangular faces or more with some square faces? If a shape had all square faces what would it be?

	Carpet Session 3: CLL    CT/HLTA
Obj: Use talk to rehearse, reorder & reflect on past experience. (40-60 mths) Attempt writing for different purposes, using features of different forms such as instructions. (40-60 mths)
Write ‘How to Make a Big Rocket’ on the f/c and read this together. Show the photos in order of what the chn did last week. Say that we are going to write instructions to help chn in a diff class make a big rocket! Ask chn what we did first? We took a large box & cut holes for windows and doors. What did we do next? We used cardboard to make the nose. Demonstrate how we can write clear simple sentences starting with a bossy verb. We are telling people what to do!
	Carpet Session 3: CLL    CT/HLTA
Obj: Sustain attentive listening, responding to what they have heard with relevant comments, questions or actions. (40-60 mths)
WALT: Read instructions, note their features including bossy verbs.
Show a list of instructions (see resources). Read these together. What do these tell us how to make? A balloon rocket that takes off. Look at the features of instructions. First they tell us what we need. Then they tell us what to do. Point out the bossy verbs at the start of each instruction.  We begin each line with a bossy word! Then point out how the sentences are short and clear. They just tell us what to do really clearly.
	Carpet Session 3: CLL    CT/HLTA
Obj: Extend their vocabulary, exploring the meaning and sound of new words. Use their phonic knowledge to write simple regular words and make phonetically plausible attempts at more complex words. (40-60 mths)
WALT: Write descriptive words and phrases. Share ‘The Baby and the Rocket.’ What does the rocket look like? How could we describe this rocket? Take suggestions and model writing some descriptive words & phrases. E.g. tall, white, narrow at the top, three pointy wings, etc. Now show three pictures of other rockets, one at a time. How would we describe these? Take suggestions and write a few phrases to describe each one.  Discuss how we write new unfamiliar words.
	Carpet Session 3: CLL    CT/HLTA
Obj: Attempt writing for different purposes, using features of different forms .(40-60 mths)
WALT: Suggest and write features of rockets
Look again at the four different rockets we discussed yesterday. What can we say are the features of rockets? Write this phrase on f/c. and underline it.  What makes something, a rocket and not a plane or a helicopter? Shared-write a list of the features of rockets on the f/c. Encourage chn to come out and write a feature they suggest as appropriate, and model how we write forming our letters and sounding out words to spell them.
	Carpet Session 3: CLL    CT/HLTA
Obj: Attempt writing for different purposes, using features of different forms. Write their own names & other things such as labels and captions etc…(40-60 mths)
WALT: Write labels for our own rockets.
Give each child a picture of a simple rocket (see resources). Explain that we will label two or three features of this rocket. Take suggestions for an obvious feature to label. The nose. Model writing the word on the f/c and ask chn to label this on their rocket. Some chn may only write the first letter but they can produce the ‘label’. Continue like this, labelling at least two more features. Model writing each word first.

Show chn an image of the centre of the Earth and point out the core, mantle and crust. Provide a basket of paper colour and sizes. Tell chn that they can be used to make pictures of the Earth. Enc chn to use the word circle and appropriate size vocabulary and to say how many circles they will need as they construct heir colourful pictures to show the Earth’s cross section. (N11)

	Carpet Session 6:

Obj: Identifies simple features. Describes and talks about what they see. (30-50 mths)
Find out about, and identify, some features of living things, objects and events they observe (40-60 mths)
WALT: understand that some objects make and give out light, and that these are called light sources. Show chn the torch and ask chn to tell you what its purpose is. Pass the torch around the circle and ask chn whether they can make it give out light. Spend a few minutes switching the torch on and off.  Ask: Where else can we get light from? Then show other objects e.g. electric lamp, var of torches, candle..). Look at an image of the Sun and ask how we can turn the Sun on and off. Use as an opp to assess chn’s conceptual und of day and night. Exp.l. that the Sun cannot be switched off and does not disappear; it is giving light to another part of the world – model asking chn to demonstrate this with either inflatables/ globe. Ask: Where does light come from at night? Ensure chn und that the moon is not a light source but simply reflects light from the Sun. Can chn recall what the Sun is?
