Henry Rousseau:

Tiger in a Storm

(Surprised)

What amazing animals can we find in our World?

	Which animal am I? 
Where do I live?

· Learn that there are many different kinds of animals in the world. Naming and sorting animals into domestic/ wild/ farm/ocean.
· Find out about where the animals live – using a globe and simple atlas. Recreate a variety of habitats as part of CP small world to dev und of different animal homes.
· Create central learning environment jungle role play area. Chn take on different roles during expedition – map reader, cook, lookout, diary keeper etc.
· Ask the children to choose an animal and find out as much as they can about it. Where does it live? What does it eat? Use CD-ROMs and non fiction books.  Use info to make a class animal book or animal alphabet frieze.
	Which animals can we find in the jungle?

· Henri Rousseau claimed to have witnessed Tigers in the Mexican jungle. Find out where Mexico is.

· Plan a trip to the jungle - What will you take? What will the weather be like? Where will you stay? Map making.

· Jungle Journey: Listen to sounds, look at pictures etc, go through nature walk to imagine we are in the jungle.

· Write sentences to describe the jungle.
· Jungle food: Taste fruits from the jungles and rainforests around the world. Jungle café.
· Create your own animal – mask/ puppet/ as part of CP construction
	Why do animals have patterns? Why do some animals change colour?

· Jungle patterns – read ‘Rumble in the Jungle’. Look at the patterns on the animals’ skin.
· Explore concept of ‘camouflage’ to help animals blend in with their surroundings.
· Children create jungle patterns and find different materials that are camouflaged with sand, colored materials, water etc.

· Learn about and make a hide – what colour should it be? What will you need in the hide? Collect natural objects from the nature area to make the hide camouflaged.

· Change materials in sand tray / tuff spot – sawdust, gravel, soil etc. Which animals would live in there?
	Do all baby animals look the same?

Which animals make good pets?

· To notice differences and similarities in adults and their young. Briefly introduce lifecycles of minibeasts through exploration and CLL focus.
· To know what an animal needs to be healthy and happy

· Which animals have we explored would be suitable as a pet? What pets do we have? How do we take care of our pets? What happens when our pet is sick?
· Pet Instructions – Children to write a set of instructions on how to look after a pet such as a dog, cat, rabbit, hamster etc.
· As part of indoor role play encourage chn to look after and take care of imaginary pets.

Pupils re-create painting as a 3D version inside a cardboard box.
