Warm Up: Count in 10’s to 100 then backwards using 100 grid. Hand out  number fans. Exp that you are going to say a no and chn must hold it in their heads. Say a second number and chn add to first no by counting on. Show answer using no fans.
Main Teaching Session: 
Sing ‘Ten in the Bed’ Invite 10 chn to take part in acting out the rhyme/ use bears. Choose diff amounts to fall out each time.  How many were in the bed? How many are left? How many fell out? Repeat.

Record no sentences on the board – say and write 10 take away 4 makes 6. How can we check that? What is the total of 6 and 4? 

	Carpet session 2: PSRN  CT/HLTA

Obj: Begin to understand vocab related to money. Sort coins including £1 & £2, use them in play to pay and give change. (NLC/C ELG8)
Warm Up: Number bonds to 10 song. Provide chn with counting objects. Give them a number and ask chn to work with a LP to find 2 numbers/ amounts that add together to give that total.
Main Teaching Session: Ask chn to count out a number of coins on the IWB. Count out 5 x1p coins. Count out 2 x 10p coins.  Count out 1x 50p coin, 2x 10p and 3 x 1p coins. Repeat for diff amounts. Show chn http://www.iboard.co.uk/iwb/619 ask them to read out the prices and work in pairs to buy the different fruits. How much is a banana? apple? bunch of grapes? Show me the coins you need to buy it? Ask diff chn to say which coins they have used. Repeat for diff items.

Warm Up: Doubles to 10 song.
Explain that you are going to throw  the dice. When you give the number, they have to double it and hold up their thumbs to answer. Check all chn are counting on to do this.
Main Teaching Session: 

Ask chn to work with a LP to solve different money problems. How much does 5p and 3p make? What is the total of 6p and 1p? If I have 10p and I spend 30, how much is left? A teddy costs 50p and a car costs 30p, which costs the most?
Repeat using adding and subtracting. Ask chn to demonstrate which coins they would use to make 9p. What else could you use? Repeat using different amounts up to 10p.

Obj: Listens with enjoyment to stories, songs, rhymes and poems, sustains attentive listening and responds with relevant comments, questions and actions. Shows an understanding of the elements of stories, such as main character, sequence of events and openings. Retells narratives in the correct sequence, drawing on language patterns of stories.
Read or tell the story of Goldilocks and the 3 bears using either Big Book/E Book. Encourage the chn to join in with the repeated refrains of “Who has been sitting in my chair?” etc. Summarise the story; first Goldilocks broke the chair, then she ate the porridge, finally she fell asleep in little bear’s bed.
Ask four children to hold a picture card showing a single character. Encourage them to take turns to name the character and say something about the part that they play in the story. Extend the discussion by talking about characters from other well-known stories. 
Choose some children to represent the characters in the story. Take the part of narrator with chosen children acting out their parts and the class joining in with the refrains.

	Carpet Session 3: CLL    CT/HLTA

Obj: Shows an understanding of the elements of stories, such as main character, sequence of events and openings. Retells narratives in the correct sequence, drawing on language patterns of stories.
Start by revising the story sequence using props and story cards. Talk about the structure. Explain that because something happens in a story then, as a result something else happens (actions and reactions) Q: What happens to the 3 bears at the very beginning of the story & what happens because of it? (Porridge is too hot so they go for a walk & Goldilocks finds the cottage empty.)  Build a story map on the IWB: Goldilocks’ house, 3 bears’ house, chairs, bowls of porridge, beds. 
Describe the setting. Tell the story with children joining in with refrains

Modelled Writing: Write an opening sentence to label Goldilocks’ house on the story map. E.g. Once upon a time a little girl called Goldilocks lived at the edge of a forest.

Obj: Shows an understanding of the elements of stories, such as main character, sequence of events and openings. Attempts writing for a variety of purposes, using features of different forms.
Retells narratives in the correct sequence, drawing on language patterns of stories.
Label the story map using sentences containing simple connectives to signal time sequence. E.g. First Goldilocks sat in Daddy bear’s chair, but it was too hard. Then she sat in Mummy bear’s chair … After that she …

Continue to model creating 3 sentences for the section on Goldilocks eating the porridge.

For the final section, where Goldilocks tries the beds and falls asleep, ask the class to work in pairs to suggest the opening sentence. Continue until you have agreed 3 sentences. Encourage the use of first, then, next, after that.

	Bear Sorting in dry porridge oats: Provide small world bears and a variety of different sized bowls. Ask chn how to sort the bears. Which criteria will they use and how many groups will they need? Either focus on size or move onto colour combinations as key criteria. Ask pupils to count and match the number of bears in each group they have made and add appropriate titles to the groups they have made.

EXT: Which type of bear is the most popular – enc chn to create own pictograms/ tally charts etc.

	Play with Hot and Cold Porridge (or dry and wet) - the children can use their senses of touch, taste and smell to examine the porridge and to discover what it can and can’t do - Provide bowls, spoons, and whisks to have fun and experiment.

	Baker’s Shop role play area: Use money to pay and give change for items bought in the shop. (See whole class PSRN sessions)


	Recap how there are 3 bears in the story of Goldilocks. Show bear props. Are they all the same size? Who is the biggest bear? Which is the smallest bear? Explain want to put them in order, biggest here and smallest there (label with appropriately sized writing). Get C to point to where big/little bear should go. Who have we missed out? Mummy/middle sized bear. Where should she go? She’s bigger than Baby Bear but smaller than Daddy bear. Position Mummy Bear and discuss how are in order, now starting from smallest, bigger, biggest/biggest, smaller, smallest (do both ways). Then cut and stick activity:

LA – stick 3 beds in order of size

MA – stick 3 sets of things in order of size

HA – stick 3 sets of things. C have to decide on order biggest to smallest OR smallest to biggest and find ways to measure them in order to check.(N4, 9)

	Home Corner/ Role Play
	Involve chn in setting set up the role-play area as the cottage belonging to the Three Bears, where they can play & recreate scenes from the story. Focus on developing the children’s understanding of number and size. Place a table in the cottage and ask chn to find three sets each of large, medium and small spoons, plastic dishes, plastic cups, chairs, beds and teddy bears, and a fair-haired doll to represent Goldilocks. Provide other play items such as a role-play microwave or cooker for making pretend porridge, dressing-up clothes such as a waistcoat for Father Bear, a necklace for Mother Bear and a bib for Baby Bear.

Make a story bag using the picture cards; a copy of the story; doll; three teddy bears; three small-world bowls, chairs and beds of different sizes. Leave the story bag in the story corner for the children to explore and use when retelling the story.  (PS2, 7)
	Invite the children to pretend to be a bear in the cottage. Show them how to lift the telephone phone receiver, press the numbers 999 and say ‘Police please’. Ask them to pretend that the police will answer, and they should tell them that someone has broken into their cottage. Encourage them to say what has happened and what is broken. (L6)
