	Chn should use a picture downloaded from the internet to copy in order to paint their creature. Chn work in grps with the picture in front of them. Help them to structure their work so that every child creates a good picture of their creature. Photograph their finished art work with a digital camera. (EM40-60c, d,  e; ELGii)
	Use pipettes to draw up coloured ink and then carefully drop some onto blotting paper, one drop at a time. Encourage the chn to watch and talk about the patterns they see as the ink spreads. What different shapes can you see? Can you add lines and turn the blots into lowers or animals? What else could you turn you picture into? (BI ELGii; EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
Help chn to mix paints following simple instructions: 3 scoops of dry powder paint add one scoop of water. Mix until smooth. What happens if they add one more scoop of powder or more scoops of water? (N30-50a, c; 40-60g,n)
