	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj: Begin to use mathematical names for solid 3D shapes and mathematical terms to describe them. 

Warm Up: Give each child triangle, circle, rectangle or square. Make a puppet slide one of these shapes up from behind a ‘wall’. Chn hold up their shape if they think it’s theirs. Ask the name of the shape. Ask chn too describe its propertiesRepeat with all 4 shapes.

Whole Class Teaching: Show chn a large cube. This shape is called a cube, like  the sugar cube. Can you think of anything else that is this shape? (E.g. cubes used in maths, dice, box). Point to a face. We call this a face, it’s looking at you! What shape is this face? And the other faces? A cube is a very special shape because all its faces are exactly the same! Count them, putting a piece of blu-tack® on each to keep track. Rpt with corners. Show a cuboid. How is this like a cube, and how is it different? Discuss the shapes of its faces. Count faces and corners. Show a cylinder. What's different about this shape? Discuss how it has no corners, and has a curved face round the middle, and a circle at each end. Compare with a cone. Pass the 4 shapes round so that chn look at them more closely. Discuss objs shaped like them (boxes, cans, ice cream cone).

	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj: Begin to use mathematical names for solid 3D shapes and mathematical terms to describe them.

Warm Up: Count to 100 using the 1-100 grid. Half the class say numbers 1 to 9, 11 to 19, 21 to 29, etc in a mouse voice, and the other half roar the tens numbers like lions!
Whole Class Teaching:
Give each child a 3D shape: include ones with flat faces, ones with curved faces and ones with both. Label 3 hoops ‘curved face’, ‘flat face’, and ‘both’. Several chn at a time come and place their shapes in the correct hoop. Do the rest of the class agree? Afterwards look at the shapes in each of 3 hoops and discuss them. Reinforce the name cube and mention the names of other shapes. Do chn remember what is special about a cube?
	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj: Begin to use mathematical names for solid 3D shapes and mathematical terms to describe them.

Warm Up: Count to 20 WIHOUT the support of a number track or 1-100 grid. Chn hold up a finger for each number to 10, then one finger for 11, 2 for 12 and so on, and wave 1 or 2 hands for 5, 10, 15, 20, shouting these numbers.
Whole Class Teaching: Give each child a 3D shape. Hide a 3D shape in a bag and describe it to the class. Chn hold up their shape if they think it’s a copy of the one you’ve hidden. Reveal the shape to check. Everyone who was right wins a cube.

Show chn the Animated Tale The Christmas Present. At the end, ask chn why they think a home-made present is the best present for Mum? Point out animals in story. What did cat suggest? Why? What did dog suggest? Why?  Brainstorm other animals and ask chn what each one would suggest: what might a cow suggest? A lion? A shark?

Obj: Brainstorm ideas for their own poem
Ask chn to name people they love and who they would like to give a present to, e.g. mum, dad, nan, step-mum, granny, cousins, uncles, aunties, foster mum/dad. Collect chn’s suggestions. Show chn poem My Christmas Dad and read it to them. Read it a 2nd time together, matching words spoken and read. Repeat this to read My Christmas Mum. Point out that these 2 poems are written to someone who cares for us/who we love. Discuss who chn would like to write a Christmas poem to. Explain that we will describe someone we love. Brainstorm ideas.   
	Carpet Session 4: CLL

Obj: Read a sentence together matching words spoken and read
Re-read The Christmas Present. Highlight the repeated phrase used in the story: “What present do you think I should give Mum?” Read it through with chn, pointing to each word as you do. Use plan resource with sentence words. Hang words on line. Remove a word and ask chn to guess what word has gone? Repeat this with different words
	Carpet Session 4: CLL

Obj: Write words by sounding them out
Look again at The Christmas Present. Re-read the beginning where Tom thinks about his own present. Look at the words describing it. Big, coloured, etc. What do chn think it could be? Encourage chn to make suggestions, then write these on their whiteboards, sounding out the words. Demonstrate that we can have a go at writing any word if we sound it out. (Do not worry about ‘correct’ spellings here – just insist on phonetic spelling, e.g. barby dol, etc.)

Obj: Show an interest in the natural world. Gain an awareness of the cultures and beliefs of others. Recap where the Arctic and the Antarctic is using a globe. Explain that some people and animals are surrounded by snow and ice for most of the year back up using contemporary pictures and information about how the Inuit people live. Explain they prefer the name Inuit to Eskimo, which is a derogatory term meaning 'eaters of raw meat'. Avoid reinforcing the stereotype that all people in the Arctic regions live in igloos. Explain that people in hunting parties may use these traditional snow houses for temporary shelter, but mostly they live in houses just as we do. 

Talk about how the Inuit keep warm and healthy and safe. Help the children to realise that in the towns, the Inuit people heat their houses as we do – 

'What would it be like to live in the Arctic/Antarctic?' Use the pictures from Mama, Do You Love Me? to help the children visualise the landscape. 

'What is the country like where the little Inuit girl lives? How will she keep warm and safe?' Use the glossary from the book to enhance the question session. For example, 'Inuit boots have a special name, can you remember what it was? What are the boots made out of?'
