	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj: Use language such as more or less, greater or smaller to compare two numbers up to 9 and say which is more or less.

Teach chn ‘Five Little leaves so bright and gay’ from This Little Puffin. Show chn the collection of leaves collated throughout the week and ask: How shall we sort them? (Size, colour, shape, type)

Sort the leaves into hoops How can we find out how many are in each group? How do we know which group has more/less/least/ most? How many will be in this group if I added 1more/ removed 1? How else could we sort the leaves?

	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj: Use language such as more or less, greater or smaller to compare two numbers up to 9 and say which is more or less.

Warm up: Use a number line and count forwards and backwards to 10 / 20.  Ask questions: Which is bigger 5 or 10?  Which is less 2 or 9 etc?
Whole Class Teaching: Ask a child to make a tower of 3 cubes.  Choose another child to make a tower of 7 cubes.  Hold up the towers and ask which is more 3 or 7?  Repeat with 2 and 9.  Ask the children, is 9 more or less than 2?  Ask a child to make a tower of 5 cubes.  Tell them I want to make a tower with more cubes.  How many could I use?  Take suggestions and use to make a tower with more cubes. 
	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj: Use language such as more or less, greater or smaller to compare two numbers up to 9 and say which is more or less.

Warm up: Count forwards and backwards to 20.  Show children a number line.  Children close their eyes and CT removes a number. Children open eyes and work out which number is missing.

Whole class Teaching: Choose a child to shake a large dice and put the matching number of conkers on the plate.  Next ask a child to make a collection with more conkers.  All check. Repeat, asking children to make a collection with less conkers.  Ask questions such as which plate has more / less? How many would there be if I added 1/ removed 1? 
	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj: Find 1 more/1 less than a number from 1 to 10.
Warm up: Count forwards and backwards to 20, match count to fingers . I am going to place some conkers in the tin. Count with me so we know how many I have put in. As chn count, place conkers in tin. How many conkers? Eight. Show me eight fingers. Hold up 1 more conker. How many conkers will I have in the tin if I put another one in? Enc. chn to hold up their 8 fingers, saying 8 and to hold up one more saying 9. Recap eight and one more is nine.
Add conker to tin. We will tip them out to check. Count group in 2’s  repeat 8 and 1 more is 9. Repeat then take one out Now we have 1 less conker. How many do we have? Repeat several times.

Do any of the leaves look familiar?  Read and discuss using illustrations Tell me about the different animals and shapes that you see. Where do you think the Leaf Man is? Where do you think he will go next? Why do you think the author writes “Where a Leaf Man will land, only the wind knows?”

	Sml World/ Tuff spot Act:
	Collection of autumn leaves: describe shape, colour, texture, sound. Write words on leaf templates. Match to identification sheet.
	Enhance: Use skills of matching leaves to create repeating leaf patterns.
Leaf printing. Supply a paper plate with paint in a variety of autumn colours and a sponge for each colour. Explain that using a separate sponge for each colour will prevent the colours from being mixed. Model how to dip the sponge into the paint and wipe off the excess paint on the side of the plate. Model how to wipe the underside of a leaf with a painted sponge, place the leaf onto the printing paper and pressing down. Cover the piece of paper with newspaper and press down gently all over the leaf to ensure an even print. Discuss the results. (PD8)
