	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj: Use fam obj & common shape to create and recreate patterns
Warm Up: Reinforce 1 more/1 less through games and rhymes.
Show chn some everyday objects which have simple patterns on them. (umbrella, hot air balloon, jumper, wrapping paper) Ask: Which colours/ shapes were used to make the patterns. Where have you seen a similar pattern? What other things have patterns on them? Model making linear patterns using the children and then using multilink. Ask: What comes next? Can one child start a pattern and another continue it?  How many cubes of each colour are used in each part of the pattern? Where does the repeat start?
	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj: Use fam obj & common shape to create and recreate patterns
Warm up: Use some large familiar shapes (circle, square, triangle, rectangle, star – same colour) to create linear patterns on IWB.  Include both vertical/horizontal patterns, discussing them by starting from the top, bottom, right or left. Which shapes have been used? What comes next?
Whole Class Teaching:

Give chn shapes as above. Ask some chn to make the beginning of a linear pattern. Ask: Who thinks they have the shape that comes next? Repeat with diff patterns starting both left and right, allow chn time to swap shapes.

Obj: Use fam obj & common shape to create and recreate patterns
Warm Up: Reinforce 1 more/1 less through games and rhymes.
Whole Class Teaching:

Show the children some musical instruments such as triangle, drum, tambourine, rain stick, etc. Demonstrate the sounds each one makes and discuss them with the children. Listen carefully to the sounds I am going to make. Now play a repeating pattern of sounds using 2 or 3 instruments Who thinks they can copy my sounds?

Ask a child to copy the pattern.

Repeat several times then try hiding the instruments as you play them.

Ask a child to create a pattern for another child to copy.

Obj: Use fam obj & common shape to create and recreate patterns
Warm Up: Reinforce 1 more/1 less through games and rhymes.
Whole Class Teaching:

Give each child a large, familiar shape in one of 4 colours. Use some chn holding their shapes to make the beginning of a repeating linear pattern. Who thinks they have the shape that comes next? Who has the right colour but not the right shape? Repeat with diff patterns starting both left and right, swapping shapes to add variety.

Obj: Use familiar objects and common shapes to create and recreate patterns Have a box of cubes ready. Take out one block e.g a green one What colour is this cube? Take out another cube e.g. a red one and place it next to the green one. What colour is this cube? Then take another green and another red and add them to the line. What colour do you think will come next?   Why?  How do you know? Expect children to tell you that it is a pattern. 

Repeat several times with different colours and patterns. Ask the children to create their own patterns using the cubes.

Obj:  Use fam obj & common shape to create and recreate patterns
Collect some objects (not too deep) and arrange in patterns on sheets of paper (small objects and sheets for inside or large objects for outside).

Spray or splatter paint over the objects. Carefully remove the objects to see their silhouettes and expose the pattern.

Talk about the shapes and patterns with the children using open questions, for example: 

What can you tell me about these two shapes?

What is the same about these two? 

Is there something different about this shape compared with that one? 

How did you make your pattern? 

What did you use? 

What has happened now you've taken the tin away?

Make a pattern of silhouettes and see if the children can copy it by finding the objects.

Display the children's shape patterns with the objects alongside and encourage them to match the silhouettes to the objects.

Obj: Use talk instead of action… to reflect on past experience. Listen to and join in with poems … in small groups.

Prior knowledge: Ask the children if they have ever seen the wind. Encourage the children to share their ideas. Then discuss whether or not you can actually see the wind or just the items the wind blows.  Read the poem ‘Wind’ from Out and About by Shirley Hughes. Encourage the chn to talk about how it feels to be out for a walk in the wind. What sort of things does the wind blow about/ move? Model drawing and labeling the chn’s suggestions onto kite/ balloon shaped paper.
	Carpet Session 4: CLL

Obj: Listen to stories with increasing attention and recall. Show interest in illustration.

Show the children The Wind Blew. Introduce the title, author, and illustrator to them. Ask: Is this book fiction or non-fiction? How can we tell? Take the children on a picture walk through the book. Challenge the children to look carefully at the pictures and to make predictions on what the book is about. Read the entire story to the children to see which predictions were correct. What is happening on this page? Where does the story take place? What time of year do you think it is? Why? Who might this character be? Where might they be going? How do you think they feel? How can you tell?

