	Physical Development – (PD1)
Tell the children you are going to play a game a bit like musical statues. How does that game work? In this game, they can dance around like snowflakes, and when the music stops they have to freeze. But they have to listen very carefully, because you will call out either ‘snowflake’ or ‘icicle’ and they will have to freeze in the shape of the one that is called out. Show the children the picture of the snowflake and ask them to make a snowflake shape (it could be a bit like a star shape). Show them the icicles picture. Can they make a shape like this? (They could stand very straight with their arms by their sides). Have a practice run, playing the music and calling out snowflake or icicle. Play the game a few times. Have fun spotting the children who made the right shapes. Encourage them to whirl and twirl like snowflakes as they dance and freeze as still as possible when the music stops.

	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj: Begin to use vocab involved in adding/ subtracting. Find 1 more or less than a number from 1 to 10
Warm up: Recite 10 little snowmen. Display snowmen on board. Invite chn to come and take away a snowman. How many snowmen were there altogether? How many have been taken away? How many are left? 
Whole Class Teaching: Give each child an ind snowman numberline. Ask chn to count in ones using the numberline forwards and backwards from given numbers. Say: what is 1 more/ 1 less than …? What do we need to do to find 1 more? What do we need to do to find 1 less? Throw the dice and ask chn to find 1 more/1 less than the number shown on the dice. Say: I’m thinking of a no, it is 1 more than 9. What is it? Repeat using diff examples and include 1 less.
	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj: Begin to use vocab involved in adding/ subtracting. Find 1 more or less than a number from 1 to 10
Warm Up: Repeat as yesterday but this time encouraging chn to solve the problem using fingers or through counting back on ind snowmen numberlines.
Whole Class Teaching: Explain that we are learning about 1 more and 1 less this week. Show chn a 3x2grid on the board and explain that you have hidden some numbers. Throw a 1-10 dice – ask ind to read the number, then ask chn to add 1 more. Ask ind to cross out the numeral if it appears in the grid, Repeat using 1 less.

	Carpet session 2: PSRN

Obj: Use lang such as more/less, greater/smaller to compare 2 numbers
Warm up: Count on or back from different starting numbers using ind snowmen counting lines
Whole Class Teaching: Show chn a pile of penguins and a pile of snowmen. Say: Are there more penguin or more snowmen in the pile? How can we find out? Ask ind to line up the penguins, then all the snowmen. Model matching each penguin to snowmen in the line to show the difference. Ask: Are there more penguins than snowmen? Are there fewer snowmen than penguins?
Pull 2 numbers out of a bag and ask chn to recognise them. What can you tell me about these 2 numbers? Encourage chn to compare using vocabulary bigger, smaller, fewer, more, less, greater than. Repeat with other numbers.

Whole Class Teaching: Use numerals written onto snowballs (table tennis balls)for interest
Pull 2 numbers out of a bag and ask chn to recognise them. What can you tell me about these 2 numbers? Encourage chn to compare using vocabulary bigger, smaller, fewer, more, less, greater than. Repeat with other numbers.

Write a number e.g 9 on the board ask: Tell me a number that is greater than 9.  Show chn diff sized boxes and ask them to estimate how many snowballs will fit into each box say: How many snowballs will go in this box? Count out suggested number of balls into the box. If I take out 3 balls, how many are left? Repeat using different number.

Obj: Say and use number names in order in familiar contexts 
Warm up: Ask chn to count up to 10 starting at 3, then count back. Repeat using diff starting points, then extend to 20.

Whole Class Teaching:

Recite the rhyme ‘Ten Little Snowmen’. Invite chn to come out & be the snowmen, give them a number card to hold as they say the rhyme.  Ask: How many are left? Count the snowmen. If there are three snowmen and one melts, how many will be left?

	Carpet Session 4: CLL

Obj: Listen to stories with increasing attention and recall. Join in with repeated refrains and anticipate key phrases. Look at the front cover of Polar Bear, Polar Bear and identify the animal. Tell the chn that we are going to find out more about this animal and where they live. (Arctic) as well as some animals that live on the other side of the world in Antarctica. Read the title pointing out the question mark and the title is also a question.  Introduce the author and illustrator. Ask if the book reminds them of another similar one (Brown Bear). Take a picture walk through the book, ignoring the text, introducing the children to the animals. Read the book through, encourage chn to join in with the repetitive phrases.
	Carpet Session 4: CLL

