Warm Up: Hang numbers 1-10 on washing line but turn over 4 of them. Point to missing numbers and ask chn to suggest what is missing, count along the line to check. Rpt.
Whole Class Teaching:
Ask 2 chn of different heights to stand at the front. Who is taller? And who is shorter? Ask 2 chn to help you to use large plastic bricks to measure the height of each child. Write the 2 numbers on the f/c. Which number is bigger? Point out how this number comes further along the washing line.

Obj: Order 2 or 3 items by height/ length
Warm Up: Put just 1, 2, 4, 6 and 10 on washing line with pegs to mark spaces for missing numbers. Give the other cards to pairs of chn round the class. Point to place on the line. Who has the number after 4? Who has the number after 6? Chn place their cards on the line. Rpt.
Whole Class Teaching:
Ask the children to come and help you solve a problem. The three toys (arctic animals) want to go outside. It is cold so they will each need to wear a scarf. But the toys can’t agree on which scarf they should wear. Can the children help? Ask them for some ideas on how the toys should decide on which scarf to wear. Support them with questions about the sizes of the toys and the lengths of the scarves. Talk about which toy is bigger/smaller/ taller/shorter and which scarf is longer/shorter. How can we tell if one scarf is longer than the other? Ask the children to put the scarves in order starting with the longest and ending with the shortest. Now line up the toys, starting with the biggest and ending with the smallest.  Can they match a toy to a scarf? Let the children wrap the scarves round the toys and take them outside for a play. Extend the activity by adding 2 more scarves and toys.

Show chn an Emperor Penguin and explain this penguin is the tallest measuring approx. 1.1m. Use a metre rule to measure these heights on large sheets of paper. Draw a penguin shape to this size. Compare the penguins to chn and objects/furniture around the classroom ’The Fairy Penguin is taller than a paint brush but shorter than a table.’

	Small World old Area scene continued from last week –  Explain to the children that they are going to help you tell a snow story. Show them the story bag. Ask a child to take out something from the bag. What is it? Use story language to begin your story…’Once upon a time there was a little penguin…’ Does she have a name? What is she doing? The child can place her in the arctic scene. Then another child can take something out of the bag.  This is a polar bear. Are they friends? Do they play together? Continue asking children to take the characters out of the bag and support them as they weave a story about them. Is the man friendly? Has he come to catch one of the animals? Does he come on the boat, or do they get away on it? Perhaps the man has come to help them? Encourage the children to tell the story, and think about how the animals feel, what they do next. Help them to finish their story with a happy ending. Enhance with chn’s own penguin models etc using playdough
