	30-50 months:


	a) Can play in a group, extending and elaborating play ideas, e.g. building up a role-play activity with other children.
b) Initiates play, offering cues to peers to join them.
c) Keeps play going by responding to what others are saying or doing.
d) Demonstrates friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults.

	a) Can select and use activities and resources with help.

b) Welcomes and values praise for what they have done.

c) Enjoys responsibility of carrying out small tasks.

d) Is more outgoing towards unfamiliar people and more confident in new social situations.

e) Confident to talk to other children when playing, and will communicate freely about own home and community.
f) Shows confidence in asking adults for help.
	a) Aware of own feelings, and knows that some actions and words can hurt others’ feelings.
b) Begins to accept the needs of others and can take turns and share resources, sometimes with support from others.
c) Can usually tolerate delay when needs are not immediately met, and understands wishes may not always be met.
d) Can usually adapt behaviour to different events, social situations and changes in routine.

	40-60+ months:


	a) Initiates conversations, attends to and takes account of what others say.
b)  Explains own knowledge and understanding, and asks appropriate questions of others.
c) Takes steps to resolve conflicts with other children, e.g. finding a compromise.
	a) Confident to speak to others about own needs, wants, interests and opinions.

b) Can describe self in positive terms and talk about abilities.


	a) Understands that own actions affect other people, for example, becomes upset or tries to comfort another child when they realise they have upset them.

b) Aware of the boundaries set, and of behavioural expectations in the setting.

c) Beginning to be able to negotiate and solve problems without aggression, e.g. when someone has taken their toy.

	Early Learning Goal


	Children play co-operatively, taking turns with others. They take account of one another’s ideas about how to organise their activity. They show sensitivity to others’ needs and feelings, and form positive relationships with adults and other children.


	Children are confident to try new activities, and say why they like some activities more than others. They are confident to speak in a familiar group, will talk about their ideas, and will choose the resources they need for their chosen activities. They say when they do or don’t need help.


	Children talk about how they and others show feelings, talk about their own and others’ behaviour, and its consequences, and know that some behaviour is unacceptable. They work as part of a group or class, and understand and follow the rules. They adjust their behaviour to different situations, and take changes of routine in their stride.

	6.1.2014

What journeys can you make on foot?
	· Introduce the topic by taking the children on a ‘journey on foot’ around the local area or school grounds. Before going out, talk about the need to hold hands, listen carefully and staying together. Take photographs to use in later activities. Look at enlarged photographs of local places that the children may walk to such as the park, shop, post office, church. Do they enjoy walking or do they prefer to go by car. (PSED SCSA30-50e; 40-60a; ELGi, ii; links with C&L LA40-60a; ELGi, ii, iii)
· During circle time, talk about how it might feel to not be able to walk. If possible, borrow some child-sized crutches/ wheelchair. How easy would it be to travel around the classroom/school in a wheelchair? (PSED SCSA40-60a; MR40-60b; links with C&L LA40-60a; ELGi, ii, iii; UtW PC30-50e; ELGiii)

	13.1.2014

What kinds of transport might we find on the road?
	· Talk about the different reasons for making journeys by road e.g. going to school, shopping, doctors, holidays, visiting friends and family. As a group, cut out and paint a big car shape and add labels including all the children’s reasons and suggestions. Do they enjoy these journeys? Which is their favourite? (PSED MR40-60a; ELGi; MFB40-60b; ELGii; links with UtW PC30-50e; ELGiii)
· During circle time, talk about keeping safe on roads. WALT: Talk about how to keep safe on the pavement and in the car. AIA: Talk about how important it is to keep safe on the road. Ask chn for their ideas about how to keep themselves safe. How many of them can help to fasten their seatbelt in the car? Why is it important to wear a seatbelt? If possible invite someone in from the LA safety team to talk about road safety. Encourage listening attentively and responding appropriately. Set up a crossing in the outdoor area and add to the road layout – See also PD MTP. Talk about how the crossings work. What do the different coloured lights and images mean? Let chn role play drivers and pedestrians. Invite the children to work in pairs and help each other to cross the road safely. Have you remembered to stop, look and listen? Remind the chn to always hold an adult’s hand when they cross the road. Key vocab: Safe, wait, look, listen, traffic lights, seat belt. (PSED MR30-50d; ELGiii; MFB ELGii links with C&L LA40-60a; ELGiii; PD HSc30-50f; ELGiii)

