Main Teaching Session: 

WALT: Share objects into equal groups and count how many are in each group.

Choose 2 chn to stand at the front with a net each. Give a 3rd child a tub of 8 minibeasts and ask them to share them equally between the 2 nets. What does it mean to share something equally? How can we make the sharing fair? What will make it unfair? How many bugs did we start with? How many bugs does each person have? Explain that we have shared the amount of bugs in half, help chn to relate this doubles.
Repeat above activity using 10 pennies, 6 beanbags. Model what happens when you share the above amounts with more people.

Warm Up: Say the nursery rhyme ‘Two, four, six, eight. Mary at the garden gate’ & ‘One, two, buckle my shoe’. Discuss odd and even no’s. Model using cubes.
Main Teaching Session: 

WALT: Share objects into equal groups and count how many are in each group.

Ask the children to describe what they did yesterday. Can they explain how they shared objects, what was fair and what was unfair?
Organise children into groups of different sizes (2/3/4/5).

Give each group a number of cubes/counters/bugs to work with.
Give them a number to share between the group, making sure they remember the method of ‘one for you, one for me’ etc. and that one person at a time should do the sharing to avoid confusion.

Warm Up: Ask the children to count in 2’s from 0 to 20. Repeat backwards 20 to 0. On the board write two column headings; “Odd numbers” and “Even numbers”. Write 1 in the odd column and 2 in the even. When this is complete, together say all the odd numbers and all the even numbers. 

Main Teaching Session: 

WALT: Find half of images and numbers.

Ask the chn to sit where they can see what you are doing clearly. Take a sheet of paper and say If I fold it like this I have folded it in half. As you say this, make the fold. Repeat with a ribbon, but this time ask a child to fold it in half. Repeat for a piece of string. Now take two cubes and place them where the children can see them. Ask: How many would half of my cubes be? Invite two children to take one cube each. Say: Sally has one cube. John has one cube. They have half of the cubes each. Repeat this for four cubes. Repeat using real fruits.

Main Teaching Session: 

WALT: Count on or back in ones, twos, fives and tens 
Sing the rhyme 5 Little Speckled Frogs. Using 20 frogs and 4 lily pads, ask pupils to put 5 frogs on each pad and then count how many after each pad has been filled. Continue until all the pads are full. Put up the numbers after counting each pad 5, 10, 15, 20. Chant the numbers together 5, 10, 15, 20…  Challenge Q: Can anyone tell me what number might come next?
Repeat activity counting backwards using the numbers as an aid. 20, 15, 10, 5, 0. Get pupils to close eyes as a ‘naughty bird’ swoops down and takes away one of the lily pads and the 5 frogs on it.  Ask: How many frogs are there now? How can we check? (Encourage counting in 5’s rather than ones) Repeat with the bird taking away a number – can chn find out which is missing? counters in a multiple of 5). WALT: Join in with repeated refrains and anticipate key events and phrases in rhymes and stories.
Introduce We’re Going on a Bear Hunt by Michael Rosen, looking at cover for clues as to what the story may be about. Make chn aware of cover format: title, illustrator, author, etc. Read and encourage chn to join in with repetitive parts. Model how to track text; matching words spoken and written; reading left to right.
After reading, discuss how the chn felt at the end of the story. Were the chn in the story scared? Why? Would you have been scared in the same situation? Choose a picture from the text and look at the characters. Who do the chn think the characters are and what do they think they are saying? Model writing one or two examples on f/c, using speech bubbles. Ask chn to help with spelling as you write, e.g. ‘I like running down this hill.’ or ‘Yuck! Look at all this mud.’

Similarly, demonstrate how fingers and tools can be used to make impressions in the dough (icing nozzles are great for adding detail). LA chn should only share in half.
Y1: Ask chn to choose a numeral card up to 30 and to count out that many objects cubes/ bears/ dinosaurs/ bugs etc. How many will each person have if you share them with 2/ 3 or 4 friends? Encourage recording. 
	Place a variety of sized bears in the maths area. Ask chn to predict which is the heaviest and which is the lightest bear. Use a bucket balance to check predictions, recording findings using pictures.
Ask chn to choose one of the bears and predict how many cubes it will take to measure from the bear’s toes to the top of it’s head. Which is the  shortest/tallest?

How many cubes will it take to balance the bear? Which bear is the heaviest/lightest?

	Learn a variety of songs and rhymes linked to minibeasts. See Printed books and http://www.bigeyedowl.co.uk/show_songs.php?t=14 and http://www.songsforlearningandfun.com/early-years/early-years-collection/minibeasts . Sing and learn actions to the traditional rhyme: Underneath a stone where the soil was firm (One hand makes a fist to form the Stone) I found a wiggly, wiggly worm. (Tip the fist to reveal a wiggling finger from the other hand) “Good morning,” I said, and “How are you today?” (Talk to wriggling finger) But the wiggly worm just wiggled away. (Finger wriggles behind back) (LA30-50a, c; R30-50a, d, e; links with MR30-50c; SCSA30-50e; ELii and EA&D EMM30-50b; 40-60a, b; ELGi)
EYFS: Give the children some percussion instruments and a copy We’re Going on a Bear Hunt. Can you recall the different obstacles in the story? Can you recreate the sounds using percussion instruments? Talk about moving quickly and slowly to music. Use a percussion instrument to play notes in alternating quick and slow succession. Invite chn to move around the environment being a snail or centipede accordingly. (EMM30-50b, f; 40-60a, b; ELGi; BI30-50b, c, d; 40-60b; ELGi, ii)

Y1: Model and encourage chn to record own songs using either written form or ICT technology. Adults demonstrate how to use pictorial notation to show which instruments to use as an accompaniment.

