	EYFS: Make paper plate camouflage masks. WALT: Make a mask using a range of materials. AIA: Cut out a variety of minibeast shapes from sandpaper and place on the surface of the sand tray. Ask the chn to talk about why it is difficult to see the shapes. Explain that sometimes animals need to hide in order to protect themselves. Minibeasts, particularly, need to hide from hungry birds and other larger animals who would eat them. Remind the chn of the minibeasts they may have found from their observations which were hard to spot e.g. Greenfly on leaves. Introduce the word camouflage to describe their use of colour and pattern as a way of hiding. Explain to the chn that they are going to make camouflage masks. Draw their attention to a feature in the outside area e.g. hedge/ flowerbed. Show them some paper plates and suggest ways of covering the plate with the materials provided so that the chn would be camouflage in their chosen area. Once the plates are covered, attach ribbon/ elastic to the sides so that the mask can be held in place. Display the masks against a background similar to the chosen area. How difficult are the masks to spot. Key vocab: Camouflage, colours, hide, match, similar, same, alike. (EMM30-50j, k, l, m; 40-60g, h, i, j; ELGii)
Y1: Chn to plan models first and write a list of equipment needed.

Creative Act:
	Can you create your own beautiful web pattern like The Very Busy Spider? Provide the children with a sheet of black paper. Explain that they are going to make their own colourful webs. Demonstrate by cutting and arranging strips of coloured paper on to the black sheet to create a web-like pattern. Encourage the children to do the same. When they are happy with their pattern, help them to glue the strips in place and then add glitter to the lines to make them sparkle. MA: Start the pattern for the children and then work together to add individual strips to build up the web. HA: Encourage the children to draw or make their own spider to add to their web. LA: Let the children use white paint on black paper to draw shapes and patterns. (EMM30-50j, m; 40-60d, e, f, h, h, ii, j;ELGii; BII30-50f, j; 40-60a; ELGi, ii)
Work creatively to explore textures and combining media using bun cases and a variety of collage resources to create interesting minibeast  pictures.
	EYFS: Provide children with colours pencils or collage materials and invite them to create a drawing/collage of a particular insect. Encourage them to consider the aspects discussed. 
Y1: children could include written captions that highlight the insect’s key features, for example: bee – wings, six legs, yellow, black.

	EYFS: Minibeast Small World - See Example Photo: Encourage recognition of sounds by playing  a game of ‘I Spy’ or ‘Minibeast Phoneme game’, referring to minibeasts seen on the walk e.g. I spied, with my little eye, a minibeast beginning with c or a minibeast ending with ‘er’ for chn working at phase 3 and beyond. (R40-60b, c, d) Exploring fears/phobias. Invite the children to talk about any insects and other creepy crawlies that they are afraid of. Encourage them to talk about their reasons. Dispel any misconceptions the children have about particular insects. Advise on the appropriate way to behave around insect that sting – such as bees and wasps – without creating undue alarm. Encourage the children to think about how big we appear to insects. With this in mind, who is more scared – us or the spider? Tell a story about a child who is afraid of minibeasts until a magical one reduces her to their size and she discovers a surprisingly friendly world. What would the chn like to do if they were minibeast size? What would they like to meet? (SCSA40-60a; ELGi, ii, iii; MFB ELGi; MR ELGiii links with ELGi; LA40-60a; ELGii, iii)
Y1: Encourage chn to use magnifying glasses to look closely at the different minibeasts; create an observational drawing of a chosen minibeast and add appropriate labels and captions.
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Use the paints on the pallette to select the fill colour and then click
on the bead to colour it. You wil be given some patterns to follow.




Home Corner/ Role Play
	Play alongside chn in the minibeast tree and investigation lab role play area. (BI30-50g, i, j; 40-60e, f; ELGii; EMM ELGii) Show the chn some pictures of minibeasts and tell them their names: dragonfly, woodlouse, house fly. Can chn think how these creatures came by their names? Show some less common examples, e.g. Amazonian Butterflies or exotic beetles and ask chn to work in the Minibeast Investigation Lab to make up their own names for them. (LA40-60a, ELGi, iii; S40-60a, b, c, d, e; ELGi, ii, iii; links with EAD BI30-50g, h, I; 40-60d, e, f; ELGii)
Play alongside chn in the Gruffalo Café. Invite the children to decorate the walls with pictures of trees, woodland animals, butterflies and birds. Make some picture menus together, including things that have been scrambled and roasted. Add a blackboard and chalk for writing up the dish of the day, and help the children to make a Gruffalo Cafe sign and open/closed signs. Include notepads and pencils for taking orders, old take-away menus, recipe books, and newspapers for customers to read while they wait.

	Outdoor Act:

· Make a collection of numbered flowers. Encourage counting as chn choose and use a variety of minibeasts to order and count along the flowers. Chn use a set of 1 to 10 numeral cards and let chn in turn pick a card, identify the numeral and count out the corresponding number of bugs to match the numeral flower. Include cards with spots for chn to count as well as numerals. Extend the activity with numbers to twenty. Provide numbered plants pots or leaves for chn to use for counting activities e.g. Can you count out the corresponding number of ladybirds to match the leaf? Can you count out the correct number of magic beans to match the number on the plant pot? (N30-50a, b,  c, d, e, f, h, j; 40-60e, g, h, I, j, k, n, o; ELGi, ii)
· In the outdoor area, chalk a web of three concentric circles on the ground. Mark a centre spot and add radiating lines to complete the web effect. One child stands in the centre as spider. The remaining chn are flies, standing on the innermost circle of the web. A beanbag is repeatedly tossed between the spider in the middle and the flies around. Children who catch the beanbag step up onto the next outer circle until eventually they escape from the web. This child then becomes the spider and the game starts again. (MH40-60c, d, f, h; 40-60e, g; ELGi)
· Make a weaving frame using lengths of string and a hoop. Have a range of materials ready for the children to weave in and out, such as ribbon, fabric, wool, string and coloured strips of paper. Begin the activity by showing children pictures of spider webs. Demonstrate how to weave on the frame – moving over and under alternate spokes or threads. Encourage the children to work together to make a colourful weaving using a wide range of materials. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
· Go on a web hunt in the outdoor area, ask chn to record their findings using photographs, chalk drawings of the webs observed or by creating web shaped patterns on grease proof paper using a mixture of PVA glue and glitter. Model how to carefully peel these away from the paper once dry. (MFB ELGi; MR ELGiii; LA40-60a; ELGii, iii)
