	30-50 months:

	Early Learning Goal


	Children play co-operatively, taking turns with others. They take account of one another’s ideas about how to organise their activity. They show sensitivity to others’ needs and feelings, and form positive relationships with adults and other children.


	Children are confident to try new activities, and say why they like some activities more than others. They are confident to speak in a familiar group, will talk about their ideas, and will choose the resources they need for their chosen activities. They say when they do or don’t need help.


	Children talk about how they and others show feelings, talk about their own and others’ behaviour, and its consequences, and know that some behaviour is unacceptable. They work as part of a group or class, and understand and follow the rules. They adjust their behaviour to different situations, and take changes of routine in their stride.

What do we know about superheroes?
	· SEAL – Going for Goals: Remind the children circle time skills: Eyes to see, Ears to hear, Mouth to speak, Head to think, Hands in lap to concentrate – Reinforce these by using visual actions to support recall. Discuss what it means to be “going for a goal”. Talk about taking responsibility – for our successes and when things go wrong. Introduce the idea of and model: When I was a baby I could …,  Now I can …, When I am older I will be able to …
· Circle Games:

· Pass a tambourine or a bunch of keys silently around the circle. Discuss improvements (for example in the quality of silence or in the time taken to achieve this goal) and try again.
· Ask what kinds of things the children would like to get better at? What goal would you like to set yourself for tomorrow/ next week? What could you do if your goal is tricky?
· Read The Hare and the Tortoise - Discuss what the goal was. How did the Tortoise achieve his goal?
· Say “good luck with your goal” and pass around the circle. Sing “If you’re good at ............... clap your hands” Key vocab: learn, finish, before, after, now , today, tomorrow, future, goal, target, succeed, proud . (MR 30-50c,d; 40-60a; ELG; SCSA 40-60b; MFB ELG work as part of a group/class – links with CLL LA 40-60a)
· Use an enlarged version of the Superheroes poster as part of class discussions. Look at the poster together and discuss how the superheroes are helping other people. Invite the children to play a guessing game, taking turns to mime the actions of one of the characters while the others guess who it is. (MR30-50d; 40-60a, b; ELGii, iii; SCSA40-60a, b; ELGii; links with LA30-50a; 40-60a; ELGi, iii; U30-50d; 40-60d; ELGii; S30-50g, h; 40-60a, b, c, d; ELGi, ii, iii)
· Explore the image of the ﬁreﬁghter rescuing the child from a burning building. What unusual power has helped her in her rescue attempt? How do real ﬁreﬁghters rescue people from the top of burning buildings? Extend the discussion to emphasise the dangers of ﬁre. How might the ﬁre have started? What simple rules can the children remember to avoid burning themselves? How might a superhero protect us? Which superhero power would you like to have?
	· SEAL – Going for Goals: Remind the children circle time skills: Eyes to see, Ears to hear, Mouth to speak, Head to think, Hands in lap to concentrate – Reinforce these by using visual actions to support recall. Recap on what it means to be “going for a goal”. 
· Circle Games:

· Choose selection of familiar games from blue circle time book

· Have another go at passing the tambourine / keys. Were you better this time? Are we all getting better?
· Re-visit the goals? Ask; is there something you would really like to be able to do that you can’t do at the moment. What will you need to do now/ next? 

· Ask children to finish off the statements: A baby can crawl but you can ................., A baby can coo but you can ..................., A baby wears nappies but you wear ............, A baby drinks from a bottle and you drink from a ......, A baby has no teeth and you have .............. Ask children what they want to be when they grow up. Record answers.

· Read Cleversticks. Key vocab: learn, finish, before, after, now , today, tomorrow, future, goal, target, succeed, proud . (MR 30-50c,d; 40-60a; ELG; SCSA 40-60b; MFB ELG work as part of a group/class – links with CLL LA 40-60a)
· Use the poster to divert attention to the important role of a superhero in helping others. Look at the poster of the superhero and invite the children to say how he uses his powers in different ways to help people. Ask appropriate questions to encourage discussion about how the other characters might be feeling, for example, ‘Why is the old lady looking pleased?’, ‘What would it be like to be a cat stuck in a tree?’ and so on. Discuss the actions of the superhero in the poster and emphasise the difference between real and pretend actions. Emphasise the real danger of climbing high trees, lifting very heavy bags or ‘ﬂying’ off walls. Decide together how these actions can safely be represented through pretend play and movements. How do ‘real-life’ superheroes help us? Who is your hero?  Why?

