	Launch

Week Beginning:
	My Family: Who lives in my house? What celebrations do we remember? How do we remember our favourite celebrations?

What are my families’ favourite toys? Have these always been their favourites. (Toy timeline to be added to class timeline)
Creating family portraits.

	
	Plan and host a Teddy Bear’s Picnic.

· Decide what types of food would be good for their teddy bears’ picnic, making a shared shopping list. 

· Learn a Traditional Song to sing at the Teddy Bear’s Picnic.

· Design and make teddy bear invitations for children in Reception, inviting them to the teddy bears’ picnic. Write a simple sentence or sentences that outline where and what date and time the picnic will take place. Read their sentences aloud to check they make sense and illustrate their invitations.

· On the day of the picnic: engage in various activities to prepare: Make simple, healthy sandwiches for young children creating a balance of sweet and savoury fillings; Fruit Kebabs and Teddy Bear Biscuits; Make Teddy Bear Ears; Construct Teddy Bear’s Picnic Baskets and join in with games e.g. Teddy Bear Hunt and Stories. https://www.pinterest.co.uk/pin/506866133059858378/
· During the week of the picnic, talk about the children’ favourite bears. Share a PPT about the history of Bears and engage the children in creating their own bear art work using paint, collage, pencil drawings and clay as part of a carousel of activities. 
· Look at pictures taken during the picnic and talk about what happened and what they discovered. Choose a favourite photograph of the event and describe what it shows. Record their ideas on sticky notes or postcards and display alongside the photographs for the Inquiry Focus Board.

	
	Before the next lesson ask children to share their knowledge and understanding about how life has changed for them since life was small; how life has changed for their parents or even how life has changed for their grandparents. Encourage them to think about how life has changed with a particular focus on toys, transport, school and technology. Complete ‘What do we already know’ grid. Following this, provide each child with a speech bubble and ask them to write about what they would like to learn/know throughout the topic.

	DEVELOP - 

	Lesson 1
Date:
	LI: To use ‘PEEPO!’ to identify how things have changed and what has stayed the same.
	Main Focus: I can identify similarities and differences in history through using different sources of evidence.

Read ‘PEEPO!’ to class or listen to it read to you, using one of the YouTube links.  ‘This story might be about when your grandparents were little.’ Use timeline, indicate where present year is situated, then count back in 10s to 60. Are things in ‘PEEPO!’ the same as now or different? Let’s find some similarities and some differences. (Show chn prepared table, ‘Then and Now’ with 2 columns: similarities and differences. Use the picture of ‘porridge’ in the book. Ask chn to work with a talking partner to find 3 things the same as now (modern days) and 3 things which are different. Give time for discussion, focussing chn’s attention on the saucepan, bucket of coal, clothes ready to wash on the draining board, soap in a cup. Ask random pairs to make one suggestion and use their correct ideas to fill in the table, modelling how to do so.
	Plenary: 

Gather chn together and say, We have begun to find out that some things have stayed the same as in the past and some things have changed. We are going to continue to be History Detectives, investigating these changes - we will paint portraits, find out about toys and make a museum.

Briefly discuss what evidence we can use to find out about the past.

	Lesson 2

Date:
	LI: To understand how toys have changed over time by looking at their own toys, their parents’ toys and then their grandparents’ toys and identifying differences.
Produce a sketch using close observation, suitable materials and a variety of sketching techniques, which are practised over three sessions.
	Prior: Send a message home asking for any parents/ grandparents who would be willing to share any of their childhood toys. Will also need photographs of old and new from the internet. http://www.pinterest.com – see pinterest resource, searchable for toy images; http://www.museumofplay.org/online-collections/1 - toy images, old and new; http://www.mylearning.org/toys-through-time/images/ - toys through time images
Main Focus: I can compare my families toys over 3 generations. I can create a close observational sketch of a chosen toy.  Children will bring in their favourite toy from home. Allow children time to explore and play with the toys. Discuss other people’s belongings and how to respect them.