Obj:  Describe main story events & principal characters. Join in with repeated refrains &phrases in stories.
CT: G Hold up The Wind Blew. Ask the children to share what they remember about the story.  Ask chn to recall in sequential order which objects the wind blew away. What did the wind blow away at the beginning/ first, second, after that, next, last finally? Who did the object belong to?  As each item is suggested in order by the chn, reveal the object from a story bag & repeat the appropriate line from the story. Invite chn to play the part of characters using available props as the class re-read, enc chn to join in by suggesting the appropriate rhyming words to end each page. HLTA:  Outside Activities/ observations 
	Carpet Session 4: CLL

Obj: Listen to and join in with stories in small groups. Use talk to pretend in ima. situations.

Re-read the Blue Balloon, emphasising repeated, patterned lang and asking chn to respond to questions about the text? Who found the balloon? Where? What did it look/ feel like? Why did the boy think he balloon was different to other balloons?

Show chn the helium balloon. What would happen if you let it fly away? Where do the chn think it might go? Ask chn to share ideas with TP.  Enc use of imagination. Would it fly all the way to another country where someone you know lives? Would it fly all the way to the South Pole for the penguins to play with? Note key vocab on board for chn to use: balloon, fly, high, up, over, down
	Carpet Session 4: CLL

Obj: Use writing as a means of recording and communicating.

Recap on story shared yesterday, asking chn to recall man events. Explain that we are going to write a class book about a magical balloon journey. Look together at illustrations on WB showing 4 different landscapes/ settings and enc chn to suggest app vocab to describe what they see.

Place the helium balloon over the first picture and explain that I am going to start the story by saying what will happen when the balloon flies away. Model saying and writing ‘My balloon will fly up, up over the busy town.’ Move the balloon to the 2nd picture & model ‘It will fly high, high over the…. Ask chn to suggest ides to match pictures. Repeat for final 2 photos.

Obj: Consider effects of wind in our lives. (Cause & effect) Describe and talk about what they see.
Read story a windy day and talk briefly about the effects of wind. Give each child a paper strip/ ribbon. Ask them to hold it out in one hand.  Ask: What does the paper do? Does it move or does it stay still? Repeat the activity outside if it is windy alternatively use a fan inside the classroom. Does the paper hang down or does it move about? Why? Explain that wind is moving air. Encourage the chn to realise that although wind cannot be seen we can see what the wind does. Outside explore see what the wind can move and allow opp for chn to explore the windy day objects from the E&I area. 
	Carpet Session 6:

Obj: (K3)  Remind chn of story shared earlier. What was the wind doing?Introduce the idea that blowing is a push and so is a force. Ask:How do we know when the wind is blowing. What happens when the wind blows very strongly? Can it do damage? Have they ever felt the wind on their bodies? Make a list with the children of other things that move with the force of the wind - windmills, weather vanes, wind socks, flags. Now list toys and games that need the wind to move or you to blow - party blowers, toy windmills, Blow Football, toy sailing boats, bubble blowers. Show children examples of these toys to generate ideas, and talk about how they work and the forces involved. 
	Adult Led Activity  

Obj: (CD3) Understand that diff media can be combined. Create constructions/ collages.

Make windmills. Show the chn the example windmill. Demonstrate how the sails can turn and how they are made. Ask the chn what they think would happen to the sails on a calm day when there was no wind. Then ask what would happen on a windy day. Explain that the harder the wind blows the faster the sails will turn. Watching the sails can tell people how hard the wind is blowing. Give each child a windmill base on which to draw windows, a door, flowers etc. Support the chn in folding and gluing the sails. When complete, take the windmills outside to test the wind strength. Show the chn shop bought wind chimes. Help chn to realise that the longest tubes make the lowest sounds. Provide materials such as plastic and card tubes in a variety of sizes, metal spoons and pieces of wood to hang outside on a windy day. Encourage the chn to notice how the wind shakes the wind chimes to make a sound

Obj: Use simple tools to effect changes to the materials. Practise some appropriate safety measures.

Blow Painting: Vocab – blow, push, runny, liquid, blow hard, blow gently…

Show chn how to use a teaspoon to place a puddle of paint in the centre of their paper. Explain they are going to spread the paint over their paper by moving it using air.  Model how to do this effectively by blowing along the paint rather than down on to it with the straw held at a low angle, almost parallel to the paper. As the chn blow, encourage them to talk about the patterns they are making. How can they make the paint travel more quickly or more slowly? How tiny can they make their branches of paint?

Obj: (CD3) Understand that diff media can be combined. Create constructions/ collages.

Give each child an A4 piece of card cut into a kite shape to decorate, and a strip of border role or ribbon to use for a tail. When finished involve the chn in displaying the kites in order for their tail lengths. Encourage the chn to use positional vocabulary as they place their kites onto a display board.