Obj: Listen to and join in with stories. Use writing as a means of recording.
Having previously masked all but the initial letters of the animal, re-read ‘Polar Bear, Polar Bear, What Do You Hear? Pause when you come to the name of the animal. E.g. ‘I hear a l…’Ask children to work out what the animal might be and the reasons for their suggestions. Praise use of reading strategies. Use initial letter cue and other phonic cues to check answers.
Shared Writing: Make a list of the animals and the sounds they make. E.g. lion - roaring. Explain any new vocabulary - fluting, braying etc.
	Carpet Session 4: CLL

Obj: Listen to and join in with stories. Begin to use phonic knowledge to make phonetically plausible attempts at words.
Shared Reading: Read ‘Polar Bear, Polar Bear, What Do You Hear? Encourage children to join in.
Shared Writing: Brainstorm some domestic/ wild/ arctic. Antarctic animals and the sounds they make. 
Write a list, modelling phonic strategies as you write, ask chn to give animal sounds and write alongside animal.

	Carpet Session 4: CLL

Obj: Attempt writing for different purposes using features of stories that they have been sharing.
Using the book as a model, write a class version. First decide whether you are going to keep the polar bear or choose another animal. Chose an animal and in pairs discuss what the next sentence might be. E.g. I hear a dog barking in my ear. Take feed back; choose a sentence to write. Draw attention to the use of the ? and full stop. Do the same for another animal.
Shared Reading: Read the sentences written so far and ask children in pairs to choose a different animal and orally create a sentence. Take feedback, reconstructing sentences where necessary.

Begin to use phonic knowledge to make phonetically plausible attempts at words. Invite the children to sit with you and look at the pictures of frost, snow and ice. Discuss how it feels on a snowy day, what you can see, what you can do. Explain to the children that they are going to write a poem together using lots of frosty, snowy words. Invite the children to think of words that are frosty? They might come up with cold, sparkle, spiky, patterns. Collect their words beginning ‘Frost is…’ Then Ask them to think of words to describe snow – soft, wet, cold. Collect these beginning ‘Snow is…’ Then ask them what ice makes them think of – slippery, hard, freezing.  Collect these beginning ‘Ice is…’ Support children with questions such as How does it feel? /What happens when you walk on it? / What does it look like? When they have finished, read the poem out to them. What do they think? As a group make a list of words to describe snow, ice and frost. Give each child a circle or hexagon cut from white card.  Help each child to write one descriptive word on a snowball or snowflake and use these to create an icy mobile. HLTA: Outside Activities EY Playground/ Observations

Act:
	Make snow storms from small transparent plastic bottles of water. Investigate whether adding sugar, salt, desiccated coconut or glitter makes the most realistic snow. Use clear tape to stick a snowy landscape from a winter holiday brochure to the back of the bottle. (K3, 4)
	
	
	Use white and black wax crayons/candles and watery paints to paint snowy landscapes. Model drawing a snowman with white wax crayon and a fir tree with the black. Show the chn how when watery paint is painted over the paper it does not settle where the wax is. C5/6 – see photograph

	Creative Act:
	Provide white card hexagons for the chn to decorate with glitter and shiny materials. As a group, arrange the hexagons to make a frosty patchwork.
	Observe frost patterns in icing sugar. Mix approx 8 tsps of icing sugar with 2tsps of water to make a runny paste. Model how to spread the paste over a sheet of card with a thick paint brush. Dip the end of a matchstick into the food colouring and make small dots on the icing. Tell the chn to observe closely how the dots spread out to become spidery, frost patterns. Explain that they are like the patterns that we see in frost on wintry mornings. Encourage the chn to describe what they notice. (K3, 9)

	Sml World Act:
	Children to help set up an arctic scene, using a white sheet over a large tray, boxes as caves or covered to be ice bergs, and silver foil as ice.  Explain to the children that they are going to help you tell a snow story. Show them the story bag. Ask a child to take out something from the bag. What is it? Use story language to begin your story…’Once upon a time there was a little penguin…’ Does she have a name? What is she doing? The child can place her in the arctic scene. Then another child can take something out of the bag.  This is a polar bear. Are they friends? Do they play together? Continue asking children to take the characters out of the bag and support them as they weave a story about them. Is the man friendly? Has he come to catch one of the animals? Does he come on the boat, or do they get away on it? Perhaps the man has come to help them? Encourage the children to tell the story, and think about how the animals feel, what they do next. Help them to finish their story with a happy ending. The children could draw pictures to go with the story they have made up. Record the story to put in the listening area.  (L7, 13, 16, 17)