	20.1.2014

Where might we visit by rail?
	· Play the circle train game. Each child in the circle takes it in turn to repeat the phrase ‘We’re going on a train to visit ….’ and has to choose in turn to add a person/ place/time/reason. (PSED MR30-50a, c, d; 40-60a; ELGi; SCSA40-60a; ELGi, ii; MFB40-60b; ELGii)
· Discuss travelling on underground or tube trains and through dark tunnels. How does it feel to travel at night? (PSEDMR30-50d; 40-60a, b; ELGiii; links with C&L LA40-60a; ELGii, iii; UtW PC30-50e; ELGiii)

	27.1.2014

How can we travel on or under water?
	· Make a collection of picture books about boats. Talk about going on a boat trip or cruise. Emphasise the importance of behaving sensibly by water. Encourage chn to realise that they have an important part to play in keeping themselves safe. (PSED MFB40-60b; ELGii; links with UtW PC30-50e; ELGiii)
· Talk about people who work at sea such as fishermen, lifeboat people and lighthouse keepers. Write a group letter to the RNLI to say thank you for the work they do. (PSED MR30-50d; ELGi, ii; MFB40-60b; ELGii; links with C&L LA40-60a; ELGii, iii; UtW PC30-50d)

	3.2.2014

How can we travel through the air?
	· During circle time, invite adults to come in and talk to the children about journeys they have made. Plot journeys in the air using maps, globes and the internet. (PSEDMR30-50d; 40-60a, b; ELGiii; links with C&L LA40-60a; ELGii, iii)
· Make a collection of postcards and photographs from different countries. Display them alongside a map of the world. Talk about how it feels to receive a letter or postcard. Help chn to make postcards to send to a friend or relative. Encourage them to draw and mark-make a design and message. Model working alongside and supporting children to write a simple message and address. Walk to the nearest postbox and post them. (PSED SCSA30-50a, b, c, e, f; ELGi, ii, iii; MR30-50d; 40-60a, b; ELGiii; MFB ELGi; links with C&L LA40-60a; ELGii, iii; UtW PC30-50e; ELGiii)
· Create an interactive display. AIA: Fix the world map to the middle of the display board and place the display table beneath it. Put the books showing a range of cultures and countries on the table. Add pins to the map in the countries for which you have pictures. Attach string to the pins and pull the pieces of string out to the edge of the map where you can fix the corresponding pictures. Invite a child to fly the card aeroplane to one of the pins on the map. Ask them to stick the plane beside the pin, then trace the string to the picture. Discuss the picture with the group. Ask questions such as ‘What does the picture show?’ and ‘What are the people doing?’ Repeat the activity with another child flying the plane. MA: Pick a theme, such as food from around the world, and provide simple images of different world foods for the children. HA: Encourage the children to relate the picture to something in their life, for example, a celebration or a special place. LA: Provide a selection of multicultural toys, which reflect a variety of cultures, for the children to play with. (MR30-50d; 40-60a, b; ELGii,iii; SCSA30-50e; 40-60a, b; ELGi, ii links with UtW PC30-50d, e; ELGiii)

	10.2.2014

Where in the world would you like to go and how would you get there?
	· Read ‘My Journey Around the World’ by Alison Morris (OUP). Talk about all the places which the bear visited. Introduce a special ‘Journey Bear’ to the group. Invite children to take it in turns to take the bear on a special outing or holiday. Ask them to bring back a photograph of ‘Journey Bear in …../ at…………’. Make a class photo album of the bear’s travels. (PSED MR30-50d; ELGi, ii; MFB40-60b; ELGii; links with C&L LA40-60a; ELGii, iii; UtW PC30-50d)
· Plan and talk about the outing/ trip which will take place this week. What will children need to bring with them? How are they going to travel? What do they think they will see on the way there? Discuss how to behave in new places and situations. (PSED MR30-50a, c, d; 40-60a; ELGi; SCSA40-60a; ELGi, ii; MFB40-60b; ELGii)