	EYFS: What happened at the end of the story? Can you think of a different ending? Can you draw and write your own ending to the story? E.g. On the way home they found a friendly bear in the river and they played happily together. Or, The big, brown bear made friends with them.
Y1: Create their own 3D story map to show recall of each events. Label – river – snowstorm – mud – cave etc
	Y1 chn to work with support to create a 3 part story. 

1. Ask the chn to create an illustration to show what kind of hunt they are going to go on and who with. 

2. Ask the chn to illustrate one chosen obstacle that will go through on their hunt.

3. Ask the children what the final destination for their characters will be.
	EYFS: Write a speech bubble to show what the bear might be saying at the end of the story?

	EYFS: Make a ‘real’ stick insect: AIA: Model folding three of the pipe cleaners in half and winding each pipe cleaner around the twig, placing the fold over the twig and wrapping around. Make leg joints, so that one joint comes high over the twig, plus a little bend for the feet. Do this with the other two pairs of legs. Make a head and antennae by winding a pipe cleaner around one end of the twig to give the desired effect. Add eyes if desired. Give the stick insect a little nudge and watch him wriggle! (EMM30-50j, k, l, m; 40-60c, d, e, g, h, i, j; ELGii) – See also Junk Modelling Minibeasts using scrunched paper balls YPO.
Y1: Chn to plan models first and write a list of equipment needed.

Y1: What materials could you use to create a picture which represents each part of the story? (See Page 26 of Stories book) Where did the chn go first? What was it like? What sounds did they hear? Have you been on a walk like this? What order did they go on the way back?

	EYFS: Set up a Minibeast Small World - See Example Photo: Encourage the chn to talk about the minibeasts they have found and observed on the walk. Model and encourage the use of prepositions as they recreate the walk by setting up a minibeast small world area. Key vocab: on the wall, under the stone, beneath the log, between the blades of grass. (S30-50a, f, h; 40-60a, d; ELGi; links with SS30-50c; 40-60c; ElGi) Encourage recognition of sounds by playing  a game of ‘I Spy’ or ‘Minibeast Phoneme game’, referring to minibeasts seen on the walk e.g. I spied, with my little eye, a minibeast beginning with c or a minibeast ending with ‘er’ for chn working at phase 3 and beyond. (R40-60b, c, d)
Y1: Encourage chn to use magnifying glasses to look closely at the different minibeasts; create an observational drawing of a chosen minibeast and add appropriate labels and captions.
	Talk about the words ‘wiggly worm’. They both begin with the same sound. Can the chn identify the phoneme? Model other alliterative minibeast pairs e.g. slithering slugs, snoozing snails and colourful caterpillars. In each case ask chn to identify the initial phonemes being used. Invite chn to suggest their own alliterative examples for other minibeasts. Encourage them to write these onto variety of minibeast templates in the writing area. (R40-60b, c, d; W40-60d, e, f, g, h; ELGi)

	Home Corner/ Role Play
	Play alongside chn in the minibeast tree and investigation lab role play area. (BI30-50g, i, j; 40-60e, f; ELGii; EMM ELGii)
Play alongside chn in the Gruffalo Café. Invite the children to decorate the walls with pictures of trees, woodland animals, butterflies and birds. Make some picture menus together, including things that have been scrambled and roasted. Add a blackboard and chalk for writing up the dish of the day, and help the children to make a Gruffalo Cafe sign and open/closed signs. Include notepads and pencils for taking orders, old take-away menus, recipe books, and newspapers for customers to read while they wait.

	Outdoor Act:


	See Outdoor Play Plans: Week 2
· Create woodland minibeasts using natural material. Explain to the children that they are going to make their own woodland minibeasts from the found natural materials. If you have your own outdoor area, then the activity can be carried out outdoors, and the children can collect the materials for themselves. Otherwise, collect the materials beforehand and present these to the children to touch, explore and use. Encourage the children to fashion the different parts of their minibeast using the selection of materials. Large stones are ideal for bodies, leaves make perfect wings, and different lengths of twigs can be used for legs and antennae. Once the children’s creations are complete, photograph them and display them around the setting. MA: Start the design for the children by creating the body shape, then let them add the extra details themselves. HA: Give the children more difficult minibeasts to make, such as a multi-legged centipede or a snail with a patterned shell. LA: Encourage the children to make simple minibeasts using play dough or Plasticine. (EMM30-50j, k, l, m; 40-60c, d, e, g, h, i, j; ELGii)
· In the outdoor area play a version of ‘What’s the time Mr Wolf?’ The chn pretending to be slugs and snails, edge forwards calling ‘What’s the time, Mr Bird(Thrush)? Adult to say various o clock times and so on. Once you decide it’s dinner time, turn quickly and chase all off the minibeasts back to the start. (MH40-60c; ELGii)
· Use playground chalk to draw long wiggly worm shapes on the ground for the chn to balance along, or to move along in different ways; hopping, skipping carefully, walking backwards. Alternatively place long skipping ropes on the floor indoors too use in the same way. (MH30-50a, d; 40-60a, c, d; ELGi, ii)
· Provide a range of material, climbing, balancing and tunnelling equipment. Can chn arrange the equipment to represent the obstacles on your own bear hunt? Can you give instructions to a partner to move along, under, over and through the obstacles?