Why might St George have been a real-life superhero?


	· SEAL – Going for Goals: Remind the children circle time skills: Eyes to see, Ears to hear, Mouth to speak, Head to think, Hands in lap to concentrate – Reinforce these by using visual actions to support recall. 
· Circle Games:

· Choose selection of familiar games from blue circle time book

· Introduce a puppet into the group and explain that she would like to learn something new today. This is her learning goal. She would like to learn how to draw a house. Say she isn’t very good at drawing a square yet. Ask the children to help her to learn to do this. What should she do? Use your magic finger to show her how. 

· Explain that you are going to leave the puppet on the writing table so that the children can help her reach her learning goal.

· Make sure the puppet reaches her goal. Show the children what she has done and take a photograph of her to show what she has achieved.

· Ask children to set their own goal:• learning to catch a ball, • learning to ride a bike, • learning to swim, • learning to whistle.

· Pass a squeeze around the circle. Key vocab: learn, finish, before, after, now , today, tomorrow, future, goal, target, succeed, proud . (MR 30-50c,d; 40-60a; ELG; SCSA 40-60b; MFB ELG work as part of a group/class – links with CLL LA 40-60a)
· As part of class discussions explain to the children that St George was chosen by Robert Baden-Powell to be patron of the Scouting Movement. On St George’s Day each year, scouts join in parades and take the time to remember their promise and the Scout Law. Invite children to join in traditional games that involve parading, following a leader or working as a team, for example, ‘Follow my leader, ‘Ring-a-ring o’ roses’, ‘What’s the time Mr Wolf?’, ‘In and out the dusty bluebells’. (MR30-50d; 40-60a, b; ELGii, iii; SCSA40-60a, b; ELGii; links with LA30-50a; 40-60a; ELGi)
· Explain that the St George’s symbol, the St George’s cross, has been used throughout the centuries as a sign of bravery. A medal for bravery called the George Cross was created in 1940 by King George VI. Since then, it has been awarded to people in recognition of their courage when faced with great danger. Invite the children to design and make a medal for a different yet important reason, for example, a medal of love, kindness, or thoughtfulness. Provide recycled and decorative materials such as card discs, paper, plastic lids, pots, tubs, shiny paper, foil, glitter, beads, sequins, ribbon and braid. Invite them to give their medals to a deserving friend or member of their family as an expression of their love and appreciation. What do we know about superheroes?
	· SEAL – Going for Goals: Remind the children circle time skills: Eyes to see, Ears to hear, Mouth to speak, Head to think, Hands in lap to concentrate – Reinforce these by using visual actions to support recall. 
· Circle Games:

· Choose selection of familiar games from blue circle time book

· Say I am good at .................. Everyone to have a turn.

· I want to get better at ....................

· Talk about goals that can be practised in class for example ~ pouring a drink without spilling any. Where could you practise? Taking off and putting on shoes and socks. Who could help you? Writing your name. What will help you?  Riding a bike ~ putting both feet on pedals, Throwing at a target, Walking up stairs one foot at a time

· Put out target cards for some of the things discussed and ask children to put their names down if they want to practise “going for their goal”

· Pass a squeeze around the circle Key vocab: learn, finish, before, after, now , today, tomorrow, future, goal, target, succeed, proud . (MR 30-50c,d; 40-60a; ELG; SCSA 40-60b; MFB ELG work as part of a group/class – links with CLL LA 40-60a)
· Read the story to the children. Draw their attention to the superhero actions that Eliot carries out, such as ‘hanging out of helicopters’ and ‘returning teddies to babies’. Invite the children to think of ways that they could be superheroes. Who would they help? What would they do? Discuss Eliot’s superhero actions in order to emphasise the difference between real actions and pretend ones. Talk about the dangers of hanging from helicopters, skiing down glaciers, taming lions, diving into towering waves and piloting a supersonic jet. Decide together how these actions can be safely represented through pretend play and movement. Read the note, ‘You were saved today by Eliot’, from inside the front and back cover. Print out stickers for the children to give to anyone they have helped saying, ‘You were helped today by …........ . Have a nice day!’. Ask the children to write their name on the dotted line and sign each sticker.