In talk partners, children to describe their toy to their partner, how long they’ve had it, the materials, how it is played with, is it part of a collection etc.

Talk to the children about what they already know about toys. Give leading questions, such as; have there always been games consoles? Help them to make connections with how these have changed based on the fact that we are now on PlayStation 4 etc. 
Discuss the range of toys (sort them into type, or ask chn to suggest ways to group them). Repeat for parents’ and grandparents’ toys. Select 3 generational toys of the same ‘type’ (e.g. three bears, or cars) and ask chn to suggest features which can tell us the age of the toys (e.g. materials, level of wear, design).

Use  photographs of the toys to create a timeline with ‘grandparents’, ‘parents’ and ‘Year 1’s Toys’. Ask chn to place their photos in the correct places. Use dates if appropriate. Explain that another way to record the toys is to draw them. Talk to chn about sketching techniques and look at the tools to be used (‘b’ pencils and cartridge paper). Demonstrate sketching techniques.
	Plenary:

Discuss similarities about toys today. 

What are most toys made from today? Do we have clockwork, windup toys anymore?


	Resources:

Toys/books from different decades.

Images of toys, old and new.

Cartridge paper for sketching; Drawing pencils (use ‘b’ standards).

	Lesson 3 and 4
Date:
	LI: To understand how the materials from which toys are made have changed over time.
To design and build a wooden spoon or wooden peg puppet.
	Main Focus: I can tell you the names of different materials used to make toys. I can design and make my own wooden toy.

Arrange a sample of materials in hoops around the classroom and ask chn to identify the materials. They discuss each one in terms of its properties: hard/soft, stiff/pliable, etc. and select the correct label to match. 

Show the children a selection of old and new toys.  Discuss what they can see and compare.  Sort the pictures into old and new toys.  Why have you sorted them in this way? Describe features of the old and new toys. Look at old pictures of children playing with old toys.  What can they learn from these pictures?  Discuss how toys defined wealth in the past; poor children wouldn’t have had a dolls house for example. Look at the pictures again, spot the toy, do they think it was rich or poor? Model the sorting activity, drawing a Venn diagram and sorting by old vs new and their own criteria e.g. rich vs poor, girl vs boy etc

Ask chn to sort their toys according to materials. Discuss where something that has more than one material should go– discuss proportions and select the ‘majority’ material. Explore and discuss patterns between age of toy and material (plastic/softer materials for modern and more metal/wood for older). 
Introduce the idea of the toys that their great-grandparents might have played with (wooden, fabric, metal toys) and compare with toys from parents, grandparents, and themselves. Make some generalisations: plastic is newer, while metal and wood are older (though still used for some toys today). Also compare teddies and soft toys – discuss how the materials are more varied and can be much softer for modern toys (even taking into account wear and tear). Compare: rag doll and modern doll or soft toys; old bear and new bear or other soft toy; metal car and plastic car; wooden train and plastic train; wind-up toy and battery toy.  Discuss how the range of materials has broadened over time and that toys might be safer to play with as a result. Explain that, in their great-grandparents time, poorer chn would often make toys out of everyday objects. Explain that we are going to make their own wooden toy from an everyday object – a spoon/peg!
 
	Plenary:

Chn explain what materials are used for toys through time and why some materials are better than others.
	Resources:

	Support: As for the rest of the class but the materials on offer are already cut to size and the relevant tools are laid out. Teacher supports chn as they complete the design brief.  Chn can then follow their design and make their toy.
	Most/ Challenge: Chn look at the range of materials on offer and then create a design brief, specifying materials and tools and describing why they have selected these materials for their character.  They can then follow their design and make their toy.
	
	
	

	Lesson 5
Date:
	LI: To Identify old and new toys from images.
To discuss different techniques some artists have used to paint toys and paint a toy using two contrasting techniques and different types of paint.
	Main Focus: I can identify old and new toys from different sources. I can use artistic techniques in my own work
 You will need to have prepared paints, paintbrushes and paper (have different sizes available to give chn choice). You will also need an old-style wooden train or similar and an old bear or similar, to paint.    
Show chn a range of paintings of toys and ask them to suggest if they think the toys are old or new. Discuss how the painting itself gives us clues as well as the style and materials of the object (shiny more realistic styles of painting often make us think something is new, even when it might not be, e.g. we know the Fisher Price phone from 1962 when their grandparents were teenagers (still available today due to its popularity) in the 2 paintings is an old style, but which painting makes the phone look older and which newer?). Explain that you are going to look at 2 different paintings of old toys (a wooden train and a bear).

Ask chn to use words to describe the paintings (soft, fluffy, no lines, brush strokes, clear lines, flat areas of colour). Explain that the train has been painted using watercolour paints and ink. Show chn part of the YouTube demo as to how the painting is created. (http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=UP__pozV0fw  - demonstration of watercolour & ink technique) 

Look at the bear painting and explain that this was created using oil paint. Note that the bear has been created using clear but small brush strokes and a few shades of the same colour, that there are no clear lines, and that the shape of the bear has been formed by the brush strokes. Chn can chose one or both of the try both types of paintings.
	Plenary:

Create a gallery of the paintings and let chn explore. Do they think the paintings make the toys look old? 

Pick out some that demonstrate good technique and ask chn to explain why they are good (use of brush strokes, colour, clear lines). 

Encourage chn to reflect on how they found the techs and what they might do next time to improve their technique (use of lines, size of brush strokes, bold/pale colours).
	Resources:

Images of paintings of toys.

Watercolour paints and ink pens.

Acrylic or oil paints and ‘B’ pencils.

High quality paper for painting.

Paintbrushes with various brush sizes.

Old-style wooden toy and bear to paint.

	All: Remind chn of drawing techniques from session 2 .

Ink/watercolour: Support chn to use ink pens to create an outline of the toy by suggesting that they draw the teddy’s tummy, then his head, his ears, etc. in sections, Help chn mix shades of the watercolours for effect, use 2 or 3 washes

Oil/impressionist style: Help chn to draw a light pencil outline of the bear once again, drawing it in sections, tummy, head, arms, ears, etc.  Give chn two brush sizes to allow them to experiment with stroke size. Help chn to mix the colour roughly on a palate to get a streaky paint effect.
	
	
	

	Lesson 6
Date:
	LI: To know where the people and events they study fit within a chronological framework and identify similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods by comparing similar toys from different periods.


	Main Focus: I can compare similar toys from different times.
Recap or re-visit on the different sources we have used to find out about toys their parents and grandparents may have played from previous sessions.

Popular Early 20th Century Toys: Explain that these toys are the original version of the toys they play with today; this was when they were first made. Are any of them familiar? Discuss the questions on the slide. Click on each box on the timeline to read the information about each toy.
Read Old Bear by Jane Hissey. Discuss how Old bear is different from their bears today.  Come up with adjectives to describe Old bear, and their bears today. How does your teddy compare to the old one? What is similar about them? What is different? Why? Children then use the Toy Comparison Activity Sheet to complete the relevant activity. Can children identify similarities and differences?

	Plenary:
Discuss the fact that children still play with these or similar toys today. What does this tell us about the toys and the people who designed and made them? Also discuss how they have changed an evolved over time and why this has happened?
Are children able to explain how and why the toys have changed over time? Link this to changes in technology.
	Resources:
Present day Crayola colouring crayons (in

their packet)
Present day Meccano (or similar) construction set
Present day teddy bear
Toy Comparison Writing Frame
	IO:
Can identify similarities and differences.
Can explain how and why these toys have

	Support/Most:

Children compare the early 20th century crayons with the ones from today by drawing and writing their observations.
	Challenge: 

Children compare the early Meccano set with the set from today by answering the questions.
	
	
	

	Lesson 7
Date:
	LI: To know where the people and events

they study fit within a chronological

framework and identify similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods in the context of finding out about Victorian toys.


	Main Focus: I can compare Victorian toys with modern toys.
Set the scene for this session by showing the children an image of Queen Victoria and highlighting her reign on the class timeline. If appropriate show videos of school life in Victorian times or play this down by giving each child a chalkboard and role playing it.

Victorian Toys: Show children the pictures (or example replicas if possible) of some Victorian toys. Children discuss with their Inquiry Buddy the type of toys they can see, how they think they were played with and what they were made from. Are children able to spot any immediate similarities and differences?
Victorian Toys and Games: Read through the information on the slides and discuss. Explain there was a big difference between the toys of poor and rich children.
Doll Comparison: Look at the example and ask children to identify any similarities and differences between the two dolls. Remind children about the materials Victorian toys were made from, how they may have moved, where they may have been made and who would have played with them.
	Plenary: 

Discuss any similarities and differences the children found between Victorian toys and modern toys. 
Was there anything which surprised them? 
Are children able to identify similarities and differences?
	Resources:
If possible get hold of some replica Victorian toys.

	All: Children make their own thaumatrope using a disc of paper and two pieces of string

	Lesson 8
Date:
	LI: To identify changes in living memory by understanding how toys have changed over time.
	Main Focus: I can recognise how toys have changed over time.
Differences: Remind children of the comparisons they have made over the last two lessons. What main differences have they noticed between the older and newer toys? As a class share and record ideas.  Is there any way these can be grouped together? Are children able to identify any changes?
Important Changes: Show children the diagram on the Lesson Presentation. Explain how many of the changes can be grouped together under more general headings. Are children able to identify how these changes have influenced the toys they play with today? Click on each of the headings to further discuss the impact of these changes and how these have influenced the toys children play with today.
	Plenary:
Children could imagine what life would be like if technology hadn’t progressed. 
What if computers and iPads didn’t exist? What if plastic didn’t exist? How would life be different? How would toys be different?
	Resources:
Toy Changes Writing Frame
	IO:
Explain how toys have changed over time.

Explain how this has impacted on the toys we play with today.

Week

Week Beginning: 
	Provocation: A memory box is a special place for you to keep important and treasured memories. You can put in special things that belong to you, like an old toy, something you had as a baby, photographs, letters, drawings and other things that will remind you of precious and memorable times. What will you put in your special box?

Innovate board steps:

· Decide how you will make your special memory box. You could use a shoebox and decorate it with lovely colours, papers and materials or perhaps a collage or decoupage of photos of you and your family! Pad the box on the inside using coloured tissue, foam or bubble wrap to make sure things don’t get broken. Maybe you could make some compartments for your objects?

· Make a list of all the things you would like to collect for your box. You will need to take your list home, so write it in your best handwriting so that grown-ups can read it clearly.
· Write messages on small cards to include in your box. Write about things you love and enjoy now so you can recall those things when you are older. You could start your messages with: I love…, I enjoy…, My best friend is…, My teacher is… When you have brought your memory box items into school, attach a small label or tag to each one to remind you why it is important or special. Luggage labels are a good way of doing this!
· Wrap photographs and items with coloured raffia, string or ribbon to make them look special. Include a list of special friends. Perhaps you could ask somebody else to take a photograph of you all together? Print the photograph out and write your names and the date on the back of it so you can remember them clearly when you are older.
· The most exciting part about putting together a memory box is sharing it with others! When you have finished it, invite someone from your family into school so that you can share your box and memories with them. Write a shared message with your family member to include in the box. Ask your teacher to take a photograph of you both to include in your box. Take your box home and keep it in a safe place. Remember to add new items over time and to write about special days and family celebrations. Bring it back in a month or two and let’s see what you’ve added to your memory box!
· Write a mnemonic to spell the word ‘MEMORY’ and include it in your box!
